- BORAH LIFTS THE LID

‘The address of . Senator Borah in
the ‘senate on January 22, was not
only most illuminating and instrac-
‘tive from a bistoncal viewpoint, hut
‘was so full of real cold facts regard-
ing the indebtedness of France to
the United States, that there is lit-
tle ground left for argument, either
on a basis of sentxmentahty or sound
business.

Mr. Borah effectually exploded
many of the favorite arguments that
the United States was indebted to
France by showing that every debt
had been paid for without quibble.

Callmg attention to the evident
fact th_at,_France was preparing for
repudiation, he stated that after the
war four or five of the yzreat natiens
negotiated secret treaties dividing
the helpless parts of thz earth, de-
spite the determined fight made by
odrow Wilson .at. Verssilles to

loosen their grip. As a result of

these treaties. Lord Curzon stated
that Great Britain had ‘“ained more
than she set out to win” including
British protectorate over Egypt. Eng-
land, as a result of the war obtain-
ed a territory larger than fourteen
of the western states with a pepu-
lation of 35,000,000 people.
‘France 'acquired over 402,000
square miles of territory inhabited
by 4,000,000 of people, tremendous-
ly rich' in oil and natural resources.
France received the coal bins of
the Saar valley worth hundreds of
millions, and received Alsace-Lor-
raine, the value of which beggars dis-
eription. In addition to this added
compensation for the war the Unit-
ed States has been giving hundreds
of millions of dollars for the restora-
iion of devasted regions. While the
American people will eventually pay
in taxes on the British debt $1,666,-
700,000 more than Great Britain will
pay us, we are willing to accept pay-
ment by France on the same terms.
Senator Borah declared that Ger-
many has already paid $6,500,000,-
000 of which France has received her
proportion, and the United Statfes
is perfectly justified in demanding
~ that reparation payments by Ger-
many should be applied to the can-
cellation of the United States loans.
This address, coming from the chair-
man of the foreign Telations com-
mittee, will no doubt put a different
face on the entire proposition of in-
ternational debts.

BRITISH LABOR

LEADER WHO IS -

FEARFUL OF TROUBLE ARISING

Great  Britain, Europe and the|
world at large must look to the pow-
der box in the East in 1925 and the
succeeding years.

Europe at present seems as peace- |
ful as it ever is.

The trouble in Albania; the long-
standing dispute between Jugoslavia
and Bulgaria might be fanned into
flames as was the Sarajevo ineident
in 1914, and European statesmen
must, be watchful always. Rut there
is no sign of trouble.

It is in the East that the danger
lies. From Moroecco to Mesopotamia,
from Egypt to India, there are all
the elements of war.

It is impossible. to. think of Egypt
without thinking of India. If Brit-
ish statesmen continue to use the
same: kind of language as was used
in the ultimatum to” Egypt, I dread

dia. But I, and in fact all labor
men, hope .and believe that wiser
counsels wil] prevail.

India, though, will be the toughest
nut to crack both in 1925 and in all
vears in the near future. Promises
of reforms have awakened hopes and
aspirations in India that refuse to be
stilled.  We have promised repeated-
ly that we should teach Indians how
to manage their own government.

British must answer the questions
that India asks her about self de-
termination — must answer them

without imprisoning them, either
with or without trial, but by making
concessions to them.

A Rising Fence.

Another thing that troubles me is
the attempt of the government to
put a ringed fence about the British
Dominions, as in the case of Singa-
pore. I do not like the arrogant as-
sumption that all narrow waterwaws
must be open to us, and, when we
please, closed to others. 1t is a doc-
trine that must inevitably lead to
trouble.

I wish that the United States and
Great Britain would take the lead in
demanding of their governments and
all others the dismantling of all for-
tifigations and the declaration of
neutrality concerning all. narrow
waterways throughout the world—
Panama, Suez, Gibraltar, the English
Channel. These narrow waterways
continually cause trouble, and should
by the good will of the great Anglo-
Saxon races be made free and open
for the commerce of the world.

Russia i3 another important part
of Britain’s life, I believe that
during 1925 British big husiness must
sit up-and take notice of Russia.
There are two reasons.
