Apartment House Burns to the
Ground, Taking Heavy
Toll of Victims.

CHICAGO, Jan. 31.—Amateur
wiring was blamed ‘tonight for the
death of ten persons in an apart-
ment house fire here today. Sev-
eral arrests were expected. Prelim-
inary’ 'examination indicated the fire
started from faulty wiring, appar-
ently done by amateurs.

Firemen and laborers were still
digging in_the debris tonight in search
of other bodies.

Administration One of the
Most Careful In State and
Meeting Engagements.

The eity administration of Ran-
ger is/ one of the most economical
in.the state, judging from a report
compiled by City Secretary C. A.
Love, Saturday, for the year of
1924. With a heavy load caused By
the annual payment on bonds owed
by the city of Ranger the adminis-
tration has been hard pressed to
meet all expenses for the year but
by practicing strict economy in' all
operations and trimming here and
there the figures show that Ranger
was able to pass the year without
going into debt. ;

Although having the lowest bond-
ed indebtedness of any city in this
section of the state, Ranger is pay-
ing an unusually large amount on
her bonds as they are nearly all pay-
able within 10 years. The year 1924
marked the half-way mark, with the
payments growing steadily lower
each year.

Three-fourths of the. expenses of
Ranger are included in the bond
payments and with the passing of
1924 a rosy future for the financial
condition of Ranger is forecast by
the city commissioners.

After Turkey had soundly whip-
ped Greece in the war started by
the late King Constantine, a treaty
drawn’ up at Lausanne stipulated
that the patriarch of the orthodox
church established for centuries in
