Experiments at Spur Substation
Point' Way to Improving ,
. Livestock. \

SPUR, Texas, Jan. 30.—The most|
important experiments ever made at
the Spur substation of the
experimental station is in the feed-
ing of milo maize, kaffir, feterita,
Egyptian wheat and other grains to
livestock. Much of this work has
been done in the past by private aid
to the experiment station. Very
few heads of Texas livestock now
go to Texas factories in the form of
fat stock, but as is well known most
of Texas livestock is shipped in
range condition to middle western|
points, there to be fed and fattened
and then sent to slaughter houses in
the middle west.

The experiments made at Spur
under the  managenrent of R. E.
Dickson, superintendent, have dem-
onstrated that sheep fed on
