PROPOSED -NEW REPUBLIC TO

In order that
neither state may have growggds for
feeling offended, the Bishop of :Och-
rid,, whose seat is at St. Naum, has
X)ropose(l that the monastery should
revert to the position which it ocecu-
pied in the middle ages. If his pro-
posal materidlizes, St. Naum wijll be-
come an autonomous ecclesiastical
rvepublic. Besides, the, monastery it
will ‘include only two small villages,
Leing thus one of the smallest inde-
pendent countries in the world.

FASTRUNNER
TELLSHOWTO |
LEARNTO RUN

Nurmi, Finnish Track Speed-
ster, Says Americans Trai
With Too Much Haste.

NEW YORK; Jan. 27.—#Paavo
Nurmi, the Finnish runner who won
four events at the Olympic games in
Paris last summer.and who is gener-
ally regarded as the fastest and most
perfect runner that ever lived, is a
very likeable chap. If he could speak
English he would be much more en-
tertaining than he i3 when he is fore-
ed to get it and send it through an
interpreter. Nurmi speaks nho more
English now than he did when he was
in Antwerp in 1920, but he under-
stands more. -

Nurmi never will make a teacher
or a track coach. In the first place
he doesn’t believe in coaching, and
also he has his own ideas and theo-
ries about running, but he main-
tains they are only his personal ideas
and he does not believe that they
would apply to general cases.

When asked what he would sug-
gest to young American boys as the
proper way to learn how to run,
he replied he'couldn’t offer any les-
sons or he couldn’t teach any “one
how to run. ,

He was willing, however, to point
out why so many American young-
sters can’t run faster than they do.

“Your boys,” he said, “go about
it with too much hastee They burn
themselves out too quickly. The most
important thing is to have a body
to carry you over any distance that
you want to run. American boys
seem to have the idea of getting
speed before: they bdild up their
hody to" endure the strain,of run-
ning. I rad four years, principally
for the amusement and the exercise
I gained by it, before I got any idea
that I could run. I trained for three
years for the 1920 Olympic games
and I ran fer four years before I
tried for fast time. In that long
period of preliminary training, I
built up my body and acquired a na-
tural form.,« When the time, came
for me to try for speed I had both
the mechanical and the physical es-
sentials,”

Nurmi was asked to explain why
he selectgd a style of almost flat-
footed running that is frowned upon

es. It has been said that he made
a careful study of styles and invent-
ed one of his own that was a com-
bination of all the fine points of the
form of other star distance runhners:

“I don’t know what my style is,”
he replied. “I only know that it is
the form that came to me naturally
when I was trying to get a stride and
a style that enabled me to get ‘the
most distance with the least exertion.
I didn’t study any one’s style and I
didn’t do any copying, as Kohle-
mainen was the only great runner I
ever saw before I went to Antwerp.
. “The trouble with a lot of coach-
ing,” Nurmi- says, “is that a runner
is pushed along too fast. The coach
t&aches him in a month or so what ity
would take him a year to acquire by
himself and he gets the idea that he
can develop into a champion at the
same hasty rate. Of course, if a
boy had some kind - a defective
style in running, he might never get
along without some one to show him
his error, but if he was serious
erough about it and had. the na-
tural qualifications, he would work
out .the mistake himself without
knowing, it.” |

“If a boy wants to,learn how to
run he can only acquire that knowl-
edge by running,” he says. “I would
suggest to young erican Boys who
have a fondness for track sports that
they decide upon the distance best
fitted to them. They tell me that
Jole Ray, one of the finest runners
I have ever seen, wanted to be a
sprinter and when he didn’t succeed,
he turned to the quarter-mile and
failing there he became one of the
greatest middle distance runners..

“If you decide that you want t
run a mile, go out and run a mile;”’
he continued. “Run another mile
and then another mile. Don’t try
for speed. At first regulate your
pace 4o that you will be fresh when
you finish. You can’t develop na-
tural style when you are tired. Even
‘'if you have to trot for a mile .keep
'so that you feel Iike doing another
mile. You should rTun *milesi and
miles in that easy fashion until you
feel that you ,could ‘increass  your
pace, but dgn’t get the idea too soon
that you are, ready) to go out after
speed. Every mile that you vun with-
out calling wupon your .reserve
strength will build up your body, in-
crease your endurance, develop your
lungs and legs and will develop a
free and easy style of running.”

Although we seldom stop to con-
sider the matter, light was one of
the most expénsive necessities of
our'colonial forebears.

Shows Total State Gov-
ernment $46,198,495.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 27—The de-
partment of commerce ®announces
that the total payments for expenses,
interest and outlays for the state
government of Texas for the fiscal
‘31, 1923, amount-
ed to $48,451,602, or $9%86 per
capita. Of this total $46,198,495
represents the expenses of operatihg
the general departments ofethe state

government; $235,161, interest on
debt; and $2,017,946, outlays for
permanent improvements. In 1922

the total payments for the state
were $45,842,985, and in 1917, $22,-
204,625, a per capita, of $9.48 and
$5, xeqpectwely\ The totals include
all paynlents for the year, whether
made from ecurrent revenues‘or from
the -proceeds of bond issues

Revenues—The total 1evenuo re-
ceipts of Texas for 1923 were $48,-
190,252, or $9.81 per capita. This
was $1,756,696 more than the total
payments fox the year e‘«lu‘nve of
the payments for permanent im-
provements, but $261,350, less than
the total payments inc)uding those
for permanent improvements. These
payments in excess of revenue ra-
ceipts were met from the proceeds of
debt obligations,

In Texas property and gpecial
taxes represented 53.0 per cent' of
the total reveqnue for 1923, 50.6 per
cent for 1922, and 56.6 per cent for
1917. The increase in the amount
of property and special taxes col-
lected was 53.7 pér cent from, 1917
to 1922, and 20.7 per cent from 1922
to 1923. The per capita property
