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SUN'S ECLIPSE
BIVES THRILL
T0 WATCHERS

Scientists Study Solar Corona
And Other Features Within
Their Observations.

By United Press.
NEW YORK, Jan. 24.—Watched
by millions of people early today,
the rays of the sun in total eclipse

glid from beneath the disk of the
moon in a flaming corona in the
miorning sky, furnishing' this part

of the country with a thrill not to
be repeated for 200 years,

The moon’s shadow reached across
the earth and almost completely

aeross a stretch of country from
Duluth to Monmouth Point, N. J. It
was near night in a territory 85

miles in width by 120 miles in length
when the eclipse became complete.

The greatest mohilization of sci-
entists in the history of heavenly
phenomena occurred this morning,
when telescopes were trained from
18 large observatories on the sun
4and moon, while millions braved zeco
weather to watch the passage of the
moon across the face of the sun.
They were rewarded by a sight un-
equaled iin splendor by anything they
had ever seen.

Eclipse Makes Big
Impression Where
| Seen To Advantage

NEW YORK, Jan. 24,—The spec-
tacle of the sun in total eclipse was
witnessed by huge crowds here to-
day. Never before has the hum of life
(ift the workaday world been so inter-
rupted, never before have the eycs
of so many human beings been focus-
ed upon a spectacle of, the sun al-
moest obliterated for a few moments
by the moon, and never before was al|

total eclipse studied by scientists
under such favorable conditions.

“Astronomy advanced ones thous-
and years this morning,” said grey’
¢ whiskered J. B. Todd, professor and
emeritus of Amhurst college.

_ Professor. Todd, 80, was with dif-
ficulty restrained from ascending in
an aeroplane to get a closer look
at the eclipse. While, Todd remain-
ed on the ground other scientists
went into the air g mile on the broad
back of a navy dirigible and from
a specially constructed aerial obser-
vatory took photographs and impres-
! sions never before jlossible. Aix-
planes equipped with giant cameras
mounted 15,000 feet into the air and
obtained views.

Across a narrow strip of territory
extending from a portion: of Wiscon-
sin and ecastwlard to the Atlantic
ocean only was the eclipse effective.
In other sections of the east and
middle west and southward, wherever
the weather permitted, the more or
1éss eclipse was observed but only
across a hundred mile strip was the
phenomema in its entirety observ-
ed.

Animals acted
according to their kind. VYFowls re-
turned to roost, dogs howled dis-
mally, cattle and hoyses stampeded
with fright.

parent. “To regulate', limit and pro-
hibit the labor of persons under 13

years of age,” proposes an invasion
__of personal and civil rights never be-
fore advanced in this country, and
vitally affects our form of gov-

_To some extent compulsory schao!
laws in most states remedy the evils
complained of by society, but it has
been found that too often parents,
through lack of means, become =a
party to evasions of the school law,
and from this source comes a very
pronounced opposition to the pro-
posed amendment. In most working-
men’s families it is absolutely neces-
sary for the boy or gifl of 16 years
of age to earn sufficient for their
own sustenance, and in many cases
to help with family expenées. '

-If the amendment becdmes consti-
tutional law it will mean not only a

. broad extension and application of
the 'common community welfare

7 principle, but it will also mean a
necessarily higher average wage for
the head of the family. Hence op-
position on the part of employers, In
view of recent history, however, this
cannot be eclassed a hardship, be-
cause it has been repeatedly shown
that an employer can afford to pay
$20 per day just as easily-as he can
pay $2—providing his competitors
do the same. The cost or less is
passed on in any event to the con-
sumer.

All really great reforms have met
with strenuous opposition.  Abo-
lition of slavery resulted in a civil
war. Almost every shop safe-
guard, including the compensation
laws, have been obtained only after
bitter contests. It is a long cry from
the days of ‘“bound-out” boy to that
of a saqaare deal for every child, but
this is a Christian nation, and right
