Liberty Bell To Sound Tonight, 
“ Big Bei*” In London To­

morrow Night.

A radio program with which it is 
hoped to encircle the globe will be 
pat on the air tomorrow— New 
Year’s— night, embracing music, 
messages and the sounding of “ Big 
Ben,” the great bell in the Westmin­
ister clock tower of the Houses of 
Parliament in London. Also this eve­
ning— New Year’s Eve— receiving 
sets throughout the United States 
will bring to homes the ringing of 
many bells, illustrious among them 
the Liberty Bell, now in the hallway 
of the old State House in Philadel­
phia, which will be sounded at mid­
night Eastern standard time through 
station WIP, Philadelphia, operating 
on 508 meters.

The New Year’s Eve celebration 
will he from Independence Hall, 
where the relic of the early days of 
American independence is housed. 
Most etery  child in school knows that 
the bell sounded the liberty notes 
when the Declaration of Independ­
ence was signed. The bell was 
cracked in 1835 while tolling for 
the funeral services of Chief Justice 
John Marshall and historians say 
that it has not been sounded since, 
so those who are able to tune in on 
the Philadelphia station at 11 o’clock 
tonight they will hear the first ring 
the old bell has given in ninety years.

Other bells will usher in the New 
Year of 1920 all the way from New 
York to California, one of the large 
sets to be put on the air being Sta­
tion WSAI, Cincinnati, 326 meters. 
Grace Church, New York, will ring 
its bells through Station WEAF, 
New York, 492 meters, and Trinity 
Church bells through WJZ, New 
York, 455 meters.

The big international program on 
New Year's night, the first attempt­
ed, will be worth listening to and 
will be qarried around the world if 
atmospheric conditions are favorable. 
Stations WJZ, WBZ, KYW, KDKA, 
WRC, KFKX, KOA, KGO and British 
transmitters will radiate the follow­
ing program New Year’s night from 
6 to 11 o’clock Eastern standard 
time, which is from 5 to 10 p. m. in 
Texas:

Cisco will be the scene of a foot­

ball game new year’s day between a 
team composed of all-stars from the 
oil belt region and a team from Cis­
co, it. was repored in Ranger yester­
day.

The Cisco team will be composed

«f  former players on the Cisco team 
nd members of this yeax-’s team 
while the oil belt all-stars will be 

drawn from players of Ranger, East- 
land and Breckenridge.

Wilson, WestexTeldt, Smith and 
White, from Texas Tech and Alsa- 
brook, Irvin, Grist, Pipkin, Heustis 
and Meadow's will be among the faces 
seen on the Cisco team.

The oil belt team will have three 
Tech men in John Collins, formerly 
of Ranger, Framm and Knowles of 
Breckenridge. Other faces familiar 
to Ranger people will be Mills, Shell, 
Coopery Gholson, Perry and Dupree 
of Ranger, Cox and Mathews of East- 
land, Zarafonetis brothers, Harrison, 
Robinson, Cox, Schuman, Peebles, 
Burks from Breckenridge.

Chesley field at Cisco will be the 
scene of the battle and the game is 
scheduled to come off about 3 
o’clock.

Many Eastland county oil opera­
tors believe that an increase in the 
price of crude for this section is due 
early in 1926 and are making their 
plans for increased activities in the 
various fields. For the past several 
weeks, due to the holiday season, 
operators have been going slow on 
starting any new projects. Wells 
already underway, however, are be­
ing rushed to completion.

In the Carbon territory, ten miles 
south of Eastland and some twelve 
or fifteen miles souths east of Ran­
ger, there is now considerable drill­
ing being done. Bowden, Lewis & 
Hill are putting down a 3,500 feet 
test, one and one-half miles north­
east of Carbon in the northeast cor­
ner of the southeast quarter sec­
tion 32, block 2, H. & T. C. Ry. 
Company survey. They are now 
down below 500 feet. Same com­
pany also have a machine on the 
Chandler farm, north of Carbon, 
whex’e a good showing of oil was 
found some months ago at a depth 
of 1,290 feet.

The Halmack company, is about 
to begin operations on the Allison 
tract, east of Carbon, to which they 
recently moved a rig from the Col­
lins lease.

In the field just west of Eastland 
there are several tests that should 
be in within a short time among thexix 
being the Hickock Development com­
pany’s well on the Amis, which is be­
ing drilled by E. A. Clayton.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 31.— Presi­

dent Cocilidge has decided to speed 
up the review of the Mitchell se > 
tence and, if possible, render hi.; 
decision within a fortnight. Mitiga­
tion of the sentence imposed on Mit­
chell has been recommended by White 
House political advisers, and it is 
believed the Presidexxt will decide the 
court max-tial sentence suspending 
Mitchell for five years without pay 
or allowance is too severe. He may 
lighten it by restoring, at least, part 
of the pay. Sevex-al congressmen are 
urging that the sentence of suspen­
sion be cut to two years.

The President today told fx-iends 
he desired all “ red tape” eliminated 
and the case sent to the White House 
as speedily as possible. Since there 
is no army precedent for suspend­
ing an officer and also cutting off 
his livelihood, it is feared that friends 
of Mitchell may raise the cry of 
“ persecution”  if the sentence be sus- 

1 tained by the President.

NEW YORK, Dec. 31.— Unfalter­
ing in a determination to end the an­
thracite coal strike, operatox-s and 
mine uxxion leaders again eonferx-ed 
today in the hope of reaching an ami­
cable adjustment which would send 
150,000 miners back to work. After 
two days of xxegotiations behind 
closed doox-s on the third floor of the 
Union club building, the conference 
has failed to furnish a basis fox- 
agreement, but a ray of hope is held 
out by thb following statement just 
issued:

“ Both sides expx-ess the opinion 
that the controversy can and should 
be negotiated at this conference. It 
is held that since concessions will 
have to be made by both sides, the 
operators may be willing to grant 
the cut-off demands of the miners if 
the latter agx-ee to ai’bitratioxx.”

Fear of an industrial warfare axxd 
the continuance of hardships alx-eady 
experienced is seen as both sides con­
tinue to negotiate.

. LONDON, Dec. 31.— Floods, light­

ning and, fire wrought damage 
throughout the British isles today.. 
Many dwelling houses and a number 
of factox-ies were bux-ned after being 
set afire by lightning and the shut­
ting down of power houses caused 
dax-kness to prevail in many sections.

In London slums the huge chimney 
of a pcorhouse fell, alarming and in­
juring 40 aged inmates still abed. 
One man was killed and eight in­
jured. Lightning and high water, the 
aftermath of the very heavy rains 
yesterday, when 11,00,000,000 tons 
of water are estimated to have fallen 
in London, today continued to cause 
damage axxd confusioxx.

A report from Budapest said that 
36 minex-s had been trapped ixx a 
flooded mine near there and drown­
ed. Amsterdam x-eported that the 
raixx in Holland had been the heaviest 
in 35 yeax-s. Copenhagen reported 
numerous destructive landslides and 
Budapest reported iceslides in' the 
Rumanian mountains. In Transyl­
vania alone, sevex-al Hundred lives 
ax-e x-epox-ted to have been lost.

The Rhine,, the Moselle axxd the 
Danube rivers are swollen and still 
rising. Cellars ixx which the famous 
Moselle wines are stored are threat­
ened by the flood and heavy losses 
ax-e expected. TKe town of Hauwied 
x-epox-ted that hundreds of families 
had beexx forced to abandon their 

J hoxnes because of the high waters. A 
report from Regensbux-g, in Bavaria, 
said the Danube was overflowing the 
surrounding territory.

RANGER WATER 
PRESSURE NOW 

SRESTORED
With Final Installation of Elec­

tric Pump Today Ample 
Water is Promised.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 31. —  Ex­

amination -s of American emigrants 
from Holland and Belgium will here­
after be made at ports of embarka­
tion instead of at Ellis Island, New 
York, the state department said to­
day. After experimenting with the 
new system in the British Islands 
since last summer it has been de­
cided to extend xt to other countries.

Due to the breaking down of the 
chief pump at the pumphouse of the 
Ranger water works on the eve of the 
installation of the new electric pump, 
the city of Ranger went thiPugh the 
x-ecexxt cold spell oxx half-ration of 
water, but the broken pump has been 
repaired, the electric pump was to be 
finally connected up today, and the 
water pressure thx-oughout ' the city 
has been x-estored. With the electric 
uumn -Mly installed there should be 
no further shortage of water.

In order to connect with the xxew 
pump it was necessax-y to stop pump­
ing for a few hours and this could 
not be doxxe until the big standpipe 
on Eastland hill was full of water so 
that the city would be amply sup­
plied. But just as everything was 
in readiness, the xxxain pump of tjxe 
three old pumps stopped functioning 
and only the two smaller pumps re- 
mained to keep the city supplied, and 
even these had to be aided by the 
reserve in the standpipe. It was nec­
essax-y to repair the old pump so that 
the standpipe might again be filled 
befox-e the electric pump could be 
connected.

Diminished water pressux-e in many 
parts of the city was attributed by 
many householders to frozen water 
pipes. Some pipes were frozen, but 
in xnany instances there was insuf­
ficient water pressure to enable it to 
flow. When the repaired pump was 
again put into operation late Wed­
nesday thex-e was a rush of water 
through many open faucets and also 
through many leaks in pipes that had, 
unknown to the householders, beexx 
broken by fx-eezing. Plumbqx-s wex-e 
in demand today.

While the marker on the big 
standpipe, stood at the top today, in­
dicating there was no water in stor­
age, it was said that the marker was 
out of order because of the i-ecent 
freeze. and that the standpipe really 
was nearly full of water.

Complains of H. H. White For 
Prohibition Director. White 

Passes it to Andrews.

OKMULGEE, Okla., Dec. 31. —  
Objections to the retention of Maj. 
H, IT. White as prohibition director 
for Texas and Oklahoma were 
brought before the Americaxx Legion 
post here last night by its command­
er, J. J. Rosenbloom. Removal of 
White fronx his position and the sub­
stitution of an ex-service xnan in his 
place was asked by Rosenbloom, who 
asserted that White had been court- 
martialed, convicted of perjury iri 
obtainixxg a divorce axxd dismissed 
from the army prior to his appoint­
ment in the prohibition enfox-cement 
service.

The matter was turned over to a 
committee of the post, Rosenbloom 
making the statement: “ We are go­
ing to carx-y this fight to a finish.”

The commander of the post had 
written General Lincoln C. An­
drews at Washixxgtoxx criticizing 
White’s recox-d and asking his re­
moval, it was stated, and Axxdx-ews 
had replied that White had been con­
victed oxx technicalitie* and he could 
see no reason for feeling he was not 
worthy to hold this public offiee of 
txaxst. The court-martial is said to 
have grown out of a divorce suit in 
stituted in San Antonio in 1921.

W hite Says Fight 
Is R eally  Directed

Ranger State Bank 
Declares Semi-Annual 

5 Percent Dividend
Stockholder's of the Ranger State 

bank were given a Christmas present 
that all were glad to see, a 5 per cent 
dividend on the capital stock of the 
bank. A 5 per cent dividend was 
declared June 30, last, in accordance 
with the custom of the hank of de­
claring a dividend every six months.

Employes of the Ranger State 
bank were also given bonuses, ac­
cording to their length of time in 
sex-vice with the bank.

The year of 1926 was the most 
profitable and px-osperous the bank 
has ever had, according to S. A. Lil- 
lax-d, active vice px-esident of the 
bank. Under the management of W. 
W. Housewi-iglxt, now with the Citi­
zens State bank, the fix-st part of the 
year, and later under Mix-. Lillard, the 
Ranger State bank is said to be one 
of the solidest in Eastland couxxty.

Under the direction of Justice of 
the Peace Gorton, representing East- 
land county prosecuting officers, the 
body of Jim Daniels, police officer 
who was shot and killed in Ranger, 
Feb. 8, 1925, was exhumed Wednes­
day from its gx-ave in Greenwood 
cemetery, Ranger, and removed to a 
morgue, where it was examined by 
Dx\ J. B. Stackable, the pui-pose be­
ing to obtain a description of the 
wounds that killed thfc man believed 
to have died while in the discharge of 
his duty.

Daniels’ body was pierced by two 
bullets, it is stated, but only one 
found a vital spot. One bullet struck 
him in the left shoulder, entering at 
the front and veering downward. This 
bullet has not been found and may 
have passed on through. The other 
bullet, also entering at the front, 
passed through his heart and lodged 
in his spine. This bullet has been re­
covered and is said to be a .32-cali­
bre.

Two men were indicted recently by 
an Eastland county grand jury in 
coxxnection with the shooting of Dan­
iels and are now being held for trial. 
Other indictixxents in connection with 
the mux-der ax-e expected. It is not 
known that the shooting of Daniels. 
was pi-emeditated. So far as the evi­
dence obtained at the tixxxe showed, 
he was on his way home ixx the dim 
dawn of early morning after being 
on duty all night and met a gang of 
men in two automobiles oxx Homer 
street near Page in Hodges Oak park 
addition. Both cars are said to lxave 
been stolen and some one of the 
gang, either because Daniels had 
x-ecognized them or fearing he would, 
shot him. Daniels fired four shots, 
probably after being shot himself, 
for none of his bullets found a hu­
man mark, although he was- known 
to be a center shot. The gang in the 
two cars dx*ove away leaving Daniels 
lying in the street, where He was 
found about an horn- latex-. Although 
several persons In the neighborhood 
heax-d the shooting, it passed With 
little comment at the time.

At the time of the mux-der no post- 
xiiortem examination of the body was 
made and the necessity for evidence 
relative to the calibx-e of the bullets 
that killed him made it necessary to 
exhume the body at this time.

Officers investigating the munici­
palized at the time that a number 
o f pei-sons had pi-etty definite knowl­
edge as to who fix*ed the shot that 
killed Daniels, and knowing, too, that 
it is difficult for many persons to 
keep a seci-et. they have been wait­
ing and watching and listening. It 
is "claimed they have seen and heard 
enough to make out a case for the 
state, and, with additional evidence 
obtained through the eleventh-hour 
autopsy, are ready to push their 
charges when the defendants are ar­
raigned for trial.
