Don't cut across the street to 

park. If you want to leave your 
car on the left-hand side of the 
street, go around the turning 
block and come back. 

Don't park in ten feet of a fire 
plug. 

Dor': leave your car on the 
pavement after 12 o'clock. 

Don't forget—on Main street 
only—to park your' car parallel 
to the curb and with four feet 
between cars. Other streets, head 
in at an angle of 45 degrees. 
Fourteen automobiles ranging front 

a battered truck with home-made body 
to a nifty sedan, flower in the vase 
and everything, gathered clubbily 
aroend the polic estation this morn-
ng. It looked like a'convention. 

The reason for the assemblage was 
the police program or enforcing the 
traffic ordinances. These cars were 
gathered in off the paved'areas after 
miclOight last night .and it will cost 
their owmers $1 each to grasp the 
steering wheel again. 

That is the first step, Chief Rey-
nolds said this morning. He explain-
ed"that it is a city ordinance that 
autos . shall not be left on the pave-
ment after 12 o'clock, as that inter-
feres with the street cleaning opera-
tions. Notice was published a month 
or so ago that such cars would be 
taken to the station and the owner 
fined $1, without' costs. Since that 
time, the officers have warned driv-
ers by the score, they say, and spent 
hours pushing cars around. And did 
not' even get thanks for their trouble. 
Now it is proposed to enforce thismr-
dinance rigorously. 

'Watch Turning Blocks. 
Another thing that will be watched 

is the proper bbservanae of turning 
blocks. '1 hese are mace to go around, , 
the department says. In other words, 
keep them on the left when makingg  
a turn. That will prevent accidents and 
at the some time keep the pocketbook 
from being picked. 

Still another tratn: rule, to be en-
forced after today, is one approved 
yesterday by the City commission. That 
is a change in the parking rules on 
Main street. Hereaftegggars parked 
on this street most be parallel teine 
curb, with both right wheels in eigh-
teen inches thereof, and four feet be-
tween vehicles. This change was made. 
in order to widen the passageway and 
also to keep down accidents. Col-
lisions are easily possible under the 
present system of parking at a 45-de-
gree angle. A car)  headed into the 
curb in this manner, must back into 
a stream of traffic moving in the op-
posite direction before it can straigh-
ten out down the street. 

The present parking rule will re-
main in effect on all streets except 
Main.

PARIS, April 20.—According to the 
Temps today, Germany on next 
Wednesday or Thursday will propose 
to pay the Allies three billion gold 
marks during ten .years, also yearly 
payments of one-fifth the value of 
German exports: to allied' countries 
during the preceding year,. The paper 
states that to realize part of the above 
payment Germany proposes to issue 
an international loan of 10,000,000,000 
gold marks upon which she is prepar-
ing to pay interest up to 5 per cent. 

The Temps comments as follows: 
"Berlin is convinead that the proposi-
tions will be rejected by the Allies, 
but insists upon presenting them pub- 

hoping that a certain part of 
public opinion abroad will consider 
them sufficient to bring pressure to 
Lear upon the Allies not to occupy the 
Ruhr region."

I can vision the research 
earried into libraries, where all avail-
aule "Amerikana" was ransacked for 
a clew to the mystery. Mother Goose, 
no doubt, was discovered as the source 
of the rhymes, and her history was 
studied for some possible explanation 
of their use. I can imagine heated 
debates between rotund and rubicund 
literati as to the occult significance of 
these quotations front the nursery 
songs of the United States. I can 
imagine erudite and elaborate theories 
advanced. 

Germans Were Dazed. 
The references to the breakfast 

menu of the American people and to 
one of their popular indoor sports 
must have been hopelessly bewilder-
ing, 

The Teuton mind never could un-
derstand the American mind. It was 
verplexed, baffled, dazed by our 
thought processes, and the more it 
tried.  to explain or interpret them the 
more mystified it became. 

So far as I know it never guessed 
the meaning of our Mother Goose 
messages, which sang over the North 
sea and out on the Atlantic in wireless 
vibrations. 

For that matter, the British were 
nuzzled at first when they picked up 
the queer words and phrases and 
snatches of a rhyme. It sounded as 
if the inmates of a lunatic asylum had 
somehow got hold of a wireless appa-
ratus and were calling "Quack! Quack! 
Quack!" and "Corn meal mush" to a

Some scheme of the enemy 
to distract attention, to set the Brit-
ish puzzling over a meaningless mys-
tery while he pulled off some plot 
against them. 

They were relieved when explana-
tions were made. They smiled, and 
even chuckled politely, when they 
were told that these quaint contribu-
tions to the aerial communications of 
the war zone were merely the issuings 
of orders and exchanges of complis-
ments among the perky little Amer-
ican submarine chasers which had 
lately arrived from across the At-
lantic. 

A saucy, high-spirited, devil-may-
tare lot they were, and they came ca-
pering into the zone of danger and 
death with laughter and song. 

I doubt if you will find in all the 
annals of the war a better picture of 
American psychology—the psychology 
of 'American youth in the face of peril 
and under the high obligation of duty. 
Nor will you find anything which il-
lustrates better why Germany lost the 
war and the Allies and America won 
it; why our hurriedly trained armies 
Played the mischief with the morale 
and fighting front of the enemy's su-
per-trained, disciplined and expe-
rienced troops. 

Had Faith and Hope. 
The child-hearted attitude toward 

life which could go to war talking the 
language of the nursery, using homely 
phrases and the songs of the cradle 
to conceal the serious messages of life 
and death and tragic action which 
compose the communications of war 
was the attitude of faith and hope and 
cheerful comradeship which endured 
all denials and pains without murmur, 
and faced all perils without flinching.

SENATE 'WILL 

RATIFY TREATY 
WITH COLOMBIA

WASHINGTON, April 20.—The 
Senate will ratify the Colombian trea-
ty today. By a vote which indications 
are will be well over the required two-
thirds, the Senate will thus dispose of 
a controversy which has been waged 
with the South American republics 
ever since the department of Panama 
revolted in 1903 and the administra-
tion of Theodore. Roosevelt got from 
Panama the canal site. 

Colombia charged the. United States 
incited the revolution and then 
grabbed the canal site. 

The treaty to be. approved today 
pays Colombia $25,000,000 in annual 
installments of $5;000,000, gives her 
special rights' and privileges in the 
canal zone and paves the way for rec-
cgnition of Panamanian independence 
by Colombia and for the fixing of the 
Panama-Colombian boundary. 

IVAN WOMAN SHOT 	• 
BY HUSBAND; ACCIDENT 

Special to the Times. 
BRECKENRIDGE, April 20.— A 

Mrs. Fulton of Ivan was rushed to a 
hospital here last night with a bullet 
lodged in her side from the accidental 
discharge of a pistol in the'hands of 
her husband, who accompanied her 
apparently distracted with grief. Af-
ter an operation was performed to re-
move the bullet, the woman's recovery 
was doubtful, physicians declared. 

Ranger has been placed on 
the program of the sixty-sev-
enth congress ' of the United 
States by the introduction of a 
bill for the erection of a federal 
building to be used as a post-
office and for other government 
uses. A bill, known as house 
resolution No. 150, has been in-
troduced in the house by Con-
gressman Blanton, refefred to 
the' committee on public build-
ings and grounds and ordered 
printed. The total cost is not 
to exceed $60,000, the site not 
more than $10,000. 'Postmas-
ter Connell received a copy' of 
the bill Tuesday afternoon. 

Text of Bill. 
The text of the bill follows: 
"A bill for the erection of a public 

building in the city of Ranger, .State 
of Texas, and appropriating money 
therefor. 	 . 

"Be it enacted by the senate and 
house of representatives of the, Unit-
ed States of America in congress as-
sembled, 

"That the secretary of the treasury 
be, and he is hereby authorized and 
directed to acquire for the . United 
States, in the city of Ranger, in the 
county of Eastland, State of Texas, 
in such manner as to him shall seem 
best, by purehise, condemnation, or 
otherwise, a suitable site, and cause 
to be erected thereon,. according to 
plans and specifications to be ap-
proved by him, a substantial build-
ing, including fireproof vaults, heat-
ing and ventil$ting apparatus, and 
approaches, :wih good modern con-
veniences and-  improvements, for the 
United States postoffice, ,and other 
government uses, at a total cost of 
not more than $60,000; said site to 
cost not more than $10,000. 

"Section 2. That for said purpose 
the sum of $60,000 is hereby author-
ized to be appropriated out of any 
moifey in the treasury not otherwise 
appropriated." 

Danger Needs It. 
"Ranger needs a federal, building, 

and there is no reason . why one 
should not be erected-here," J. F. 
Connell, postmaster, said this morn- 
ing. "The city is entitled to it, and if.  
Congressman Blanton's bill goes 
through the government will con-
struct a postoffice building here,, that 
will be a credit to the community." 

"There is, hardly a congressman 
in Washington who has not friends 
in Ranger, and it would be a fine 
thing if Rangerites or those who are 
interested in the advancement of this 
city would. take steps.  to set before 
their friends at Washington some ar-
guments in favor of the proposed 
bill.  

It would be well for Ranger folks 
to remember in their consideration of 
the proposed erection here-of a gov-
ernment postoffico building that the 
sum named in Mr. Blanton's bill, 
$60,000, for site and building, does 
not necessarily mean that this will-be 
the limit of expenditure set by the 
government'. 

"There will' be equipment to cost 
many thousands of dollars, and it is 
almost invariably the case that build-
ings of this nature run in their ulti-
mate cost far beyond the original 
estimate. So that there is every reas-
on to get behind this bill and push it, 
with the knowledge that if Ranger is 
given a public building of this char-
acter it will be - one of which Ranger 
and its citizens meg well be proud."

WASHINGTON, April 20.—Far-
mers from various sections of the 
country affiliated with the National 
Farmers' Union gathered here today 
for a three days' conference to dis-
cuss problems affecting their welfare. 
The meeting was called by Charles S. 
Barrett, president of the union with a 
view to giving farmers an opportu-
nity of expressing their own opinions 
of domestic problems and pending or 
rejecting legislation. 

At the opening conference Barrett 
urged the creation of a joint congres-
sional committee to inquire into and 
suggest remedial measures in the ag-
ricultural situation. He declared ag-
riculture in America is rapidly going 
toward the habitat of "the halt, the 
lame and the blind," and asserted 
"what agriculture wants is an oppor-
tunity to help itself."

Alphabet in Words. 

The use of words .instead of let-
ters for the navy flag signals was 
followed by the sub-chasers general-
ly. Those down at Corfu, for instance 
guarding the barrage across the'  
Straits of Otranto, and chasing Auss  
trjan U-boats had a word for every 
letter in the alphabet. 

The alphabet ran thus. Able, boy, 
cast, dog, fog, George, have, item, 
jig, king, love, Mike, Nan, oboe, pup, 
quack, rot, sail, tars, unit, vice, 
watch, X-ray, yoke, zed. 

"Able-boy" was the code to "Take 
hunt formation, distance 500 yards." 

Almost any necessary order or in-
formation could be transmitted by 
radiophone by means of this code. 
Here is a typical instance of how it 
worked when a submarine was heard: 
• Listener of Boat No; 1 reports: 
"Submarine• 90 degrees." 

Exe'butive Officer: "Submarine 
123 degrees." 	• 

Executive reports: "3 (number of 
wing boats) turbine 112 degrees." 

Executive reports: "3 (number of 
other wing boat) submarine '130 de-
grees." 

Captain orders: "Course 123 de-
grees." 

Executive to radio: "Fox-unit; 
dog-ehsy cast." 

Executive to listeners: "up-tube." 
Start Hunt for U-Boat. 

At the order "up-tube" the listening 
tube is raised from its • position 
beneath the vessel; 'the signal-boy 
beside the mast 'hoists the cone, the 
isysition of Which shows the other 
boats what the engine of this subchas-
er is doing; the steersman puts the 
heel over, and the vessel heads for 

the estimated locality of the U-boat. 
All this is done in a moment or two. 

If the submarine is not located, the 
captain orders, "Stop!" the executive 
orders "Down tube!" The tube, 
which extends through the bottom' of 
tee chaser, is lowered, and the lis-
tener strives again to hear the sound.  
of the U-boat. 

We built over 400 of these little 
iubchasers-110-foot wooden boats. 
We let the French navy have 50. They 
all gave a good account of themselves, 
Crossing the ocean under their own 
power and weathering storms which 
Made heavy going for the big liners. 
They served in our coast patrol and 
Operated in foreign waters from bases 
at Queenstown, Plymouth, Brest, Gi-
',:•altar. and Corfu. 
There were tiurty-six based on Cor-

fu, whose ehief 'duty it Was to guard 
the eutranc'e to the Adriatic in order 
to prevent the escape of enemy subs  

into the Mediterranean, the most dan-
gerous stretch of the long water line 
of communications-  which the Allies 
had to use. 

They were-part of the Otranto bar-
rage, consisting of mipes and three 
lines of patrol vessels—the Brit two 
composed of British destroyer,s and 
the third of American' subchasers., 
The Austrians say that/ barrage ac-
counted for at least six U-boats. • 

Good Work at Durazzo. 
Our subchasers distinguished them-

selves particularly in their participa-
tion in the attacks.on the Austrian na-
val base at' Durazzo October 2, 1918. 
A dozen of them escorted the British 
and Italian men-of-war, braving the 
fire of the forts and attacking the 
U-boats under a rain of shells. They 
emerged from the conflict unscathed. 

The following dispatch from the ad-
miral in command of the British Ad-
riatic naval force; with sihich they 
operated,' gave me a thrill: 

"I am most gratified for the valu-
able service rendered by twelve Sub-
marine chasers, under Capt. C. P. 
Nelson, U. S. N., and Lieutenant-
Commander P. D. Basted°, U. S. N., 
whom I. took the liberty of employing 
in/an operation against Durazzo on 
October 2. 

"They screened heavy ships during 
the bombardments under enemy fire, 
also apparently destroyed definitely 
one submarine, which torpedoed H. M. 
S. Weymouth, and damaged, probably 
destroyed. another submarine. Itur-
ing the' return voyage they assisted 
in screening H. M. S. Weymouth and 
in escorting enemy hospital ship 
which was being 'brought in for exam- 
:nation. 	Their conduct throughout 
was beyoild praise. They all returned 
safely without casualties. 'They thor-
cughly enjoyed themselves." 

Relates Thrilling Experience. 
The most thrilling experience be-1 

longs probably to S.C. 28, one of the 
fifty we turned over to France.. 
Alexis Puluhen commanded the S.C. 
28. It was manned by French sailors. 
In a storm'on the night of Jan. 16, 
1918, it disappeared. Its sister ships 
weathered the gale, but it was miss-
mg when the sky cleared. 
• On Feb. 18, a month and two days 
later, we heard from it at. the Azores, 
crew and, commander safe and well. 

Puluhen tells a story of danger and 
hardship. Their engines broke down. 
Drifting helplessly in the white-
capped sea-they kept watch for some 
friendly craft. Two steamers I were 
sighted' that same 'iiight and signaled, 
hut to no avail. The S.C. 28' was 
leaking and the pumps had to be kept 
going constantly. Next day they saw 
:he mast of a vessel' in the distance, 
and fired a salvo, but the vessel fled. 

They tried to start the engines, but 
had no lubricating oil. They used all 
the salad oil \ and butter. It was no 
use. The dynamo burned out. The 
radio would not work. They took the 
boat's linen and made , sails of - it—a 
fore-and-aft mainsail, a staysail and 
a "leg-of-mutton" sail, at the small 
foremast. The crew was put on the 
:smallest rations; drinking water wat 
dciled out. So;catching a breeze, they 
sailed east. They were able to make 
about four miles, an hour. 

Gets Help at Last. 
They sailed f6r a month. They saw 

ether ships, but no ship dared to let 
them get near. Doubtless they were 
feartd. as 'some new trick 64 the 
treacherous enemy. Soon after dawn 
on Feb. 18, Puluhen sighted land. 
About noon he recognized it as Fayal. 
and hoisted the signal "YP"—"I need  

a tug." A tug came out and towed 
him into Horta. 
•• The S.C. 28, after undergoing re-
pairs, took up its journey, and a lit-
tle later, but far better late than nev-
er, assumed its place with the other 
American-built chasers patrolling the 
French coast. What better tribute 
could there be. to the, seaworthiness of 
these little boats or the heroism and 
resource of the men who manned 
'them? 	•
