MURDER CHARGE
MOVES QUICKLY

Defense Att;n;)ts to Throw
Guilt on Bob
Dalton

‘ EASTLAND, March 24.—L. C.
Gordon was placed on trial in the
district court Monday, charged with
the murder of Roe Pollard. The
homicide occurred in Ranger on the
The jury
was taken from the regular panel
for the week and was secured. quick-
ly. By noon the state had developed
much of its testimony and the de-
fendant had disclosed the line of de-
fense to be made. The defendant’s
counsel boldly announced during the
taking of the testimony of the first
witness by the state that they would
undertake to prove thjt one Bob
Dalton, an alleged outlaw and fugi-
tive from justice, killed the deceased
and not the defendant Gordon.
Coleman Puckett, a state witness,
testified in substance that he and
Roe Pollard on the day of the killing
went from Eastland to Ranger. that
they attended the dance hall, walked
about the streets of Ranger, spent
the afternoon together, and then
were for a while at the station wait-
ing for the train to come at about
2 o’clock that night to return to
Eastland. They were on Pine street,
in front of a cafe, when defendant L.
C. Gordon came up and began talking
to Pollard, and accused Pollard of
having talked about him, and when

Pollard said he did not know the|

man talking to him, Gordon began
and continued to curse him, calling
him an obscene name. The witness
was sitting on a box and the two
men were standing by the wall on
Gordon repeated that|
Pollard had been talking about him.

- While they were talking, the tes-
timony continued, two ladies and one
man passed together and were at the
corner across the street when wit-
ness saw Gordon with a pistol in his
hand shoot the deceased. The wit-
ness and Pollard were near together
when Pollard discovered that he was
shot, and sent the witness for a
physician. While the witness was on
his way to summon the physician, a
policeman caught and took him to
the police station in Ranger. The
policeman sent for a physician at the
McCleskey hotel. At the police sta-
tion witness heard someone called by
the officers, Bob Dalton, cursing
Gordon, who was also there at fze
station. A witness at the station
identified the defendant as the man
who did the killing of Pollard. He
said he never saw any pistol in the
hands of Pollard at the time of the
difficulty or at any other time. He
came back to Eastland that night and
has not been back to Ranger

On cross examination, the witness
was asked if he did not see Bob Dal-
ton beating defendant with a pistol
and if he did not see blood on Gdr-
don’s face at the jail, to all of which
the state’s alforneys objected. Here
the jury was sent out, and the de-
fendant sought to get in the testi-
mony about the difficulty between
Gordon and Dalton. The court ruled
that the difficulty between them vias
inadmissible. When the jury return-
ed the witness said he saw Gordon
turn aside after the shooting with his
pistol in his hand.

Dr. Rucker of Ranger was next
placed on the stand and at the con-
clusion of his testimony the court ad-
journed for lunch. He testified that
Pollard died about 48 hours after the
wound, and that it was the wound
made by the pistol shot that caused
Pollard’s death.

L. C. Gordon was born in Nash-
ville, Ark., and is 24 years of age.
His mother, a widow, lives in Junc-
tion City, Kan. His father died
when Gordon was two years of age
leaving a wife, a dyughter and this
one son. The daughter is married
and lives in Kansas. Mrs. Gordon,
