REPORT SHOWS

DALLAS, March 10—The statistical
position of plactlLally all lines of
trade and industry of the eleventh
federal reserve district in January re-
flected a moderate net gain compared
with the situation in January cne year
ago, according to the monthly report
of the Dallas federal reserve bank, re-
viewing conditions to the close of the
first month of 1920.

The report, made public today, says
all classes of livestock are wintering
in exceptionally good condition, crop
diversificaticn on a more extensive
scale than ever before contributing
greatly to the progress of farmers
during the . last year. Merchantile
trade bettered the January 1919 rec-

‘ord by a satisfactory margin, petro-

leurn production showed an increase
over December, and, finoncially the
district “has now passed the peak sea-
son of its surplus funds” and banks
report a strong demand for financing
needs of the present year.

The “inventory season,”. accordng
to the report, brought into clear relief
the factors which contributed during
1919 to the district’s general prosper-
ity as well as factors which returded
and still retard its permancnt prog-
ress. 'The labor shortage was and re-
mains the farmers’ greztest difficulty,
says the report, and authorities pre-
dict this difficulty will be still fur-
ther accentuated this year as the re-
sult of prosperous conditions in 1919
which enabled many tenant farmers
to hecome property owners.

Aside from the agricultural field,
no notable change is reported in the
labor situation. A few strikes were re-
ported, but the district v
tively free from serious’ dis

Summarized, the report says early
estimates indicate a probable increase
of fifteen percent in the cotton acre-
age throughout the district as com-
pared with last year. Preparation for
the current year’s staple crops are

‘from three to four weeks behnd, ow-

ing to excessive rains. Winter grain
because of adverse weather, is “every-
where . reported to be exceptionally
small and in poor condition.”

The south Texas rice crop of 1919
was the most profitable ever grown
and there are indications of increased
production this year. Winter product:
of the lower Rio Grande valley truck
farms are moving to market on =z
large scale, that section having beern
favored with good weather.

Mild temperatures and clear weath
er during late January favored the
Arizona livestock district, where the
ranges were practically free from the
snow. Feed and grass is plentiful in
the Plains-Panhandle section of Tex-
as. The regular spring livestock move-
ment to market is expected to hegin
earlier than usual as cattle, sheep and
hogs throughout the dxstr]ct were re-
ported fattemng rapidly.

The west Texas sheep industry was
reported as having the brightest pros-
pects ever known. In the San Anve-
lo district alone it -was e cted §7,
