Important Woods

Of Texas Shown In
University Exhibit

AUSTIN-—Samples of all the more
important woods of Texas are con-
tained in the collection on the third
floor of the main building at the
University of Texas. This collection
formed the Texas exhibit in the for-
estry building at the world’s fair
held in 1903 at St. Louis. The wood
was gathered by Dr. W. L. Bray, pro-
fessor of botany in the university at
that time.

Transparencies of forest scenes
and photographs of lumbering con-
ditions in the state are included in
the exhibit. The pictures were made
by the botany department, The
Texas exhibit won' first place at tho
world’s fair, accoreding to Dr. 8.

FOR HEALTH

Battle Creek Expert Tells How
To Obtain More '
Calories.

* We all know the limerick—
“There was a young lady from Lynn
Who was so exceedingly thin
That one day in the shade,
As she sipped lemonade
She slipped through the straw
Anf fell in.”

There are lots of ladies from Lynn
in the world and they are just as an-
xious to get fat as the fat ones are
to reduce: It is bad to be under-
weight, not only on account of the
prevailing fashion for short sleeves,
but also because of health. The un-
derweight person usually has less re-
sistance when taken' ill, and also is
usdally of a more nervous tempera-
ment than her plumper sister.

If you think you are underweight,
consult some accurate scales and a

height and weight chart and find out

how many pounds you lack—then
set about gaining systematically.
Think over your daily meals and de-
cide where increases in amounts are
desirable.

Let us begin with breakfast. Of-
ten thin people are among those who
‘“‘simply can’t eat breakfast.” If cof-
fee and toast is your -customary
morning meal, add fruit'to stimulate
the appetite. Stewed prunes, apri-
cots and apples are good because
they contain sugar and are eaten
with cream. When you have ad-
justed yourself to this addition—and
you will if you stick to it—add a
bowl of corn flakes with cream. Co-
coa may replace coffee—or drink hot
milk flavored with coffee.

For luncheon serve buttered crou-
tone with the soup which should be

.a puree or cream soup to give full

value. Sprinkle grated cheese over
vour salad or vegetables. Cheese
Aot only adds calories, but will stimu-
late the appeite also." The cheese
may be blended with French dress-
ing if you prefer it that way. A de-
lictous dressing for head lettuce is
made by mixing a cake of ecream
e¢heese with one small grated onion
and enough French dressing to ob-
tain the desired consistency. Color
with paprika.

~ Dinner is our heaviest meal but
here also additions may be made to
insure more calories. Dress the
vegetables liberally with butter orv
¢ream. Serve baked potatoes, bread
and a fattening dessert. Put nuts in
the salad, pudding or cake.

In following a program for in-
creasing weight, add to your diet
gradually so that your body machine
will accustom itself to additional
work. Don’t upset your digestion
and lose what you have gained. Keep
the intestines in good condition by a
liberal use of bran and vegetables.
Drink plenty of water. Get weighed
once a week on the same scales. Take
ajrest every afternoon if nussible and
op to bed early. Underweight some-
times may be attributed to lack of
sufficient rest as well as lack of
enough food.

Students of. light and road illu-
mination tell us that no automobile
headlight is satisfactory which does
not meet two conditions:

First, the driver must be able
to see obstacles and obstructions a
sufficient distance ahead to enable
him to6 bring his car to a stop to
avoid them, even when travellling at
high speed and he must distinctly
see objects adjacent to the curb or
road-way.

Second, other road users, includ-
ing motorists as well as pedestrians
must not be dazzled by the light.

The seriousness of this whole
question has resulted in the enact-
ment of legislation with . the intent
of Inaking'highways safe for both

There are eonflicting views con-
cerning the adyisability of dimming
lights when a car is approaching.
Study has shown that dimming of
lights has frequently been a cause
of accidents and a number of states
have laws which prohibit dimming.
In fact, the whole tendency seems
to be to do away with the practice.

Abroad some of the more expen-
sive cars have lights which dip,
that is, there is a lever at the driver's
seat which makes it possible for him
to dip the entire light and thus avoid
glaring lights. But this too is none
too satisfactory. The solution seems
to be an. anti-glare lamp.

A recent report of the chief light-
ing inspector of the State of Massa-
chusetts indicated that out of 258
automobile accidents occurring at
night more than twenty per cent
were due to faulty lighting cendi-
tions.

Two-thirds of this number were
the result of insufficient illumination
and six per cent td headlight glare,
