led the children of Israel out of Egypt 
into the promised land, William Gales, a 
negro of patriarchial appearance and 
past his allotted three score years and 
ten, brought a little band of ten persons 
from Liberia to the United States. Be­
sides the venerable leader, the party con­
sisted of his son and eight grandsons. 
An Oklahoma farm is their destination. 
Eight years ago, while residing in Flori­
da, the Gales were fired with a desire to 
“ become of some use to their oVn race, 
in their own country,” the venerable ne­
gro declared. After considerable study 
of steamship routes and disposal of the 
family’s joint belongings, the Gales set 
out for the little republic on the west 
coast of Africa. It wras the intention 
of the leader, he declared, to introduce 
American farming and business methods 
into Liberia.

Didn’t Like Work.
Neighbors of the emigrants, however, 

viewed with distrust attempts to start 
new customs and introduce strange meth­
ods of farming. This distrust, the Gales 
said, coupled with a distinct dislike on

caused them to he regarded as inter­
lopers. Liberia’s climate and richness of 
soil makes it comparatively easy for its 
people to lead an indolent, day to day 
life, with little expenditure of physical 
effort, according to the returning ne­
groes.

Lack of markets for their own prod­
ucts, grown on an American scale, Gales 
declared, caused their own farming ven­
ture to fail. Then the one desire of 
the colonists was to find a way to return 
to the United States— their own country.

A chance vessel finally carried the col­
onists to northern Africa, where after a 
short wait they trans-shipped for Barce­
lona, Spain. Penniless and their clothes 
—bought before they left the United 
States—threadbare and patched many 
times, the Gales threw themselves upon 
the mercy of the American consul. After 
investigating their claims to American 
citizenship, that officer finally arranged 
for their passage to the United States, 
all ten working about the ship during the 
voyage.

When the steamship Cuslinet docked 
here, William Gales’ first act, like that 
of Moses, was to kneel in prayer and

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Federal Survey Slows Japanese 
il Control Hawaii in i  Few Y<

SCHWAB, IN TEARS, ON STAND
RESENTING GRAFT CHARGE

HONOLULU, T. IL, Jan. 5.—  (Cor­

respondence of The Associated Press) 
A federal survey commission, headed 
by Dr. Frank F. Bunker of Washing­
ton, which recently surveyed educa­
tion conditions in Hawaii, in a pre­
liminary report declared that the “ mo­
mentum” of the Japanese race in 
Hawaii puts all other racial groups 
out of the running in respect to num­
bers and that the momentum if .con­
tinued will carry the Japanese race 
into an increasingly dominant numer­
ical .position, giving their Hawaiian- 
born progeny in 1930 about 28 per 
cent of the electorate, of the territory.

The report, which is freely inter­
spersed with tables of figures obtained 
from federal and territorial official 
sources and from the office' of the 
Japanese consulate-general in Hono­
lulu, says in part:

Japs Increasing.
“ With an actual population now in 

the islands of 114,137 (1019), as re­
ported by the Japanese consulate- 
general, against 25,000 Portuguese, 
the next largest group, it is clear 
that the Japanese race has acquired 
a momentum which puts all the other 
groups out of the running with re­
spect to numbers.

“ That this momentum inevitably 
will carry the Japanese race into an 
increasingly dominant numerical po­
sition, if continued, is clearly shown 
by tables compiled from information 
obtained from the office of the Jap­
anese consul-general and from the 
records of the territorial board of 
health.”

Dealing with the parallel presented 
by the methods of adjustment to isl­
and influences represented by the 
Portuguese and the Japanese races, 
the report says: “ While both groups
originally were brought into the is­
lands to satisfy the need for cheap 
labor on the plantations, there is with 
both a pronounced tendency to seek 
a better economic position by break­
ing away from the plantations and 
engaging in other activities giving 
promise of a freer and. more ample 
life.

A re Ambitious.
“ The Japanese are ambitious to be­

come tenants, to own land, to set up 
business, to enter a.profession, to rise 
above the category of unskilled labor 
and as they individually achieve their 
ambition, they are, like the Portu­
guese, participating more and more in 
the affairs of the islands, socially, ed­
ucationally, politically. Furthermore, 
they are all at work. There are few, 
triflers and idlers among them. There 
are now, approximately, 38,000 male: 
and 27,000 female adult Japanese in 
the islands. A table, based upon in­
formation obtained from the Japan­
ese consulate-general, shows that 50,- 
149 of them are employed in gainful 
occupations.

“ It should be said in fairness that 
there are few Japanese children in 
the juvenile courts and in institutions

1 for delinquents; and there are pro- 
1 ortionately very few Japanese among 

| the convict labor gangs and in the 
1 jails. Few, if any, are supported by 
1 public charity, nor are any begging 
I in the streets.

Third in Savings.
j Their per capita savings bank de- 
! posits rank third among those of the 
j island races, being exceeded by the 
Americans and Portuguese only.

“ All of which activity, laudable in 
itself, can be explained adequately on 
the basis of racial qualities, inherent 
in the Japanese, of patience, persist­
ence, thrift, initiative, endurance, am­
bition, group solidarity, coupled with 
acumen end astuteness, which give 
them the ability to get on where oth­
er races have failed. Indeed, so well 
have the Japanese adjusted them­
selves to island conditions, and so iap- 
idly are they increasing in the num­
ber of Hawaiian-born children, that 
this group soon wilt have a majority 
of the Voter's of the islands.”

The commissioner’s report then de­
duces from a table of births of Japan­
ese children from 1898 that 12,216 
Hawaiian-born Japanese will become 
old enough to vote in 1930; that 22,- 
921 more will have been added to the 
lists of eligible voters by 1940, mak­
ing a total during a twenty-two-year 
period of 35,137. Deducting 13 per 
cent to cover possible losses by re­
moval and death, the report estimates 
that by 1940 there will, be an aggre­
gate of Japanese voters in the terri­
tory of 30,857, including 287 new 
registered.

Pointing; to the fact that Japanese 
children in the public schools of Ha­
waii in 1910 were 27.72 per cent of 
the total enrollment and that in 1919 
this school group stood at 40.55 per 
cent of the whole, the report says this 
“ indicates that the-place in the elec­
torate that the Japanese will occupy 
in 1930 and again in 194.0 may, in­
deed, be under-estimated.”

DALLAS, Feb. 1.— Amendment of the 
Texas constitution to provide for a tax 
on farm products for marketing purposes 
only, the taxes to be used for farm loans 
in times of need, is urged by W. B. 
Yeary, formerly cotton market inspector 
of the state department of agriculture. 
Mr. Yeary called his proposal a “ self 
help”  plan to provide a surplus upon 
which the producers could draw when 
they needed money.

“ The people of Texas, as a whole, are 
beginning to take an interest in the far­
mer,” Mr. Yeary said. “They are real­
izing their dependence upon him.

“Many are studying plans to aid the 
farmer to market his products in a busi­
ness way, that others, as well as the far­
mers may survive , and prosper.

- Should Organize.
“All admit the farmers should organize 

and market their non-perishable products 
through the year at staple profitable 
prices. To do this, they need money with 
which to pay their debts, or ease them. 
As it is they have to depend entirely 
upon banks not able to give such aid. 
Through this defect the farmers of Texas

“This would be self help, the only kind 
that is dependable; it would be following 
the principle and practice of all other 
business. \

An organization of course, could as­
sess its members without this change \n 
the constitution, but only those in the 
organization would be assessed, while alt 
would be benefitted altae.

“ Now, that the legislature is in ses­
sion. those who think this the proper 
step to take should petition their sena­
tors and representatives to submit such 
amendment to the constitution for a vote 
of the people.”

“ Farming is a speejes of manufactur­
ing. It is producing Commodities for 
sale. Farmers are conducting a commer­
cial business 111 which they must organize 
and market co-operatively. To do this 
there must be money available to meet 
their obligations of production, the same 
as that of a manufacturer or business 
man.

“ They should not be compelled to ask 
the state or government or hanking in­
stitutions to furnish all of such money 
any more than other businesses do. They 
should provide a good portion of it them-, 
st.lves and do it in a way similar to that 
of others. Manufacturers of business 
concerns start in business with a surplus 
and by power of their charter or by­
laws set aside a part of their earnings 
annually to add to this surplus. This 
and their borrowing power at their 
banks permits them to sell only as the 
demand calls for their products and pre­
vents them from having to sacrifice their 
price.

Must Provide Surplus.
‘W hile the farmers are business men 

by being commercial producers, they have 
not gone into business yet, that is why 
they have not adopted business practices.
T ’-" T -’ :- c v - V n  they must pro­
vide a surplus to begin with or be at the 
mercy of the other fellows. Their busi­
ness is too big and they are too much i.n 
debt to depend upon! others for relief.

“Other business coucerns are permit­
ted by law, in some form, to assess their 
members or stockholders to provide them­
selves with a surplus or working fund. 
They are not wholly dependent upon the 
banks, neither are their baniss expected to 
furnish all of their working capital, as j 
is the case of farmers.

“ The law does not give the farmers 
a right to have an assessment placed 
upon them or their products tor this pur­
pose. The constitution of Texas exempts 
farm products from taxation while they 
are in the farmers’ hands. If it was 
changed so that farm products could be 
taxed for marketing purposes only, or 
for protection, farmers could do as others 
do.

“ With this change, a petition to the 
legislature to levy an assessment of one, 
two or five dollars per bale for one, 
two or five years, would produce three to 
four million dollars annually for each 
dollar assessed and in a very short time 
would produce enough capital or a large 
enough hank to settle our financing and 
marketing problems and place agriculture 
in the business list.

“ Such action would help the price of 
cotton enough the first and each succeed­
ing year to double the assessment many 
times. Farmers could be issued stock 
in the bank, with proper restrictions for

Teacher Shortage 
Blamed for Drift 
From Farm to City

By Associated Press
• CHICAGO, 111., Jan. 31'.—Poor rural j 
schools are responsible for a large part > 
of th(> huge national drift of farm people ] 
to the cities and the first stop in making ] 
effective a “ back to the land” movement 
is to give country teachers extra pay, 
according to the inconveniences and 
hardships they undergo iu their work. 
This is the gist of a report made to the 
American Federation of Teachers by 
Field Secretary Josephine Colby here to­
day. y*

“ One of the main reasons for the de­
sertion of farms by young and forward 
looking married couples is that country 
schools cannot compare, under existing 
conditions, with city schools in giving 
children opportunity for development,” 
she said. “A survey of the situation 
shows that even now when unemployment ! £ 
and wage cuts are more prevalent in the ] 
cities there has been no corresponding j 
slump in the shift, of the rural popula­
tion to the urban centers.. Country aud! 
small town schools continue to grow i 
worse because their trained teachers go j 
to tlie larger cities where higher pay j 
prevails and because the teachers they ! 
secure are far more poorly prepared ! 
tliau ever before.

Teachers Drawn Away.
“Since the teacher shortage became so 

acute the large cities have surpassed the 
rural districts iu raising salaries, with 
the result that they have drawn practi­
cally all the competent teachers away 
from the ‘little red school house.’ The 
average salary of teachers in one-room ,. 
rural schools is less than 8G00 per year, i ! 
Tennessee, for instance, has an average 1 \ 
of $258 per teacher yearly and thirteen I 
states rank below that. Pennsylvania ! 
reports a lack of 78 per cent in rural i 
and elementary teachers. This means | 
that country children suffer in compari­
son with city children.

School of Mines 
Gives Valuable Aid 

to Vast Region
By Associated Press

EL PASO. Texas, Feb. 1.—Prospec­
tors iu the southwestern field are being 
aided in mining development by the school 
48mines and metallurgy of the Univer­
sity of Texas, especially in the testing 
lnd assays of ores. Located as it is in 
he heart of the mining territory which 
’Bnbraces thousands of square miles and 
•laiming northern, Mexico, West Texas. 
New Mexico and Arizona as its fields, 
the .school is busy throughout its year 
mil summer students are occupied dur- 
:ng the extra term, making tests and 
■studying nearly every kind of ores.

Gold, silver, lead, iron, copper, tin. 
:ine and other metals are found in those 
hree states and Mexico, which the school 
daims as its territory. Aline owners, 
lersons who have property and have any 
•easou at all to believe ore of some kind 
exists on it, and prospectors call on stu- 
ieuts of the school ,of mines for help. 
Under the direction of Dean S. II. W or­
rell ores from these places are thoroughly 
ind expertly tested, assayed and reported 
on. When a man wants ore on liis place 
tested or assayed, or when a firm wants 
mob work done, lie gets into communica­
tion by wire or letter with Dean Worrell 
aid tells him where he obtained the ore, 
who owns the property and agrees to 
send the school a ton or more of the ore 
to be tested.

The students under Dean Worrell, as- 
sisted by other expert assay era at the 
school, make the test and furnish a re 
oort. No charge is made for this sot 
vice.

Valuable to School. ,
“The school holds that the opportunity 

riven the students in assaying ores sent 
o the school from all parts of the South- j 
vest is sufficient compensation for do 1 
Ins the work,” said Dean Worrell. “Test­
ing ores gives the students actual experi- 
uice in what: they will come into contact 
with when they le.ive the school. ’

No attention is paid to “ wild cat” 
propositions or to any companies which 
merely seek to have ore assayed in order 
to promote stock. It is the property 
owner or the legitimate mining company, 
who hopes to develop the Southwest by 
smelting the ore to whom the school pays 
attention.

Students in the school of mines ar< ( 
Called \ou to aid in many other mining j 
problems, some of them pertaining to con­
struction, others to filtration, drainage 
and flotation. As is assaying and test­
ing, no charge is made for this service. 
The students have just finished working 
out the best possible flotation process for 
-i mining company iti 'Mexico.

$10,000,000 for Famous Castle 
Overlooking Capital of Mexico

MONTEREY, Mexico, Feb. 1.—- An­
nouncement from the City of Mexico that. 
President Alvaro Obregou does not iu 
tend to reside in the famous Ch a pul tepee 
Castle, which, sin<*e the days of Spanish 
domination of Mexico, has been the offi­
cial residence of the rulers of the coun­
try, recalls the fact that, about twenty- 
five years ago, while the late Gen. Por- 
firio Diaz was president, Jay Gould 
made an effort to purchase the historic 
building and grounds. At that time it 
was stated that he offered $10,000,000 
for the property. He had plauuti to 
make the magnificent palace bis winter 
home, it was stated. The offer was se­
riously considered by the Mexican gov­
ernment and finally refused.

Cbapultepee Castle, in the midst of a 
forest, overlooking the Mexican capital, 
stands like a sentinel guarding the beau­
tiful city. Rising abruptly from the val­
ley, the whole top of the eminence is cov­
ered by the' immense castle.

Red Who Reformed 
Marked for Death 

by Friends in Jail
BOSTON, Feb. 1.— The action of 

some of the eighteen alien radicals now 
at Deer Island awaiting deportation in 
passing a sentence of death on one of 
their number caused their confinement 
in cells today. For the first time since 
arrival at the house of correction, Master 
George N. Harlow said, they were not al­
lowed to mingle with each other, and 
were required to eat behind the bars.

They resented the disciplinary measures, 
and threw mess dishes and utensils 
through the bars, but became quiet when 
told that food would be refused them if 
the disturbance was repeated.

Commissioner of Immigration Henry J. 
Skeffington said it was planned to send 
the men to New York by special train 
next Monday for deportation on a steam­
er sailing about Feb. 1.

Demerio Iwankiw, the man marked for 
death, was separated from the others to­
day. A well educated man, Mr. Harlow 
said, Iwankiw, who was arrested at 
Youngstown, O., had apparently undergone 
a change in his radical views. He voieed 
his opinions among his fellows, and as a 
consequence, according to the master, a 
committee tried him as a spy. The death 
sentence was declared, and the committee 
bound itself to see that it was carried out 
as soon as the party reached Russia.
