Kansas Railroad
Taken To Courts

TOPEKA, Kan—If a railroad receives
money from the counties, cities town-
ships and other municipal subdivisions
for building the line, can the bondhold-
ers or stockholders junk the property and
leave these people without transporta-
tion? That is the question which is go-
ing to be fought out in the Kansas
courts between the state and the Kansas
City Northwestern railroad. Richard J.
Hopkins, attorney general, has already
served notice upon the company that the
state intends to see that the property
is not sold as junk.
It is an actual fact that the property
at this time can be sold for more mon-
ey than it actually cost to build the rail
road. The steel is worth so many times
its cost that the bond holders would real-
ize much of their investment by the junk:
ing of the property. It is asserted by
some that there might even be a prof-
it for the stockholders. This is regarded
as doubtful.
The road is more than a hundred miles
lr-ng and runs through northeastern Kan-
It was formerly owned by the Mis-
ri Pacific, but was returned to the
original stockholders at the time of the
reorganization of the road. Several
branch lines were released from Misso
ri Pacific control. The road has never
been profitable because it has been
milked by the larger roads. It never had
any division of traffic from any other
road. But it does furnish the only rail
way transportation for aproximately
125,-000 persons.
$20,000 a Mile Voted in Bonds.
Every county, every city and every
township through which the road was
built voted $20,000 a mile in railway aid
bonds to help build the line.  The bonds
were issued in exchange for common
stock. Now the legal question is, can
the boundholders of the road remove any
chligation the company has toward the
people it served and who voted taxes to
help build the property?
that there is no decision bearing dir-
ectly on this point in the court records.
As & matter of faet, it was only when
the prices of steel went sk, cketing that
it became worth while junking any rail-
road property. There have been a few
short lines abandoned, but in most in-

‘stauces there were no court proceedings

and other lines gave more convenient
service, In the case of the Kansas City
Northwestern the people will not have
any service left without doubling and
trebling the haul. Many towns will be
left 10 to 20 miles from a railroad.

The state may undertake the operation
of the railroad through the organization

which voted the bonds. The state will
contend that as these municipalities voted
bouds that the people are entitlel to
have the railroad left for railroad pur-
poses. If the owners do not care to
operate the property, then the state can
come in and operate it and give the ser-
vice the taxes voted require
Taxes Held to Be First Claim.

The game was of
especial interest to him because
Jimmy Maloney, manager of the
Judges, was a pluye\ under Sullivan
at Dallas, nearly twenty years ago.

About that time Mr. Sullivan was
owner of the Dallas Giants in the
Texas league, a six-cltb circuit which
he had been the principal factor in
organizing. Even at that time he was
an experienced baseball man. He
came to Texas after being manager
of the St. Louis Browns, a team
¥hich won the national champlomhxp
for four successive years. It was
there that he became the friend of
Charles Comiskey, famous player of
a generation ago and now owner of
the Chicago White Sox.

Coming to Texas in 1895, he or-
ganized the Texas league and was
owner of the Dallas Steers, a team
which ran roughshod over its oppon-
ents. The Spanish-American war
wrecked this circuit. Mr.  Sullivan
went North and in 1900 was owner of
the Washington club in the old Na-
tional league. Returning to Texas
in 1902, he again organized the Texas
league, Dallas, Fort Worth, Paris,
Texarkana, Waco and Corsicana com-
posing the circuit. Mr. Sullivan owned
the Dallas franchise and when no one
could be found to stand responsible
for the Fort Worth franchise, also
toock that team over and ran it, in
order to preserve the league.

In 1914, the Texas league amal-
gamated with the South Texas league
and the Texas circuit was formed
substantially as it is today. Mr. Sul-
livan removed to Chicago in 1904
and at that time performed an act
which is perhaps without a parallel in
the annals of organized baseball.
The Fort Worth franchise was not
offered for sale, but was given out-
right to the citizens of the Panther
city.

_ At Chicago Mr. Sullivan continued
his interest and work for the national
game, and in 1913, as the crowning
recognition of his achievements, he
was selected to head the trip around
the world of the Chicago White Sox
and; New York Giants. On this trip

Mr. Sullivan carried letters from
President Wilson, Ex-President Taft
and other notables, recommending

him to the rulers of foreign coun-
tries in the highest terms. The party
‘Rassed through twenty-seven coun-
tries, in all of which they were en-
thusiastically received. At the ban-
quets Mr. Sullivan answered the
toasts to America, and it is said that
he proved himself an orator and
thinker who took second place to
none.

Mr. Sullivan is doing a bit of scout-
ing for the White Sox, but perhaps
it would be better for him to come
to Ranger another day. He thought
—very unofficially—that the White
Sox and Tris Speaker’s Indians would
fight it out for the Amencan league
pennant. New York, he said, is stay-
ing wp in the race on hlttm;; power
