Letters Being Exchanged Be- 

tween MacDonald and Poin- 

caire Warmly Applauded. 

By united isyss. 
LONDON, March 3.-As man to 

man, Premier Ramsay Macdonald of 
Great Britain has written frankly to 
Premier Poincare of France relative 
to the British views towards the 
French contentions in the matter of 
reparation debts, disarmament, acre 
fleet and France's evident intention 
of gaining by other means what she 
failed to get during the peace nego-
tiations. 

Premier Poincare in a  .  similarly 
personal letter, replying to Macdon-
ald, defended France's policies. The 
correspondence, which is regarded as 
an entirely new developmept in. Eu-
ropean statecraft, is to be continued. 
Two letters passing between the two 
premiers •during the latter part of 
February were published - today. 
Previous letters were exchanged in 
January. Although! the :correspond-
ence is said to have conveyed an in-
timation froth Macdonald that the 
British were growing suspicious of 
the French 'attitude towards .Ger-
many, and also in regard to French 
armament, particularly in western 
France, and the French views re-
garding the little entente, yet it was 
Poincare who suggested publication 
of the letters. 

The press of-both nations attaches 
the utmost importance to this ex-
change of letters and applauds Mac-
donald for the new diplomacy. The 
British press takes the greatest care 
not to disturb the -atmosphere cre-
ated by the correspondence and gen-
erally • approves Macdonald's letter. 
-The liberal press proclaims the let-
ters the most important since the 

' famous correspondence' of Woodrow 
Wilson. 

British Want Peace. 
Macdonald pointed out that 

France wants security  against  Gef-
many, while the British empire wants 
security against war,. and emphasiz-
ed that security was not only a 
French problem; but a European 
prOblem. 

"It, may well be that some later 
decade may see the coining of ani-
versal disarmament and universal 
arbitration," he wrote. "Our task, 
meanwhile, must be to establish con-
fidence, and this will be achieved 
only by the allaying international 
suspicion and anxieties which exist 
today." 

Macdonald declared that the 'ques-
tion remained to be -considered of 
whether this would be' accomplished 
by the' demilitarization and neutral-
ization of certain zones, or by other 
methods. 

"The League of Nations might 
play an important part," he wrote. 

Macdonald pointed out that co-
operation throughout all Europe was 
necessary, but. that a Franco-British 
agreement was necessary first. De-
claring that the two powers must 
await the experts' report before they 
could discuss reparations, he added: 

"I do not see why this problem, if 
approached in its widest aspects 
and if considered in conjunction 
with the arebk,m of allied debts,

GOVERNMENT 

Says  It Must Be Founded on 
"Common Honesty;" Needs 

Cleansing From Outside. 

By United Press. 

WASHINGTON, March 3.—The oil 
scandal has made it necessary for the 
United States to have a new govern-
ment based on principles of "common 
honesty," Josephus Daniels, former 
secretary of the navy, said today in 
an interview with the United Press. 

Daniels, mentioned as a candidate 
for the democratic presidential nomi-
nation, is here writing a book on his 
nrmer chief, Woodrow Wilson. He 
declined to discuss the possibility of 
his being a candidate for president. 

"The present is no time for candi-
dates," Daniels said. "The people 
have lost confidence in their govern-
ment. This is the pitiable and de-
plorable truth. The conscientious re-
publican and honest democrat must 
right this wrong, and the government 
will not be cleansed from the inside. 
It must be changed from the outside.

GOVERNMENT CLAIMS RAIL-
ROAD LANDS. 

One of the most important govern-
mental activities is the effort being 
made to compel the Northern Pacific 
railroad to give the government a 
quit claim deed for national forest 
lands in Montana, Idaho and Wash-
ington valued at $30,000,000. The 
dispute grows out of the huge land 
grants made by the government to 
held build the road. The government 
gave every alternate section, but in 
many cases the road claimed  and 
took more, and also took sectigns 
along branch lines to which they had 
no title. President Cleveland recov-
ered millions of acres of these lands, 
but-•tliriArgh political manipulation 
the titles have been only partially 
perfected. 

It is alleged that the railroad did 
not sell its lands for $2.50 an acre, 
as required by law, and that it like-
wise failed to comply with .the con-
ditions of public sale and that thou-
sands of acres of land erroneously 
described as mineral were turned 
back to the government and good 
land obtained in exchange. It's also 
alleged that the railroad sold land 
thus donated for $136,118.533, while 
it cost the road only about $70,000,- 
000 for 'construction. 	It is also 
claimed that 1,500 miles-  of the road 
was not built within the time speci-
fied and the lands were thereby for-
feited. In addition to all this, it is 
claimed that the Northern Pacific 
was erroneously allowed 1,500,000 
acres too much and that for this the 
government should receive the $1.25 
an acre which the railroad obtained 
for it. The forestry service makes 
a claim for money clue the United 
States and for the return of the 3,-
000,000 acres which it still claims.

TodaY sun-
flowers are tieing grown as a crop, 
as feed for chickens and it is also 
being utilized with or without corn 
as a suitable crop for the silo.

As Result of Precautions 

HILD health centers and 
medical clinics are co-op-
erating  in a nation-wide 

movement to induto parents to 

have their children Schick Tested. 
The object of the campaign is to 
cid the country of the diphtheria 
'scourge. 	The Schick reaction is 
an accurate method of determin-
ing whether a child is susceptible 
to the disease. 	Over 150,000 pu- 
pils in New York schools have been 
tested, and those found not im-
mune were protected by toxin-an-
titoxin treatments against the diph-
theria germ. 

'Encouraged by this demonstra-
tion, the Metropolitan Life Insur-
ance Company, through its sixteen 
thousand managers and agents in 
the field, is distributing all over 

United States and Canada, mil-
lions of pamphlets describing the 
tests, calling attention to the high 
mortality rate from diphtheria and 
urgin: help in routing childhood's 
mo.it dangerous enemy by having 

children immunized by the toxin-
antitoxin treatments. 

The test itself is described as a 
simple injection in the skin of the 
arm. If, after a few days, a red 
spot appears where the injection 
was made, the child is susceptible 
to diphtheria., Such children are 
then protected by the toxin-anti- 
toxin injections. 	The above pho- 
tograph shows a line-uu of boys 
undergoing the experiment in a 
New York clinic. a 

The tests, conducted in Manhat-
tan and Brooklyn by the city 
health department, established the 
fact that not all children are sus- 
ceptible to the disease. 	It was 
definitely proved that some child-
ren were protected by nature and 
could never contract diphtheria, 
while others were susceptible to it. 
In this latter class, the test was 
followed by toxin-antitoxin treat-
ment, consisting of three injections, 
one each week,- for three Weeks. - 

Statistics show that diphtheria is 
foremost among the fatal diseases 

in children from 3 to 5, and ranks 
third among the fatal illnesses of 
babies from 1 to 3. • Annually 
more than 200,000 cases are re. 
ported and about 20,000 die of the 
disease.

JOINT STOCK COMPANIES 
SUBJECT TO INCOME TAX 

WASHINGTON, March 3.—Joint 
stock companies are subject to the 
federal income corporation t a x, 
Atwell ruled in federal court today. 

The decision was made in the case 
of BurkceWaggoner Oil association 
of Wichita Falls, which filed suit for 
the collection of income taxes total-
ing $526,237. 

The oil company claimed it was 
not liable to taxation on grounds that 
it was a partnership and not a cor-
poration. Judge Atwell' held that 
from a tax standpoint the joint com-
panies are regarded as a corporation 
and subject to the federal income 
tax.
