People Gasp
At Sound
0f Word

“Lie 99

Earl Conner and Ed
" Pritchard Engage In
Verbal Tilt and Have
To Be Kept Apart at
Meeting of County
Constitutional Club
When Ku Klux Klan

Is Discussed.

Judge Earl Conner, chairman of
the committee of the County Con-
stitutional club, drew fire at the
meeting in the city hall at Eastland
last night. The ‘lie’” was not passed,
but its first cousin, ‘‘the statement
is a lie,” introduced at the meeting
by Ed Pritchard, caused Conner to
leap from the rostrum and  start
down the aisle towards him. Friends
of the two men kept them from get-
ting into close quarters.

Conner had just told of the ef-
forts of klansmen to get a certain

candidate for office in: Eastland
county to join the klan and the

promise of klan support for him if
he would do so. Indicating that the
promise might be hollow, he said
that in the last campaign, Ed Pritch-
ard, a candidate for judge of the
commissioners’ court, had joined the
klan after the first primary, but be-
fore the second primary, and then
found himself in the race against
another klansman, thereby, said
Conner, ‘“deceiving anti-klansmen
and getting their vote, and at the
same time dividing the klan vote
and securing the nomination.”

Judge Pritchard, who was in the
vear of the hall, arose and asked
permission to make a statement. He
declined -Conner’s. invitation to go
to the front of the hall and Said"that
all he wished to say was that Mr.
Conner was mistaken.

“Are you not a klansman?” asked

Conner. Pritchard refused to re-
ply. The question was repeated and

. again Pritchard refused to reply.

Conner asked Pritchard if he
meant to say that he (Conner) had
lied.

“What you said was a dirty lie,”
replied Pritchard.

Conner started down the aisle to-
wards Pritehard, but was stopped by
friends. Pritchard left the hall. It
was shortly before adjournment,
anyway, and all others in the hall
soon followed him, some regarding
the tilt as a joke and others regard-
ing it serious.

Conner Names Klansmen.

Judge Earl Conner as chairman
of the executive committee 'of the
club, called the meeting to order and
introduced the speakers. A {fair
sized crowd, which included ‘a num-
ber of women, was present.

Judge Conner told the audience
that the Constitutional club proposed
to see to it that ho klansman made
the race for any office without the
people knowing that he was a klans-
man. He said that the club was not
asleep and could be depended upon
for correct and reliable information
concerning the klan, its candidates
and its workings in the county.

The klan claims it is not in poli-
tics, Mr. Conner said. ‘It is, how-
ever, and I have a list of the men-
bers of its political committee which
1 believe I will read to you.”” He
then read a list consisting of some
12 or 15 names, including J. A.
Beard, Eastland; R. N. Grisham,
Eastland; C. C. Robey, Eastland; P.
L. Parker, FEastland; John Mays,
Olden; P. S. Rumph, Cisco; Fred
O’Brien, Cisco; B. W. Patterson,
Cisco; Rev. H. B. Ellis, Cisco; Chas.

Probing Cocmmittees Having a
Hard Time to Get Witnesses
and Their Testimony.

By United Press.
WASHINGTON, March 4.—Pow-
erful influences already are at work
seeking. to intimidate and hush up
prospective witnesses in the sen-
ate’s investigation of Attorney Gen-
eral Daugherty’s ‘administration of
the department of 'justice, it was
disclosed today.

At the same time a plot to dis-
credit Senator Thomas J. Walsh,
who opened up the oil scandal, was
revealed. Scores of investigators
have been digging into every detail
of Walsh’s past life and prying into
affairs of the members of his fam-
ily. Walsh’s friends see in the plan
an effort to discredit him and force
him to drop the oil investigation ov
destroy the weight of his disclosures.
Senator Burton K. Wheeler of
Montana, in whose hands has been
placed the direction of the Daugh-
erty investigation, has been named
by the committee as a sub-commit-
tee of one to outline the inquiry pro-

cedure. He made known today that
efforts were being made to: keep
witnesses away and to hush witness-

es and said that, because of this, it
would be necessary to veil every
move of the committee in secrecy.
“We know that efforts have been
made to hush certain witnesses,”
Wheeler said. “I am® fearful that
efforts will be made to keep them
from testifying. Because of this the
committee cannot reveal any of the
‘leads’ on: which it is working or
make publie the names of witnesses
summoned to appear.”

Wheeler made it known that cer-
tain witnesses callled by the senate

DALLAS, March 4.—The race of

oubernatorial candidates for the
Texas farm-labor vote narrowed
to three candidates this afternoon.

T. W. Davidson, H. L. Darwin and
W. E. Pope were placed Lefore the
conference for its indorsement. :
Former Governor James E. Fer-
guson was also nominated, but his
name was withdrawn from consid-
eration by the convention after an-
nouncement that he had told W. E.
Lewis he disdained the support of
the conference and that he would
remain in his race regardless of the
action .of the delegates. Ferguson
declared the convention had already
indorsed three klansmen for office
and that he would oppose them to
the last ditch.

Candidates endorsed by the farm-
labor conference so far are: Fred
W. Davis of Grayson, over Morris
Sheppard for United States senator;
V.® Terrell for state treasurer;
George D. Carroll for commissioner
of agriculture; S. M. N. Marrs for
state superintendent of schools.
State Senator H. L. Darwin re-
fused to accept an indorsement for
lieutenant-governor. He said he
would stay in the race for governor
and expected to be elected.

The conference indorsed the ac-
tion of the Farm-Labor union in
Dallas last December, demanding

that E. W. Cole be seated as con-
gressman-at-large from Texas in the
national house of representatives.

MILLIONAIRES
GET REFUNDS ON
INCOME TAXES

Edward L. Doheny one of 2G3,-
320 Persons Who Share
$123,992,820.

WASHINGTON, March 4.—Ed-
ward L. Doheny, who loaned $100,-
000 to former Secretary of the In-
tevior Fall, was refunded §14,089.04
in taxes in 1923. The millionaire
oil man was one of 263,320 persons
who got tax drawbacks from the
treasury totaling $123,992,820.40 in
1923 on claims of excessive taxation,
according to a report made public
today by the house ways and means
committee.

The largest refund was $9,368,-
548.60, made to Whitney Payne,
Lewis Cass Ledyard and Lewis Cass
Ledyard Jr., executors of the estate
of Oliver H. Payne of New York.

REVOLUTION N
HONDURUS GETS
TO FIRE STATE

Ceiba Now Partly in Smolder-
ing Ruins and Fighting Be-
fore Tegugicalpa.

WASHINGTON, March 4—Amer-

ican marines have ‘been landed in
Honduras where more than nine

square blocks of the city of Ceiba
are in ruins, according to a report
received here today.

The report, while unconfirmed by
the state department, was said to
have been received by the navy de-
partment. It was announced that
no statement would be given out ex-
cept by the secretary.

The burning of Ceiba is said to
have been the last move of govern-
ment troops before abandoning the
city. The battle between govern-
ment forces and General Serrerra is
said to have been in progress before
Tegucigalpa, but no report of that
has been received by the state de-
partment:

Boncilla forces under General
Serrerra have surrounded the capi-
tal and are about to march on the
city, the state department was in-
formed.

WALSH REPLIES T0
TRADUCERS WHO SEEK
TO EMBARRASS HIM

WASHINGTON, March 4.—Swing-
ing through a range of drama and
grills, the senate oil probe committee
today produced a new sensation and
new insight into affairs of officials
and departments connected with the
government. This was obtained from
Mrs. Jessie Duckstein and W. J.
Burns, both connected with the de-
partment of justice.

But first Senator Walsh, the in-
vestigator, stated that he knew ef-
forts had been made more than a
month ago to bring out testimony
damaging to him so as to hurt the
investigation by revealing correspon-
dence between himself and Doherty
regarding the latter’s suggestion that
they become associated in Montana
oil operations.

The Walsh correspondence showed
that while he had passed a sugges-
tion to Doherty relative to oil leases,
he had rejected overtures inviting
him and his brother, John, to join
Doheny in the proposed exploitation
of Montana oil reserves.

Walsh explained that because of
his position as a senator he would
ot ‘enter into any business involv-
ing the receipt of favors, such as oil
leases, from the government.

BURNS TELLS
OF GIVING TIP
FOR MLEAN

Says He Wished to Save Attor-
ney General Embarrassment;
Mrs. Duckstein: Testifies.

WASHINGTON, March  4.—Mus.
Jessie Duckstein, wife of E. B. Mec-
Lean’s private secretary, told the
Walsh investigating committee today
that William J. Burns had furnished
her with the department of justice
code which was used in transmitting
a telegram to MecLean at Palm
Beach.

WASHINGTON, March 4.—Presi-
dent Coolidge is standing squarely
behind - the administration tax bill
and he will not reveal in advance
whether he will veto or sign any
other tax measure that may be pass-
ed by congress, it was declared at
the White House today.

The statement was designed to
dispose of recent rumors that the
president had informed administra-
tion leaders in congress that he ap-
proved of the compromise bill in the
house. The statement says the
president’s position on the tax is the
same as was expressed in his mes-
sage to congress.

SCOTLAND GETS FACTS ON
PROHIBITION.

Scotland wants to know the truth
about prohibition. To the end of
obtaining that knowledge a commit-
tee of four Edinburgh men, the Rev.
J. M. Munro, the Rev. J. Johnston,
Robert Gibson, and W. P. Living-
stone, toured the United States and
Canada during the past several
months and has just issued a report
of its findings. |

This report, as recorded in the
Christian Guardian (Toronto), ex-
presses agreement on four proposi-
tions: First, that prohibititon has
proved a success in the United
States and Canada; second, that
Scotland should have it; third, that
it should come gradually, and,
fourth, that local option is a good
starting point.

It is significant that, though the

commission toured the continent
from one end to the other, it could

find even from the most anti-prohi-
bitionist, not the slightest desire for
a return to the old saloon regime.
As for the so-called “ideal” system
of government sale, as found in Brit-
ish Columbia and Quebec, the com-
mittee concludes that this system
has not decreased drunkenness, that
it encourages secret drinking and
that the bootlegger goes his way un-
curbed.
