Who Is Cox?
Here He ls,
His History

Business success paralleled his political
achievements and through his own efy
forts Cox has amassed a fortune. Mr. Cox
became the leader of the Deémocratic par-
ty in Ohio in 1912 when he was nomi-
nated for govérnor. As one who had
breught radical changes in the state con-
stitution, he took the field in his own
behalf. His first term as governor was
devoted chiefly to 1'01'\\':11‘ding the enact-
ment of laws to put the new state con-
stitution into effect.

But Ohio evidently was not prepared
to assimilate all the new laws for Cox
was defeated for re-eleetion. But his

James: Middleton Cox was three times
governor of Ohio—an honor enjoyed by
only one other Ohioan, - Rutherford B.
Hayes.
Born on a farm, eduecated in the public
schools, a printer's devil, a school teach-
er, a newspaper reporter, a private se
retary to a congressman, owner, manager
and proprietor of two newspapers, member
of Congress for three years and three
times governor of his state is his recorc
to date.
party re-nominated him in 1916 and he
was re-clected for a‘third term in 1918,
being the only Democrat to win in Ohi

Legislation for which Governor Cox is
best known includes a model workmen's
compensation law and a child labor law

which have been extensively copied by
other states. Tducators of the country
say fthe Ohio school code, enacted un-
der Governor Cox's direction, will live
as a monument to his achievements.
Mr. €Cox was born in Butler county
Ohio, in 1870. He ~ attended district

school and held his first position as a
teacher of the school in which he took
his first lessons. He spent evenings and
holidays in a printing office. In a few
vears he Teceived his first assignment. to
the reportorial staff of the Cincinnati
Enquirer.
After ten';

avs with the Enguirer, he
went to Washington as private secretary
to Congressman Paul Sore of Ohio. At
the close of this service, he purehased the
Dayton Daily News, borrowing most of
the money to pay for it. Later he pur-
chased the Springfield Daily News, He
was first elected to Congress in 1908.

SAYS NEED OF
AID HASLONG
BEEN IGNORED

By Associated Press

LONDON, July 6.—Nathan Straus of
New York, told the Tnternational Zionist
conference here that the Straus health
bureau in Palestine had supplied a need
that had been ignored for hundreds of
yea y a “criminally indifferent govern-
ment” and that it had become a
hold in the life of the Holy Land.
bureau was established by Mr.
in 1912 :

The only problem which took preced-
ence over the health question was the
feeding of the hungry for which he said
he established a free soup kitchen in
Jerusalewn which up to now. has been
feeding 700 to 1,000 persons daily. Mem-

It was intended to serve all in-
habitants of Palestine irrespective of

creed, race or color, and since the Jews
number less than one-sixth of the total
pnpulntinn. work had accrued largely
to the benefit of non-Jews.

Mr. /Straus reviewed tne fight con-
ducted against malaria by the health bu-
reau .in and arvound Jerusalem in 1916
and 1917, which he said “nipped the
cholera epidemic in the bud.” Clinics
were  opened in five districts and injec-
tion of anti-malaria lymph were given to
all comers, while school children were
inoculated by nurses sent by the health
bureau into distri In all 30,750 per-
sons were given preventive injections
against cholera. Typhus lymph also
was prepared and administered.

More than 38000 persons were ex-
amined to as ain if they were affect-
ed with mal and where the reaction
‘was positieve, quinine was given free of
cost. The water in cisterns used for
drinking purposes was amined and a
museum of hygiene stablished.

In combatting trachoma, Mr. Straus
said, the health bureau treated 441,874
cases and an attempt was made to ex-
amine the eyes of all children who could
be reached so as to identify that disease
which was prevalent in Palestfne. A
hospital for eye diseases was, opened and
the campaign’ was extended into the
towns and colonies outside of Jerusalem,
nurses bemg sent to various places. Aid
was also given to refugees when the
Jewish population was expelled from
Jaffa. Mr. Straus said that the health
bureau had proved its efficiency and
that he hoped its services would increase
and become greater in the rehabilitation
of the Holy Land, a blessing to the peo-
ple irrespective of race, color or religion.
