Thie McDowell well of the General Oil
company, twenty-five unlo\ south of Big
Spring, “gives every evidence of being
a good commercial well,” is the verdicet
of Murray J. Black of Black Brothers,
brokers, who has returned from a trip of
investigation to the Big Spring country.

Many visitors to the new strike say
the McDowell will make from 500 to
2,000 barrels, but Mr. Black esfimates
the present production at from 50 to 100
barrels.

The MecDowell well struck an oil bear-

ing sand at 2,575 feet and has been

and was divided into four *‘sub-legions,”
of which the Fourth United States in-
fantry was a part.

The idea of designating the United
States army as the legion originated with
yeneral Knox, secretary of war under
George Washington. The army was pat-
terned after the Roman legion, the old
military organization under which Julius
Caesar and his successors conquered as
much of the world as w then known.

The American ‘“Legion” 5 command-
ed by General Anthony Wayne (“Mad
Anthony”) and was organized under his
direction at Pittsburgh, Pa . in May 1792,
Pm\\d(‘nt Washington in: @ncted General
Wayne, “do not spare powder and lead,
so that the men be made, marksmen.”
The legion fought its only battle as a
legion at Miami Rapids in the Kentucky
Ohio Indian country August 20, 1794,
engaging a force of hostile Indians. In
1796, it having been decided that the
Roman formation was not suitable for
fighting Indians, the legion was dishand-
ed and reorganized into four regiments
of infantry.
