WASHINGTON, March 12.—The
present demoralization of the repub-
lican leaders might be pitiful if it
were not so thoroughly merited as a
result of the campaign of villification
which they carried on against the
Wilson administration for two vears
prior to the election of 1920. It is
another verification of the old adage
that ‘“chickens come home to roost.”

Emerson expressed the same idea
in classical language when he wrote
his wonderful essay on the law of
compensation. The xepublican party
is having meted out to it some of the
over due vengeance for the thousand
false and sordid attacks on Woodrow
Wilson and = his policies—attacks
which drove the party from power
and Wilson. to his grave.

SINCLAIR PLANS
T0 CONTEST FOR
DOME OIL LEASE

Insists It Is Valid and That He
Will Defend It Against
Attacks.

CHEYENNE, Wyo., March 12.—
“We. will fight from hell to break-
fast,” declared Harry F. Sinclair, re-
ferring to the pending suit of the
government for the cancellation of
the Teapot Dome naval oil reserve
lease today.

Sinclair arrived here yesterday ac-
companied by an array of legal talent,
and immediately went into confer-
ence with Sinclair’s local counsel.

“The Sinclaix lease is valid and we
will' defend it against attacks,” he
said. Sinclair said he was glad the
validity -of the lease was at last to
be tested in court, where. both sides
can have a hearing and where every
American citizen has an equal right.
He said he had been under fire the
last two years and was glad that he
had a chance to prove the validity of
the lease granted to his and his as-
sociates.

“It is one thing to have these ac-
cusations thrown at us on one side
of the United States senate, but
quite another thing to prove the
charges in court,” he said. “I have
no anxiety as to the outcome of the
proceedings.” {

In response to a question, he said
he had no knowledge of the removal
of equipment from the Teapot Dome
by his company. ‘Production will
be continued by the Mammoth Oil
company in = accordance with the
terms of the lease,” he continued.

Atlee Pomerene and Owen J.

This is the sub=
ject on, which the committee’s at-
tention first will be focused, the idea
being that Daugherty . ordered his
agents to cease interference with gun
running activities so that Cantu
might win and American oil interests
be benefitted.

Wheeler was admitted-
ly dissatisfied with the success of
his subordinates in obtaining certain
department of' justice records mneces-
sary to tie up the case against
Daugherty.

THIRTEEN MONTHS IN A YEAR

\The League of Nations is consid-
ering the matter of overhauling the
Gregorian adjustment of Julius Caes-
ar’'s time schedule with a view of
creating 13 months for a year. The
Merchants Association of New York
has appointed a special committee to
study this question, and a number
of nations and most of the church
authorities of the world are said to
have assented to a change in the
method of reckoning time, in order
to harmonize the weeks of the year
with the months,

Originally a month was a moon, or
the period from one full moon to an-
other, and as a moon is nearly equal
to 28 days, a period of four weeks
ought, according to all rhyme and
reason, to constitute a month. Thir-
teen months of 28 days would equal
364 days, and as the year now in-
cludes 365 days, except in Leap
Year, it would be necessary to add
only one day to one month each year,
except Leap Year, when February
would still have its extra day. It
would stabilize church holidays, now
reckoned by the lunar calendar, and
therefore movable according as the
phases of the moon shift backward
and forward in the solar year. It
would remove the cause of countless
banking and commercial misunder-
standings.

No doubt there will be a great hub-
bub and argument concerning the
proposed change, for change is the
one thing that established order bit-
terly resents.

Simple Method of Making Rag
, Mats

Excellent doormats can be made at
home from strips of rag or burlap, The
strips must all be of the same width and
twisted until they are about the thick-
ness of a finger. The strips are tacked,
about 4 in. from one end, to a length of
wood, and are spaced % in. apart. The
width of the mat depends on the num-
ber of strips used, which must be an even
number.

After fastening the length of wood to
a table or bench, the strips are ready to
be woven, which is done by tying them
together with “square” knots until the
mat is completed.

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WILLS CANNOT
MEET DEVPSEY
FOR BIG TITLE

NEW YORK, March 12.—Unless
political conditions, as they pertain
to and influence professional boxing,
undergo a change in another year,
Jack Dempsey and Harry Wills never
will meet for the heavyweight cham-
pionship.

It is known positively, regardless
of much conversation to the contrary,
that Dempsey and Wills cannot fight
this year, and it is doubtful if a bout
between them will be permitted next
year. If they have not met at the
end of 1925, they never will meet,
because Wills, old now and past his
best days, will be too far gone then.

Admitting that there may be some
reasons for the outery that is raised
by race alarmists every time a Demp-
sey-Wills bout is mentioned, even
prospectively, it will be regretted if
Wills has to hang up his gloves with-
out getting a chance at the title.

Wills, just because he had a fair
claim to a crack at the championship,
should have been given an opportu-
nity to at least find out that he was
not good enough to be the champion.
. Perhaps he would have won the
title if he had been able to get a
fight with Dempsey two or three
years ago, because he was younger
then and better up on his game. The
chanc_e that he has to beat Dempsey
now 1is very small, and in another
year it will be-no chance at all.

While it is generally admitted that
Wills has a right'to try for the cham-
pionship, there'isn’t a single good
reason to believe that he can beat
Dempsey. On the contrary, there are
many reasons to take Dempsey’s
word that he could knock Wills out in
three rounds.
