FINDS STOLEN
Looking for Stray Cattle, He 

Comes on Car Hidden in 
Brush East of Ranger

Automobile thieves who. steal the 
earn of unsuspecting owners and 
hide them in out of way places for 
stripping at their leisure picked the 
wrong canyon when, they hid the 
1924 Ford roadster of Ross Davis of 
Ranger in the old Duffer pasture, 
about six and one-half miles east of 
Ranger.

The grazing range, which in­
cludes the canyon, is known as the 
old Duffer pasture and is under 
lease by Mayor R. H. Hodges of 
Ranger for grazing purposes. Sun­
day afternoon, while locacting stock, 
the mayor ran across the roadster 
cleverly hidden in the brush. Parts 
of it had been removed.

“ There is no statement to be ob­
tained here,”  it was said at the of­
fice of John M. Gholson. “ When 
Mr. Gholson returns it might be well 
to ask him.”

“ We are wondering, too,” was all 
the information that could be had at 
the office pf Casey Agrelius, which 
was not very illuminative.

“ There appears to be no doubt 
that the fishermen are returning, 
but we do not know why,” it was 
said at the Oil City pharmacy of E. 
E. Crawford. “ It is very evident 
something has happened, bulii, that 
cannot explain the return. They

By United Press,
DAYTON, Tenn., July 20.— Clar­

ence Darrow today was. cited for 
contempt of- court by Judge Raul­
ston. BondYvas fixed at $5,000 and 
Darrow required to appear in court 
to answer at 8 :30 a. m. tomorrow. 
Darrow’s citation followed Dafrow’s 
conduct last Friday, when he vir­
tually defied Raulston to hold him 
in contempt, following a heated ex­
change over the introduction of sci­
entific evidence.

Raulston then read the transcript 
of last Friday’s proceedings to prove 
it.

“ The judge has withheld any ac­
tion until passion has had time to 
subside,” 'said Raulston.

“ The court feels it is now time for 
the court to speak. Men may become 
prominent, but they never .should 
feel above the law. He who hurls 
contempt at my court insults the 
great volunteer state. *

“ I feel that further forbearance 
would not be a virtue. I am con­
strained to issue citation on Clar­
ence Darro^v, requiring hiin to ap­
pear at this court next Tuesday 
morning at 9:30 a. m.”

“ I don’t know whether I can raise 
ft,”  said Darrow.

“ Oh, I guess you can,” replied 
Raulston.

Arthur Garfield Hays; after the 
trial had been resumed., asked-to in­
troduce the message of Governor 
Peay, approving the (anti-evolution 
bill. Attorney General Stewart ac­
cepted. Raulston permitted Hays to

read part od the message, which 
said:

“ I can find nothing of any con­
sequence in the books now used in 
the schopls of the state that violate 
the law or would prove embarrassing 
to any of ihe teachers.”

Stewart again objected and Raul­
ston upheld him, holding that the 
governor’s opinion of the law is of 
no consequence.

DAYTON, Tenn., July 20.— Clar­

ence Darrow, cited this morning for 
contempt of court, apologized to 
Judge Raulston when court recon­
vened this afternoon and was ex­
cused by the judge, the citation be­
ing dismissed. Immediately after 
the courtroom was cleared because 
of danger of the courthouse col­
lapsing. The trial was reconvened 
on the lawn.

When court- convened at 1:20 p. 
m. Clarence Darrow took the floor 
to apologize for his Remarks for 
which the judge held him in con­
tempt.

“ I am sorry for them,” he said.
“ I have been practicing, law for 

45 years and had many a case in 
which J have had to fight as I had to 
fight here, and I have never been 
charged with being anything but 
courteous. But I don’t think such 
occasion arose before me as this one. 
So far as the people of Tennessee 
are concerned 1 don’t know where I' 
have ever been where my ideas so 
differ with the people, so I am sorry 
I did this.” *

DEATH  SENTENCE CHANGED
TO LIFE IMPRISONMENT

AUSTIN, July 20.— Governor 

Ferguson today commuted the death 
sentence of Joe Brown, negro, to 
life imprisonment. Brown was 
scheduled to go to the chair tomor­
row at Huntsville. He was sen­

tenced for slaying another negro.

A terrific explosion at a store­
house or magazine of the Independ­
ent Torpedo company of Ranger, on 
the Caddo highway,, two miles from 
Ranger, Sunday afternoon about 7 
o’clock, caused a current of excite­
ment in Rangpr and the surrounding 
territory, the shock being felt as far 
north as Frankell, and rumors rela­
tive to the nature of the explosion 
spread fast.

One thousand quarts of nitro­
glycerin were supposed to be in the 
store room at the time of the ex­
plosion, according to F. E. Davidson, 
shooter for the torpedo company. 
Much of the force of the explosion, 
beyond the concussion that did much 
damage to the immediate vicinity, 
spent itself in the air. Reports from 
outlying districts said that the shock 
was felt with ejiough force to shake 
buildings and rigs of oil wells four 
to eight miles distant.

The nitroglycerin, at present 
prices, was valued at about $4,500, 
it was said.

Tears Hole in Ground,
A hole in the ground, about four 

feet deep and 15 feet long by 10 
feet wide is all that remains of the 
shack on6e used as a store room for 
the explosive. Trees for a distance 
of 75 or 100 feet were torn from 
their roots and broken off just above 
the ground. Farther away, leaves 
were torn half in two and twigs and 
limbs of trees were broken off.

The shack, used as a store room, 
was located about two miles out of 
Ranger just off the Cado highway, 
placed right up against a high, rocky 
hill with another hill just across a 
narrow ravine from it. It is about 
200 yards from the highway. It was 
suggested the h?at of the sun might 
have caused the explosion, but Inde­
pendent company officials said a 
cigarette or match carelessly thrown 
near the building might have ignited 
it. Nitroglycerin will not explode 
until it is heated to a fraction.more 
than 200 degrees Fahrenheit, and 
the only way the explosion could 
have occurred, with no fatalities, 
was for the building to have become 
ignited from some cause and to have 
been burning.

Apparently None Hurt.
So far as has been learned no one 

was near the building at the time of 
the explosion as no body or part of 
a body has been found by searchers. 
No trace of the shack that once 
stood over the hole in the ground, 
bearing mute witness to the explos­
ion, has been found, searchers said, 
not even a part of the framework of 
lumber. ' . . ■

At the time of the explosion, a 
huge column of dirt with a mixture 
of flames and smoke filled the air 
for a height qf 150 feet, people who 
heard the explosion and located its 
source said. One party residing in 
Ranger said that he was driving 
along the highway near the shack 
and, although he did not feel the ex­
plosion, he saw the flames and dirt 
hurtle skyward and then heard the 
explosion. His ear being lower than 
the warehouse where the nitro was 
stored, was why he did not feel the 
force of the explosion.

Telephone operators in Frankell 
reported Jha*t they felt the explosion 
there very distinctly and an opera­
tor in the Carter pool Said that the 
force . of the shock caused his rig to 
quiver and shake.

DETROIT, Mich., July 20.— An

admission that he “ lied for the sake 
of humanity” when he told news­
paper reporters that he had 3een 
Robert Scott shoot Joseph Maurer, 
Chicago drug clerk, has been made 
by James M. Ball, telegraph opera­
tor.

Russell Scott, now awaiting hang­
ing for the crime, was acting as 
peacemaker in the quarrel, accord­
ing to Ball’s statement last week.

“ Thank Heaven, I did not sign 
any affidavit or swear to anything,” 
said Ball, “ and I am willing, now 
that I see my statement will" not ac­
complish anything, to admit the 
whole thing is a fake.”

The average motorist, when he 
becomes aware of an overheated en­
gine, usually thinks immediately of 
such common causes of motor heat 
as lack of oil or water. There are, 
however, still other reasons that are 
just as potent and dangerous. One 
of these is the worn piston ring. 
^-Automotive experts tell us that, 

on each compression stroke, part of 
the gas vapor passes down past the 
iloose-fitting piston ring \ into the 
crank case and there condenses and 
mixes with the oil, thus causing a 
gradual thinning out of the lubri­
cant. Consequently the rubbing 
steel parts are “ starved” of oil, and 
friction at once begins. The mixture 
of oil and gas, the function of which 
is to form the €ilm of oil between 
the cylinder walls and pistons is soon 
broken down under the intense cyl­
inder temperature. The gasoline 
immediately burns under high tem­
perature, leaving a carbon deposit 
and leaving the rubbing- surfaces 
hard and dry. This cannot help but 
create heat, which at once registers 
on the heat indicating device placed 
on the radiator cap, thereby warn­
ing the motorist to act before it is 
too late. c , ■:

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Labor Makes Wide Gap Between Cost of 
Diamonds at Mines and Finished Gems

Mlany persons were alarmed at a 
statement made In an article recent­
ly published in a number of news­
papers to the effect that the average 
cost of rough diamonds at the mines 
in South Africa is in the neighbor­
hood of $16 per carat. According 
to Dr. George F. Kunz, one of > the 
foremost gem experts in this coun­
try. such a statement should not be 
made without proper explanation*

While it is true that the. cost of 
rough diamonds as they- come from 
the natural soil is low, it is eually 
true that only a very small percent­
age— less than one-half— of the dia­
monds are fit for jewelry purposes, 
the others being valuable only -for 
their hardness which makes them use­
ful for slitting stones, engraving or 
for drills, and these diamonds that 
are only of use for mechanical pur­
poses are included in the output of 
the mines from which the gem dia­
monds must be selected.

The cost of the gem diamonds is 
high because of their rarity and ow­
ing to the fact that a great deal of 
high grade labor must be expended to 
turn the rough stones into the beau­
tiful polished gems that are seen in 
the window of the local jeweler.

There is little to attract the lay­
man to the rough diamond as' lit 
comes from the mine, resembling 
very much a piece of alum or a sugar 
crystal.

Rough Gem Unattractive
To follow the diamond from the 

blue ground or gravel of the river 
‘beds to the bejewelled fingers of the 
habitue of the diamond horse-shoe 
in the oepra would be a most inter­
acting excursion.

The diamond is practically the only 
precious stone which in the rough has 
little or no attraction for the layman,
. while when cut, everybody is im­
mediately impresssed. It often hap­
pens that visitors coming to the cut­
ting plant will invariably comment, 
when shown rough diamonds, that 
they, would not stop to pick them up, 
but when the finally polished gem 
is shown, immediately inquire its 
value and express a desire to possess 
same.

The process of shaping and polish­
ing is one that takes considerable 
‘time and involves considerable risk,

and the possible damage to a very 
fine gem. The process of cleaving or 
cutting is done by the use of'tfm  
technically known diamond saw, 
which saws througli the grain and 
must be done with great care, and 
a constant watch kept f<>V imper­
fections which would throw the saw 
off and spoil the prospects for a per­
fect diamond. The .ends which are 
sawed off are i e-cut’ into small bril­
liants' and the cuttings from these 
into roses, if  the quality permits, 

j The diamonds are then lapped with 
eight facets on top and eight on the 
bottopi,

The next step is the brilliantering, 
or the lapping of the remaining forty
facets.

Polishing Is Laborious,
The polishing of a diamond reuires 

much time and a great deal more 
labor than either the cutting, sawing 
or cleaving and can be visualized that 
pach 100 workers would have approx­
imately one cleaver, three saw men, 
eight or nine cutters and ten setters 
who set the stones for, the polisher. 
This can be better understood by the 
fact that it takes a good cutter .h^lf 
a day to cut a parcel of ten stones. 
A polisher of the same §kill would 
take possibly a week to polish them.

The polishing is done, on cast iron 
wheels charged with diamond dust 
mixed with oil that revolve at a speed 
of 3,000 revolutions a minute. The 
loss, ip the weight of the stone varies 
from 33 1-3 per cent to 60 per cent 
of its original weight in cutting and 
polishing.

It is interesting to note that .from 
6,000,000 loads of blue ground, 
weighing 1600 pounds each, from 
one of the mines only approximately 
1-4 carat of diamonds per load was 
realized. This can be more readily 
understood when it is known that a 
load o f blue dirt covers about twenty 
cubic feet;

Heavy ftaxes are imposed by the 
varjous governments where the mines, 
are located. .

It is also to be noted that rough 
diamonds will run as high as $500 
per carat when sold by the syndicate.
