PLANNED FOR
IUI.Y FOURTH

Run to Mineral Wells to Be
Part of Big Holiday
Celebration.

Plans for a gigantic Fourth of July
celebration here, including a 110-mile |
road race and a pyrotechnic e]ectric}
fire display have been indorsed by |
the Chamber of Commerce and the
promoters, J. A. Boze and George A.
Barr, are now actively at work to|
make the occasion the biggest of its
kind in West Texas. In addition to the
free-for-all stock car race, starting
from the ball park in the early after-
noon, there will be a ball game later
between Ranger and Abilene and the
big fireworks display at night. The
ball game will be proceded by a
miniature bombardment and the fire
display at night will be proceded by a
still larger one.

Crowds from all over this section

are expected to be drawn here for the
road race, which will be the first of
its kind to be run in Texas outside
of the El Paso vicinity, if the plans
of the promoters are carried out. An
application has been made to the state
‘highway department for permission
to stage the race over the hill route
to Mineral Wells and thence back to
Ranger by way of Caddo. Permission
is also necessary from all of the
towns along the route but as such a
race would draw crowds to each of
them, no objection is anticipated from
this source. ;
Prizes to Be Awarded.

Under the Texas law, road races of

vertised alo aoute for ten con-
secutive da§ , the announcement giv-
ing the date and approximate time
that the cars are expected to reach
the various points. . Barr, who is a
member of the firm of Barr Bros,
supply dealers, has had previous ex-
perience in staging road races in Cali-
fornia. Under the present plans cash
prizes are to be awarded to the win-
ning entries, the funds to be obtained
from entrance ‘fees. Barr explained
that the promoters did not expect to
make one cent out of the race, but
are putting it on to draw crowds to
the celebration here and to advertise
Ranger. Except for the advertising
expenses, the entire amount in en-
trance fees will be used for the
purses, he said. Already there are
sixteen entries for the race and a
number of local drivers are rebuild-
ing their machines for the occasion.
The decision of the state highway de-
partment on the matter is expected
shortly.  The drivers participating in
the race will be started from the ball
park at one-minute intervals, and the
winners decided on the fastest time.
A pilot car will precede the- entries
along the route and officials will be
stationed at various points to see that
the route and the rules of the race are
followed.
Elaborate Fireworks.

J. A. Boze, chief electrician for the
Hamon lines here and who served in
the chemical division of the army
during the war, spent yesterday in
Dallas arranging for the pyrotechnic
fire display. The fire works pro-
gram arranged for has mnever been
shown except in New York and Chi-
cago on Armistice Day of last year,
it is stated. Starting at 9 o’clock at
the ball park it will continue for an
hour and twenty minutes, with no
tiresome intermissions. All of the
display will be exploded or set off-by
electricity, it is stated. More than
5,000 feet of wire and two switch-
boards will be used for this purpose.
The greater part of the material used
in the display is being manufactured
in Houston. A number of the bombs
and mines will be manufactured here
by Mr. Boze. The program will in-
clude forty-four numbers ranging
from three to thirty-six shots each.
The aerial bombs to be exploded range
in size from nine to eighteen inches.

The decision of the new Chamber
of Commerce to indorse the celebra-
tion and lend the moral support of
the organization to the promoters was
reached at the directors of the or-
reached at the directors meeting Fri-
day night, when the plans were laid
before the bvard and approved. The
exhibition is not given under the aus-
pices of the chamber, however.

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He and Elder Charged Jointly
With Crime; Dictaphone
Betravs Them.

LAWTON, Okla.,, June 10.—The
Rev. Thomas J. Irwin, former pastor
of the First Presbyterian church
here, and H. C. Lewis, a former elder,
were bound over for trial at the next
term of district court on arson
charges at the conclusion of their pre-
liminary hearing here late today. The
minister and elder are charged with
responsibility. for a  fire discovered
in the church on the night of April 22
last. Both deny the charges.

The two were given until next Mon-
day to perfect bond of $750 each for
appearance at trial. They are now at
liberty on bail of $500, which was
granted at the time the arson infor-
mation was filed.

The next term of district court will
open probably in August or early in
September,

An important part of the state’s
case was the record of a conversation
alleged to have taken place between
the minister and the elder, which was
overheard by means of a dictaphone.

The remarks of Mr. Irwin as en-
tered in evidence follows:

“You 'can take turpentine and cot-
ton and cause an awful explosion in a
little while.

The
fire chief came fifteen minutes too
soon. We kept the door closed. It
was closed to keep the fire from show-
ing. That one . in the kitchen was
closed all the time.

MeQuinn
testified the three went to the church
on the evening of*April’ 22 to stand
guard.

TOKIO, June 10.—Popular

In the
meantime. Kato is sounding out his
friends on the situation and is re-
ported as having made up his mind
to refuse the premiership unless he
can obtain the strongest support of
the cabinet.

RUSS CONDITIONS LAID
T0 LACK OF COLLEGES

AUSTIN, June 10.—No state or
nation ever has or ever will rise in-
dependently of her schools, Governor
Neff declared today in an address be-
fore the annual meeting of the
Alumni and Ex-Students’ association
of the University of Texas. Con-
tinuing, he recounted the history of
the great nations of the world and
the part that the colleges and univer-
sities played in each.

The governor attributed Russia’s
lack of development to the absence of
outstanding universities or colleges.
He pointed out that the majority of
the leading pioneers of this country
were men of thought and college
reared. He appealed to the ex-
students and alumni to guard well
the life of their foster mother and
see that no harm came to her.

HIKE TO ENCAMPMENT
PLANNED FOR GUARD

AUSTIN, June 10.—The date of
the annual encampment of the cavalry
units of the Texas National Guard
has been changed from July 6 to 21
to Aug. 16 to 31, inclusive, Brigadier
General Jacob F. Wolters, who will
command the camp, announced today.

CINCINNATI, June 10.—By re-
jecting a recommendation submitted
by Samuel Gompers, president of the
American Federation of Labor, the
building trades department of the
federation here today refused to call
on the national board of jurisdiction
for an award to reopen a decision
made against the Carpenters’ union,
which was proposed as the means of
winning the carpenters back to mem-
bership of the department. Coupled
with this, action which was taken by
the chief officers of the sixteen
unions composing the department, at
its. annual meeting, was the unani-
mous adoption of the motion affirm-
ing the support of the jurisdictional
board. This board is composed of
representatives of the building in-
dustry and charged with the settle-
ment of disputes between various
crafts. In offering the recommenda-
tion, Gompers in substance said that
when a rehearing on a dispute be-
tween the carpenters and .a. metal
trade union had been ordered, that
the carpenters would automatically
Become a part of the department.

President John Donlin of the de-
partment in presenting the motion
which was adopted said the question
was that ‘““we nonconcur in the rec-
emmendation of Mr. Gompers to in-
vite the carpenters back, reopen the
case and suspend the decision.”

The action of the convention came
as a climax to a session that began
with consideration of proposals which
were adopted for bringing peace to
the building industry with a view of
ending the turmoil in Chicago which
has prevailed since the Landis wage
award. The convention directed an
early meeting of all union presidents
in the building trades, to be held in
session until the situation is cleaned
up. July 20 was set by the union
presidents for opening their Chicago
meeting, which they said would prob-
ably continue several weeks. = The
presidents also desired to visit Mil-
waukee in an effort to settle troubles
there, but fixed no date.

Two other steps toward promoting
harmony were the adoption of Pres-
ident Donlin’s recommendations that
the union chiefs hold quarterly meet-
ings to settle all disputes arising be-
tween crafts and also his recommen-
dation favoring the department join-
ing the National Building council,
composed of representatives of all
branches of the industry. Donlin’s
proposal for a national board of un-
ion chiefs vested with the responsi-
bility of calling strikes was not con-
sidered at the meeting.

While the carpenters, who form
cne of the largest labor unions in the
country, belong to the federation,
they have not been affiliated with the
building department for the last year,
on account of the jurisdictional board
deciding that the installation of metal
doors and trimmings was to be done
by the metal trades unions,

6,000 ﬂUARTS
ARE SEIZED BY
MARINE GUARD

NORFOLK, Vai, June 10.—Ap-
proximately 8,000 quarts of liquor,
valued at more than $40, 000, were
said to have been seized by marine
guards of the navy yard today in a
raid on the naval transport Sirius by
the orders of Rear Admiral ‘Ralph
Andrews, commandant of the Nor-
folk navy yard. - Officers aad men
of 'the ship are confined in their ship
under guard.

Until its report is submitted,
it is understood no action will be
taken ‘toward preferring charges
against any officers or members of
the crew.

USED AS MODEL FOR WEST TEXAS

West Texas Chamber of Commerce Party and Local Men In-
spect Plant After Chicken Dinner; Second Lareest Poul-
try Ranch in State; Fifteen Others Start Un.

‘The Lackland poult\ry ranch here
was declared a model of its kind and

considerable surprise expressed at
the magnitude and success of the un-
dertaking, by Porter Whaley, general
manager of the West Texas Chamber
of Commerce, who with Hamilton
Wright publicity director of the or-
ganization; J. M. Dodson and O. D.
Dillingham of Ranger inspected the
plant yesterday. Snapshots of the
modern houses and runs housmg 5,
000 White ‘Leghorn chickens in vari-
“ous. stages of growth will be used as
models in the plans of the West Tex-
as Chamber of Commerce to promote
thé establishment of other plants of
he same type through this section,
Mr. Whaley said.

“The Lackland ranch was pronounc-
ed t\o be the next largest in the state
and second in size only to the large
poultry ranch established a number
of years ago at Bowie.

. Give Chicken Dinner

. Mr. Whaley, accompanied by his
wife and son, Clyde, and Hamilton
Wright, arrived here overland from
Stamford on the special invitation of
Rufus and Sidney Lackland. Together
with Mr. Dodson and Mr. Dillingham,
they were guests at a chicken dinner
at the ranch, following which the
plant was H\Spected and the accom-
plishments and future plans of the
ranch explained. Both of the local
men were enthusiastic over the prom-
ise offered by the ranch to become
one of the main industries of this
section and expressed the opinion
that but few people in Ranger realiz-
ed the completeness of the plant or
the possibilities offered.

« Mr. Whaley stated that poultry
raising as conducted at the Lackland
ranch was along the lines advocated
by the West Texas Chamber of Com-
merce and that organization’s plans
‘to promote the establishment of
ranches of this type every fifty miles
through - West Texas. - West Texas,
he pointed out, raises all the neces-
sary feedstuff for poultry; has a low
mortality rate and offers every other
inducement for the breeding of
poultry on a large scale. Snapshots
of the ranch will be published in the
bulletin of the organization and in
the Fort Worth papers.

Explains Methods

 The visitors were carried through
all of the houses and runs by Colonel
Rufus Lackland and the scientific
watering and feeding of the 5,000
fowls and their caré explained. The
suecess - of the undertaking, he ex-
plained, resulted from the applica-
tion of the experience of the larger
breeders of the country and that
gained in government experiments
with common sense. - The White Leg-
hoi‘n breed, he said, was standardized
‘ypon. for the reason that this breed
‘was almost the unanimous choice of
the successful breeders who had
learned from long experience. He
attrlbuted the failure of many per-
.sons in the poultry business to their
gpecializing in the show. business, in-
stead’ of sticking to the commercial
s end - The show. end so far as poul-
- is’' eoncerned, he said, is a rich
man’s. hobby and a poor man’s folly,
and whlle advocating the raising of
pure ‘bred stock, he advocated stick-
ing strictly to the commercial end.

EX!ST ON VENUS

WASHINGTON, June 10-—Venus‘
is possibly inhabited by human be-'
ings and communication thh plane-
tary neighbors by wireless “may be
possible, altho the cost would be im-
mense,” in the opinion of C. G. Ab-
bot, assistant secretary of the Smith-
sonian Institution, who discussed var-
ious scientific phases of the “habit-
ability of other worlds” in the ‘an-
vual report of the institution, just
made public. ;

Mr. Abbott says Venus reflects
light as if it were surrounded with
clouds and so probably “it contains
plenty of moisture.”

“Its temperature is about the same
as that of the earth,” he added,” and
all other conditions are apparently
compatible with the ex1stencc of in-
telligent life.”

Many popular writers have claimed
great things of Mars as an abode of
life, Mr. Abbot said, “but I cannot
accept this view. All observers are
agreed,” he adds, ‘“‘as to the existence
of markings and shadings of color on
Mars, but to suppose that we see
there the engineering works of intel-
ligent beaings is merely fanciful.”

Commenting on suggestions, ‘“we
are already receiving wireless signals
from intelligent beings outside of the
earth which may in turn be inter-
pretable,” Mr. Abbott declared that
the best information séems to be that
the “wireless indications referred to
are merely disturbances introduced
by solar or terrestial causes as yet
imperfectly understood and not: the
work of intelligent® beings trying to
communicate with us.”

In agricultural states such as ours the
success of the business man depends
altogether upon both the yield and
marketing of the farm crops. Since
it has been .proved that poultry is
a cash crop, ranks with other crops
you cannot do a greater work for your
city and county, ‘and one that will
yield as great a per cent of gain for
the amount of money, invested than
to encourage ‘and promote campaigns
that will stimulate this industry.
A successful poultry winning cam-
paign is composed of links. Tach
link represents a stasonable cam-
paign. Since a’ chain is no stronger
than its weakest link each link should
be systematically planned and effi-
ciently promoted. The links or cam-
paigns might be a “swat the rooster”
campaign, ‘“infertile egg,” “culling”’
campaign, a “more and better poul-
try” campaign, “community and
county egg poultry show.” Perhaps an
appropriate motto should -be ‘“Say
It With Poultry.” '
A “‘Swat the Rooster” campaigr? an
“Infertile Egg” campaign at the pres-
ent season would mean a saving of
thousands of dollars to West Texas.
This should be followed by a stren-
uous - culling campaign in the fall.
Weed out the “‘star boarders’” anid
keep only the producers for the breed-
ing pen next year. Culling campaigns
in the various states have done more
tor interest people in standard-bred
poultry than any other one thing. It
is a winner every time.
A “More and Better Poultry’”’ cam-
paign should be launched in January
and February. A plan to iurnish
standard-bred eggs to everyone in-
terested should be operated.

*AGAINST KLAN

School Aid and Prison Reform
. Main Planks of Paris
G - Editor.

P—

PARIS, Texas, June 10.—Harry T.
Warner, ,editor of the Paris News,
today gave out for publication his
platform. It is largely critical of the
admmlstraflon .of . Governor Neff,

but refrains from all personalities’
. and makes point only upon his official

record as ‘governor.

Mzr. Warner offers some construc-
tive suggestmns to the democrats of
Texas; but is more intent upon relief
for the schools of the state and for

~ the proper treatment of the teachers

and care for the children than he is

" concerned about theories as to new

statutes or experimental legislation,
holding . that the members of  the
legislature will offer many measures
deiugned to beneflt the common-

. wealth.

In hls formal announcement Mr.
‘Warner says, in.part:

“There are' two political supersti-
tions to which I do not subscribe.
One of these is that no man may
‘aspire to be governor of Texas who is
not possessed of an independent for-
tune; the other that a governor of
Texas is entitled to a second term no
matter how inefficient, incapable or
lacking he may be.

“Conditions in Texas have come to
such a pass that I believe it will re-
quire neither an extensive campaign
nor a costly one to prove that neither

;of these assertions is true, and I

therefore announce my candidacy
for the demoeratic nomination for
governor.

School Situation Bad.

“Our schools are trembling upon the
verge of a complete breakdown.
Thousands of teachers and trustees
are dismayed and bewildered and do
not know where to turn nor what to
do. Our children—and especially
those of the rural districts—face
sghortened terms and a destruction of
much of that efficient system which
has been built up during many years
They have been be-

. Gihe confldence of many of the peo-
ple of the rural districts in the state
has been rudely shocked because of
the action of the governor in decreas-
ing the appropriation for aid to the
rural schools.

“This one veto by Governor Neff

_has resulted in setting Texas back

ten years in an educational way.
Tt came at a time when there was
hope in the rural districts; when it
was felt that there was a possibility
of" securing good schools without hav-
ing to ‘“‘move into town’—and that
hope was frustrated.
Opposes Klan.

“I am strongly opposed to the Ku
Klux Klan, which has been denounced
by a great number of our courageous
district Judges men of probity and of
:far-mgjhted vision. ' 'Announcing high
principles, this foreign organization
—which has no permit to organize
within Texas—has brought a reign
of terror to many communities.

. “The recent sudden decrease in
the number of whlpplngs and tar
and feather parties is, to my mind,
absolute proof that there is a cen-
tral controlling body of sufficient
power to either cause numerous
whltecappmgs or to bring them to an

- abrupt stop—just as has been done

when the outraged citizens of the
state have begun to grow restive and
to demand action by the state authori-
{ties to put a stop to them.

“Our prison System is bankrupt
and is being operated upon money
borrowed at a ruinous rate of in-
fterest and in defiance of plain pro-
visions of the statute that the leg-
dslature shall make appropriations
[for the conduct of the system.

PLANES WILL BOMB

_ SHIP AT GALVESTON,

GALVESTON, June 10.—A joint
program to be given by the Galveston
Beach association and the air forces
of Ellington Field will be staged in
this city on June 18. The commit-
tee in charge of the plans announces
that it will be one of the most spec-
tacular events in the history of the
city.

A ship is to be anchored out in the
gulf, opposite fort Crockett, and
bombed from airplanes, the aviators
making every effort to destroy the
ship as in real warfare. From fifty
to seventy-five airplanes from Elling-
ton Field and a number of large
planes from Kelly Field, near San An-
tonio, will participate in the program.

A vessel has been bought by the
Galveston Beach association and
iplaced at the disposal of Major Car
Spatz, commander at Ellington Field.
. The ship is to be towed out into the
gulf and anchored about half a mile
from. shore, opposite Fort Crockett,
where the aviators will drop stand-
ard high-power army bombs on the
decks—the same type of bombs as are
used by the army and navy fliers in
attacking enemy ships during war-
time. 'The smallest of these bombs
will weigh twenty-five pounds, and
other types range upward in size.
They will be charged with the strong-
est explosives known to science, and
when detonated upon or near the tar-
get will create a terrific concussion.
