CREAGER BUTTS 
IN AND HINDERS 
PROBE CHAMP 

Senate Committee Begins Ina 
nuiry Which Involves Lead- 

inn' Texas Republican.

WASHINGTON, March 24.-Be-
cause 12. B. Creager, republican na-
tional committeeman from Texas, 
said he was "credulous and over en-
thusiastic," Postal Inspector Donald-
son was relieved of an investigation 
of alleged land frauds in Texas, 
Brush Simmons, chief postal inspec-. 
tor testified today before the senate 
committee investigating ' Texas land 
frauds. 	 is I •oi 

Simmons told the committee that 
Creager and several other men had 
come to the postoffice department 
and talked with Postmaster Will Hays 
about the government investigation 
while it was going on. 

"Did Donaldson ever have a chance 
to present evidence to the district at-
torney ?". asked•James R. Page, coun-
sel for some persons who are said 
to have lost money in land invest-
ments. 

Simons did not directly answer 
Page but said he called Donaldson in 
and discussed several cases  assign-
ed  to 'him. Subsequently another in-
spector, named Williams, was order-
ed to continue the investigation, Sim-
mons said.- - 

Before Simmons could be further 
queationed about Donaldson's' re-
moval the committee recessed to 
meet again at 3 o'clock. 

Creager, Simmons said, objected to 
the postal authorities sending out 
letters to perSons who had bought 
land. 

"Then Mr. Creager objected to the 
regular procedure followed in post-
office investigations?" Page asked. 

"Yes," Simmons replied: 
Page read the original petition of 

land buyers in Cameron county ask-
ing for an investigation by the post-
office department of the "most gi-
gantic land fraud perpetrated in the 
United States."

GARMENT WORKERS TO HOLD 
MEETING IN PHILADELPHIA 

PHILADELPHIA, March.. 24.--
The sixth biennial convention of they 
'Amalgamated Clothing Workers of 
America, including 350 delegates 
from all clothing markets in the 
United States and Canada, will con-
vene in Philadelphia May 12. 

The decision to hold the conven-
tion in this city instead of New York, 
as originally planned, was reached 
after a referendum vote cf the en-
tire membership had been taken at 
the instance of the Philadelphia 
branch of the organization. It is 
desired that the convention be held 
here to give impetus to the campaign 
of organization now being conducted 
by the amalgamated clothing work-
ers in this city. 

Philadelphia is declared to be prac-
tically the only large clothing market 
which is not completely organized. 
The efforts of the local membership 
will be concentrated on the*organiza-
tion of the unorganized tailors of 
this city. 	, 

Plans for 'the reception and enter-
tainment of the delegates to the con-
vention are now under way.

MEMPHIS BANK 
OFFICER TAKES 

HIS OWN LIFE 
Robert S. Polk, Just: Returned 

From Flight, Goes on Long- 
er Journey.

MEMPHIS, Tenn., March 24.-
Robert S. Polk, deposed vice presi-
dent of the biggest bank in this part 
of the South, killed himself at his 
home' here early today, firing a bul-
let through his brain. He was an 
officer of the Union & Planters Bank 
& *Trust company. 

The suicide followed the return of 
Polk from El Paso Saturday, and a 
statement by bank officials and his 
relatives that all would be explain-
ed. Polk's flight to El. Paso followed 
discovery of a shortage in his ac- 
counts which is estimated 'at $61,000. 
He returned from-El Paso in the 
company of two El Paso officers, but 
it was denied that he was under ar-
rest. 

When Polk reached Memphis Sat-
urday afternoon he wag met at the 
train by bank directors and officers, 
who expressed confidence in his abili-
ty to make restitution and explain. 
When the body was found by rela-
tives and servants who rushed to his 
room when the shot was heard, Polk 
was lying in a pool of blood. He was 
in his night clothing and apparently 
was sitting on the edge of his bed 
when he fired the shot.

SCANDAL DRAWS 
DARK PALL, OE 
G. 0. P. CAMPAIGN 
People in Senate Galleries Re- 

flect Sentiment: of People 
of the Nation. 

Special. 

WASHINGTON, March 24.-If 
public feeling in the country at large 
is even approximately reflected in 
the sentiments expressed by, the mens 
and women who daily crowd the sen-
ate galleries during the debate on 
the Teapot Dome scandal, the re-
publican administration is facing an 
overwhelming defeat at the polls next 
November. Republican senators on 
the floor of the senate may utter now 
and then a feeble defense of the cor-
ruptioniests involved in this infamy; 
the folk in the galleries show only 
signs of disgust and indignation. 

Indicate Bigger Jury 
This jury of men and women hear-

ing testimony and arguments in the 
case of the people against the "plund-
erers" is unquestionably representa-
tive of the nation. Politically, socially 
and geographically, these galleries 
are a cross-section of the American 
public. They are clearly from all 
parts Of the country, of all the difer-
ent political divisions, and from every 
walk of life. Their collective senti-
ments and opinions undoubtedly are 
typical of those to be found in any 
average community in the United 
States. 

And what is remarkable about this 
jury of average Americans? In the 
first place its unmistakable sense 
and signs of shock at the disclosures 
of the corruption, dishonor and be-
trayal of which their sworn officials 
are being proved guilty; in the sec-
ond place, the spontaneousness and 
sincerity with which.it voices its con-
demnation of the betrayers and .ap-
plauds their accusers. This it does, 
sometimes, in disregard of the rules 
which 'would coinpel hearers of this 
story of scandal to Temain 'silent dur-
ing its recital. There is a breach of 
the senate's rules when the galleries 
show what is in their hearts, but by 
the same token they interpret the 
soul of America. 

Not once have the senate galleries 
revealed by any sign their sympathy 
with the men and the methods in-
volved in this Teapot. Dome scandal. 
Not once have they failed to demon-
strate their approval of all that was 
said in denunciation and their scorn 
for all that was uttered in defense of 
these men and methods. Beholding 
these galleries react to the evidence, 
one can only believe that the Ameri-
can people, as a vastly bigger gal-
lery, is responding in the same' way 
and to the same purpose. And that 
means the end of the present regime! 

- Mellon Tax Bill Dead. 
Reactionary republican senators 

are telling President Coolidge that 
the Mellon bill, which died in the 
house, can not be revived in the sen-
ate. They are warning him that far 
from expecting the senate to turn 
back to the Mellon plan, the presi-
dent must reconcile himself to a clos-
er approach to the Garner (dein.) 
bill. 

Senator Watson (Ind.) is one re-
publican senator who has been trying 
to prepare the president's mind for 
what is morally certain to happen in 
the senate. aWtson is a hierophant 
of the reactionaries, but he foresees 
the course tax legislation is about to 
take in the senate. He has inform-
ed the president that "the- support-
ers of higher surtaxes hasfe the votes 
to increase the rates over those in 
the bill passed by the house." .That 
means an increase to a point above 
37 1-2 per cent, and it may be as 
high as 44 per cent. 

Democratic and progressive repub-
lican votes are necessary to the adop-
tion of any bill. To the extent that 
a measure has the support of demo-
crats and progressives it will be a 
departure from the Mellon plan and 
an approach to the Garner bill, which 
means that it will benefit chiefly the 
smaller tax peyers. 

If President Coolidge vetoes that 
sort of tax reduction, say the demo-
crats, he will get his answer at the 
polls next November. '

Senate Would Learn 
More About Death 

Of Jess Smith

WASHINGTON, March 24.-The 
senate Daugherty committee, which 
recessed because of the illness of 
Senator Wheeler, has decided to 'dig 
deeper into the circumstances sur-
rounding the death Of Jesse Smith, 
Attorney General Daugherty's inti-
mate friends, who was found dead, 
supposedly a suicide in Daugherty's 
apartment. 
° Although Miss Roxie Stinson ex-

pressed denial of any intention of 
hinting at Smith's murder, Senator 
Brookhart said today the senate 
committee had decided to investigate' 
all phases of Smith's death, in .view 
of the fact that no autopsy had been 
made at the time of his death. 

Senator Brookhart saaid he ex-
pected to call in Dr. Nesbit, coroner 
-for District of Columbia and ask him 
to explain his failure to perform an 
autopsy. 

"There was no need of an autop-
sy," Dr. Nesbit said. "There was 
no mystery or unusual circumstances, 
although I filed a certificate of sui- 
cide." 	 •

Judge George L. Davenport hm; re-
ceived an invitation from W. N. Black 
of Sabannah to discuss campaign is-
sues with Judge Jones in the Saban-
nah school house tonight. Judge 
Davenport. has written that he will 
be there if it be possible, for Judge 
Jones appears to 'have preferred to 
do all the talking at most of the 
meetings and has been chary in ex-
tending invitations to, share the at-
tention of the audiences. Judge Dav-
enport, writiag to Mr. Black says: 

"Your letter of the 18th, inst., ex-
tending me an invitation to meet 
Judge Jones in open discussion at 
Sabannah school house Monday night, 
March 24, was promptly received and 
I desire to express my appreciation 
for the invitation extended. Not 
knowing of this appointment until 
your letter was redeived, I am not 
quite sure that I can arrange to be 
present, as I had prevously assigned 
a number of important cases for trial 
on the 24th, inst. • If It is at all pos-
sible to be there without neglecting 
my official duties, I can assure you 
that I will be very glad to avail my-
self of this opportunity of meeting 
the citizens of your community, and 
defending my record as a public of-
ficial. 

"However, this may be, it is my in-
tention to arrange as early as my 
official duties will perrni4t, speaking 
dates in every community of -the 
county, including Sabannah. and will 
extend to Judge Jones a special in-
vitation to meet Me, and will accord 
him an equal division of time.

FIRE CHIEF 
E. t1. CHAPMAN 

RESIGNS PLACE 
Wishes to Quit at the End of 

March; Has Made Splendid. 
Record. 

E. A. Chapman, chief of the fire 
department of Ranger for the last 
14 months, has offered his resigna-
tion to the city commission to be 
effective April 1. No successor has 
been appointed yet. "He hasn't 
been replaced yet," Dr. C. 0. Terrell, 
fire commissioner, said today. 

Chapman will go from here to San 
Antonio to spend the month of April. 
After attending the Knights Templar 
commandery in San Antonio the last 
week of April, he will, accompanied 
by his mother and sister, go on an 
outdoor journey. 

The fire losses for 1923 were but 
one-tenth of the amount for the pre-
ceding year. Chapman took charge 
of the department the last week of 
January, 1923. 

"The public has been kind to me," 
Chapman told a reporter. "And I 
leave here .with a• host of friends. I 
went in under disagreeable condi-
tions. In time we had harmony." 

The office of fire chief pays $150 
a month. 

The personnel of the fire depart-
ment changed, like it does in most 
any city, every now and then, but 
Chapman was always untiring in get-
ting his new men familiar with their 
duties. 

Last spring he made plans to or-
ganize a volunteer department to 
supplement the regular men, but be-
cause of the lack of interest among 
the young. men of the city, he was 
forced to drop his plans. tie has al-
ways shown a. keen interest in fire 
prevention work and when the na-
tion-wide campaign was announced 
last winter, Chapman went to work 
and organized a.. local campaign. 

The groUnds on the west side of 
the fire engine house were beautified 
last spring at his suggestion. 

KILLED MOHER TO 
STOP HER SUFFERING 

GENEVA, March 24.-A girl who 
killed her invalid mother to relieve 
her of further suffering has been 
acquitted of murder•and set free here. 

Mlle. Helene Moller nursed her 
mother with the utmost devotion for 
many weeks, but she could not stop 
the pain, and she was tortured by 
seeing her mother suffer. So she 
gave her mother three doeses of 
V eronal, which were fatal. 

Three medical specialists declared 
at the trial that the girl was of sound 
mind and that her filial 'sentiments 
were intensely developed. They con-
cluded that after a severe moral 
struggle she was driven by her ex-
cessive love of her mother to kill 
her to terminate her suffering. 

Japan Alarmed By 
Threatened Action 

Of Russian Soviet° 
LONDON, March. 24.-A Central 

News dispatch from Tokio says the 
Japanese ministry of war has an-
nounced receipt of advices to the ef-
fect that the soviet government is 
threatening to mobilize its army. 

Japan is not preparing to act at 
the- present time, says the Central 
News, but "should Rusia proceed 
with war like intentions, Japan will 
join with other powers in a formal 
protest of appeal to the Washington 
pact signers and insist on maintain-
ing the integrity Of jeopardized Chi-
nese territory."

.at the instance of Chief Prosecutor 
Walsh, who cited the oil magnate for 
contempt and the senate formally 
approved his' action.
