It apparently makes a
difference in who says it. John
F. Kennedy in 1962 said that
the United States would put a
man on the moon before the
decade was out. This was
greeted with cheers and huz-
zas. Last week, Ronald Reagan
said that we could provide our-
selves with a lazer umbrella
before the end of the decade.
There were boos and hisses.

We have simplified both
men’s pronouncements, but
this is basically what they said
and the press’ reaction to each
man’'s statement. It surprises
us that the political and
ecclesiastical heads in the
country so readily assented to
the moon walkers’' project,
given the state of scientific
knowledge in those days, yet in
the face of today's vastly
increased knowledge, they
pooh pooh the task of making
this country secure from
nuclear attack.

We quite well remember that
during our high school days
there was some talk of rocket-
ry, but the prevailing scientific
opinion was that mankind
could never produce an engine
with sufficient power to break
the bonds of Earth's gravita-
tional field. Today this event is
commonplace.

We have seen articles saying
that since 1950 our store of
scientific knowledge has dou-
bled every ten years. Consid-
ering the near miraculous
machines such as computers,
robots, artificial hearts, and all
the rest, we do not doubt this
increase in knowledge.

In light of today's technol-
ogy, it seems to us that it
would be entirely possible for
the United States to develop a
defensive system that would
negate all intercontinental
rockets delivering nuclear
bombs. Other than the Com-
missars in the Kremlin, we
cannot think of any person who
shouldn't be thrilled pink to
bring this country out from
under ' the shadow of nuclear
destruction.

Obviously there are some -
and most of them seem to be
commentators and clerics.
Their reasoning escapes us.

On April Fools' Day, the
American motoring public got
slapped with a federal tax
raise of five cents on each gal-
lon of push water. This was
hurrahed through Congress as
a means of raising the neces-
sary funds to repair our aging
major highway system. It was
also touted as a means to help
relieve high unemployment by
creating additional jobs in the
construction industry.

At that time, much ado was
made about the role of the
heavy trucks in causing this
deterioration. The trucking
industry got saddled with a
host of additional taxes in what
was seen as a method of forc-
ing more revenue from the
industry to compensate for
their greater use of the
system.

We will not take exception to
the argument that heavy
trucks will cause greater high-
way damage over a period of
years. Yet we would like to
point out that initial highway
construction costs have very
little to do with the trucking
industry.

Consider, major items of
expense in building new roads
include the purchase of right-
of-way, engineering, grading,
lighting, guard rails, retaining
walls, drainage, curbs, side-
walks, fencing, lane striping,
landscaping, access roads,
ramps, etc., all necessary with
or without truck traffic.

Bridge structures, sub-
grades, and pavement thick-
ness are to some extent
influenced by the weight of
traffic. However, even this is
not due entirely to trucks. All
major arteries, especially in-
terstates, are built to federal
standards designed to carry
the heaviest military loads and
volume of traffic. The inter-
state system was conceived in
the early 1950's as a defensive
measure comparable to Hit-
ler's Autobahns that were so
successful in moving his arm-
ies in WWIL.

The trucking industry comes
in for more than its share of
political brickbats. But re-
member that the consumer
will pay the taxes in any event.

Rendition is the method through which a taxpayer reports or lists the
taxable property he owned or managed and controlled on January 1 of the
current tax vear. It is also the means by which a taxpayer is allowed to
record his own opinion of what the value of that property should be.

Not every taxpaver is required to file a rendition, but there are important
reasons why a taxpayer may wish to do so.

Deadline May 2 - -
Parmer Residents Reminded

To Render Taxable Property

Ron Proctor, chief appraiser
for Parmer County Appraisal
District, reminds district resi-
dents that everyone required to
render their taxable property
for taxation must file these
statements with the appraisal
office by May 2.

The Texas Property Tax
Code is specific in listing prop-
erty which must be rendered to
the chief appraiser for taxa-
tion.

A taxpayer must render all
taxable personal property used
for the production of income if,
on January 1 of the tax year,
he owns the property or
manages and controls it as a
fiduciary.

Tax law also requires banks
located in Texas to file a state-
ment listing assets and liabil-
ities.

The chief appraiser may also
require a person to render any

other taxable property that he
owns or manages and controls
as a fiduciary on January 1.
The chief appraiser will deliv-
er written notice that a rendi-
tion statement is required and
attach the appropriate form.

According to Proctor, rendi-
tion statements are filed with
the chief appraiser of the
appraisal district in which the
property is located.

Any taxpayer who believes
that his property’s value has
decreased during the preced-
ing tax year, for any reason
other than normal deprecia-
tion, may submit a “report of
decreased value” to the chief
appraiser. This report describ-
es the property involved and
states the nature and cause of
the decrease.

Forms for rendition and the
report of decreased value are
obtainable from the Parmer

County Appraisal District of-
fice. Anyone filing a rendition
or report must include all the
information requested on the
form, and it must be signed by
the property owner or an
authorized individual.

When rendering property, it
is not necessary to state a
market value for it, Proctor
said. However, a taxpayer
may continue to include his
opinion of its market value and
thus be assured of official noti-
fication in case the appraisal
office places a different value
on the property.

Proctor also said that rendi-
tions and property reports are
now confidential and no longer
open to public inspection.

The forms should be filed by
May 2 with the Parmer County
Tax Appraisal Office, 505 - 3rd
Street, Box 56, Bovina, TX
79009. For more information,
call 0-Enterprise 8-3371.

Water District Completes

Level Measuring

High Plains Underground
Water Conservation District

has completed its annual pro-’

gram of measuring depth-to-
water levels in the 97 wells in
Parmer County. These wells
are part of a larger network of
more than 950 observation
wells scattered throughout the
District’s 15-county service
area.

Shorty Lancaster was able to
complete all measurements of

‘““static’’ water levels in obser- -

vation wells and tag them with
the District’s identification
sticker for owner information.

“Several irrigators stopped
me in the field to ask about
declines and what their water
was doing,"” said Shorty. “We
have initial results for each of
the 15 counties, but tabulated
data on the entire observation
network readings is not ex-
pected to be complete until
mid-year.”

Parmer County’s 1982-83
depth-to-water table below sur-
face minimum reading was at
182.00 feet, and the maximum
level read was at 394.23 feet.
This year’s average change in
depths-to-water in the county
was -2.13 feet, which compares
with a 1981-82 county reading
of -1.88 feet. Comparing the

rate of change calculated this
year for these wells shows a
minimum decline change of
+3.24 feet and a maximum
decline change of -7.64 feet,

The Water District keeps a
record of annual decline and
rate of change going back to
1962. The data is used for mak-

ing projections of decline

rates, for determining the
amount of water left in stor-
age, and as a basis for the
income tax depletion allowance
claims on landowner's tax
returns.

I would like to share the fol-
lowing information on wheat
pasture bloat. This information
comes from Dr. John McNeill,
Beef Cattle Specialist with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service.

Bloat in cattle grazing wheat
pasture has been a major
problem this spring. Excellent
moisture and warm weather
has stimulated good plant
growth. When this type of plant
material is stressed by frosts
and freezes, conditions are
conducive to a widespread
health problem. A limited
amount of a non-legume, low
nitrate hay will help reduce
bloat conditions. Many produc-
ers have had excellent results
by feeding ground grain (corn
or milo) at the rate of 14 lb.
per head per day. Others have
added Rumensin and a mineral
mix to the grain and used

approximately 5-7 percent salt .

Some of the forage collected
from fields where cattle were
bloating has been shown to be
high in ammonia which when
consumed readily in high
volumes can lead to conditions
that result in bloat. Daily feed-
ing of a readily digested
energy source such as milo or
corn can help alleviate the
problems caused by high levels
of dietary ammonia.

Bloat Guard (Poloxalene) is

_a feed additive that is effective

against foam buildup that
causes frothy bloat. It must be
consumed on a daily basis at
the recommended levels (1-2
gm./cwt.) in order to be
effective. The most satisfac-
tory intake patterns have been
achieved when the ingredient
is mixed with grain or a mo-
lasses lick.
