The other day we received
our September issue of The
Cross Section, the monthly pub-
lication of High Plains Under-
ground Water Conservation
District Number 1,

It carried the news that the
study of the groundwater con-
ditions in Parmer County which
began in February was com-
pleted in August, The report,
however, will not be immed-
iately publisheddue to the back-
log of reports yet to be pub-
lished,

Many of the study findings
were reported inthearticle and
we will pass some of them
along to our readers as we be-
lieve them to be of great in-
terest in this area,

The report follows:

Parmer County is probably
the most extensively cultivated
and (groundwater) irrigated co-
unty in Texas, Approximately
84 per cent of the county’s
546,400 acres are cultivated,
Nearly 60 per cent of the coun-
ty’s land surface is being ir-
rigated, This represents 4 per
cent of all the irrigated land
in Texas,

For all practical purposes,
the county’s entire economy is
based upon irrigated agricul-
ture. The average farm size is
700 acres; and the county's
average annual income ap-
proaches $78,000,000.

Water Supply

The county's entire water
supply is contained in the aquif-
fier in the Ogallala formation,
The Ogallala formation extends
from the land surface down-
ward to the top of the Trias=-
sic age rocks (the red beds),
There is no reason to believe
that any appreciable ground-
water can be developed from
any rocks below the base of the
Ogallala formation, The Ogal-
lala formation ranges in thick~
ness from less,
more tnan 5zv sueh.

The measured depth to water
in wells (depth to the water
table) ranges from about 150 to
nearly 330 feet, for an average
of slightly less than 240 feet
below land surface, Duringthe
last nine years, the average
depth to the water table in the
Ogallala aquifer has increased
over 34 feet,

As of 1970, the Ogallala aqui-
fer beneath Parmer County
ranged in thickness from less
than 25 to more than 275 feet,
and contained over 12 million
acre feet of water, Seventy
per cent of the county’s water
supply is contained in the part
of the aquifer ranging from 150
to 250 feet in thickness; which
underlies 53 per cent of the
county, Within the area where
the aquifer ranges from 175
to 200 feet in thickness, 18,000
acre feet of water are stored
beneath each 640 acres,

Well Development

There were 127 {rrigation
wells in Parmer County in 1947,
As of April 1, 1970, there
were 3,433 irrigation, 13 mu-
nicipal, and 25 industrial sup-
ply wells in the county,

Approximately 37 per cent
of all large capacity wells drill-
ed in Parmer County since 1953
did not penetrate the entire Og-
allala aquifer, During 1970,
about 17 per cent of the wells
were not drilled to the red bed
(pemetrating only part of the
aquifer). Nearly 74 per cent of
the wells are equipped with 8-
inch or larger pumps, The
practice of drilling only par-
tially penetrating wells,and the
predominance of the large
pumps, attests to the aquifer’s
relatively high capacity to yleld
water to wells,

Aquifer Depletion

Over 99 per cent of the wa-
ter pumped from the aquifer
annually is used for irrigation,

Since 1940, nearly 5 million
acre feet of water has been ex-
tracted from the aquifer, This
represents nearly 29 per cent
depletion of the aquifer during
the last 30 years, However,
nearly all of this depletion has
taken place in about one half of
this time (during the past 15
years), Over 80 per cent of the
county has experienced deple-
tion ranging from 50 to 100
feet, Beneath each 640 acres
experiencing from 75 to 100
feet of decline of the water ta-
ble, 8,400 acre feet of ground-
water has been depleted.

At present, approximately 72
per cent of the county is ex-
periencing from 3 to 5 feet of
dewatering annually, The av-
erage rate of decline of the wa-
ter table approaches 4.5 feet
annually,

Summary
The groundwater supply be-
neath Parmer County probably
exceeds that of any comparable
size county within the District,
However, in view of the fact

Although it's a little early
to be thinking aboutswintér and
spring winds, now is the time
to submit applications for seed-
lings that will be used for wind-
breaks,

That word comes from Bill
Smith, forestry specialist with
the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service,

Applications for windbreak
seedlings are available from
local county Extension offices,
or from the Indian Mound Nurs-
ery, Box 337, Alto, Texas, ““It's
important to apply early since
orders are processed on a first
come, first serve basis,’’ says
Smith, ‘“‘However, seedling
shipments won't begin until
mid-December,"’

The seedlings come from the
Texas Forest Service’s Indian
Mound Nursery and are priced
at $2,50 per 100, Pine seed-
lings for reforestation are also
available, The planter must
agree that the seedlings will
not be used for ornamental pur-
poses, points out the special-
ist,

Some 16 species of seedlings
are presently available, These
include baldcvpress, black lo-
cust, black walnut, catalpa, Chi-
nese elm, cottonwood, eucalyp-
tus, green ash, loblolly pine

bois d’arc (osage orange), pon-
derosa pine, shortleaf pine,
slash pine, sweetgum, and syc-
amore,

‘“Many of the specles are
widely adapted, but some
should be planted only in cer-
tain areas of the state’, ex-
plained Smith,

Discussing some of the spec-
ies, the specialist says that the
Arizona cypress, for instance,
does well in all areas of the
state except the Panhandle, The
catalpa and Chinese elm are
both drought resistant but are
susceptible to cotton root rot,
The euonymous, honeylocust,
and bois d’'arc all are hardy
and do well in the drier por-
tions of the state, Cotton-
woods perform best on bottom-
land sites while eucalyptus are
suitable only for the Rio Grande
Valley, The ponderosa pine is
recommended only for areas
above the Caprock while the
loblolly pine desires areas with
an annual rainfall of at least
20 inches.

““Seedlings should be planted
immediately upon receipt of
shipment,'’ advises Smith,
“Since roots of conifers (ev-
ergreens) are easily killed if
exposed to air for more than
a few minutes, planting should
follow a quick pace, Plant
seedlings an inch or so deeper
than they grew in the nursery
bed, Be sure the roots are
fully extended in the hole ina
vertical manner,"’

The specialist advises that
rows of trees should be spac-
ed wide enough apart to ac-
commodate cultivating equip-
ment, Trees should be planted
in a staggered arrangement in
different rows to hasten the
windbarrier effect, If space
does not allow three or four
rows of trees, a single row of
conifers will produce an ac-
ceptable windbreak,

Conifers should always be
watered immediately after
planting to settle the soilaround
the roots, adds the specialist,
During a dry summer, water-
ings may berequiredona week-
ly basis, Frequently, shallow
cultivations aid survival and
boost growth,

“By selecting the proper
seedlings and planting and car-
ing for them as directed, you
can begin to enjoy the benefits
of a windbreak in a few years,”’
says Smith,
