Harvest Yields
Reported Large

Crop harvest in Parmer
County is in full swing with
nearly all crops being harvest-
ed or about to be harvested,
says Parmer County Extension
Agent Mack Heald.

q Corn harvest is well along
throughout the county with
J,s.ome yields of over 12,000
pounds per acre being report-
ed. Elevator opersators in
Bovina and Lar! poit they
are haudling a large percent-
age of that crop harvest.

Grain corn amounts to about
32,800 acres for 1972, which is a
sizeable income for the county.
About 4,700 acres of ensilage
corn have been harvested with
many good yields seen
throughout the county, said
Heald.

The milo harvest is just
getting started with approxi-
mately 148,800 acres to be cut.
From all indications, the yields
should be very good throughout
the county, he says.

Parmer County, after lead-
ing the entire nation in grain
sorghum production for over
S geces, ‘dropgcd o' so#snd
place in milo yield in 1971, but
may very well regain the
number one status this year.
Part of the reason for the drop,
Heald says, was a decrease in
acreage combined with a
decrease in yield.

Grain elevator operators in
the area are quoting a price of
$2.15, which all say is a good
price for what they hope will
be an outstanding crop.

Although this week and next
week the elevators will be
seeing more and more grain
come in, they have already
received some milo which was
on the wet side. Yield reports
are sketchy because of the
small amount of grain which
has been brought in. One
elevator operator reported
yields between 6,000 and 7,000.

In relation to the grain
sorghum harvest, Heald men-
tioned that an interesting milo
fertilizer demonstration will
soon be harvested on the
Chandler Brothers farm east of
Farwell on U. S. Highways
70-84. This demonstration is
being conducted by the Exten-
sion Service and is sponsored
by the Texas Plant Food
Institute.

It involves several rates of
nitrogen and phosphorus
throughout the field, Heald
said. The rates used are 140-0-0,
140-40-0, 140-80-0, 200-40-0 and
200-80-0. Check plots without
any fertilizer are also seen in
the field.

Heald urges interested per-
sons to see this demonstration
before it is harvested if time
permits. He says he will
provide results of the plots
later in the year.

Cattle fever ticks have been.
found in.several South Texas
counties, and livestock produc-
ers are cautioned to be on the
lookout for the costly livestock
pest.

Fever ticks were first report-
ed near Alice several weeks ago |
and have ‘since spread to
neighboring ' counties. Infested
counties that are under state
quarantine include Jim Wells,.
Duval, McMullen, Live Oak,
Nueces and Brooks.

All infestations have been
traced tocattle shipped from the
infested herd near Alice.
Therefore, cattlemen who have
purchased cattle from that area
are especially urged -to chéck
these animals for fever ticks.

Federal and state livestock
inspectors are engaged in
checkingcattle herds to pinpoint.:
infestations and initiate eradi-
cation procedures. A Cattle
Fever Tick Eradication Center
has been established in Alice.

Officials of the Texas Animal
Health Commission have label-
ed the outbreak as the most
serious in ‘the last 30 years.

However, eradication measures
have been effective and officials
believe the outbreak is under
control. Should the tick infest-
ation spread, eradication could
become a long-term process due
to the life cycle of the insect.

The cattle fever tick can cause
a fever or disease called
babesiosis or piroplasmosis.
Symptoms of the disease are
similar to anaplasmosis.

If ticks are found, a sample
should be placed in alcohol in a
screwworm vial and sent to
Austin for identification. The
mailing address is: State-Fed-
eral Brucellosis Testing Labor-
atory, 702 Colorado Street,
Room 301, Austin, Texas 78701.

The cooperation of all produc-
ers is vital so thatall infestations
of the cattle fever tick can be
traced back to the original
infestation where eradication
procedures can be initiated.
This action is essential to
minimize the spread of the fever
tick.
