Preparation of wheat land for fall 
sowing, which was well in progress, 
has been suspended, with most fa 
mers reporting it will be. necessary 
tt. cover their fields for the second 
time to kill out the rank growth of 
weeds and volunteer wheat that has 
sprung up since the rains set in ear- 
ly 	the month. 

Cotton farmers are becoming 
alarmed over the noticeable in• 
crease in worms that are infesting 
their cotton fields. Most farmers 
have &made plans to enter their 
fields with poison sprays, but work 
is being held up by the continued 
wet weather.

War time is no time for burning 

of homes. The excitement of seeing 
a farm fire is costly enough but 
during times like these this is one 
excitement we can well do without. 
To many of us this matter of farm 
fires may seem like a very small 
thing, but to the owner of that 
home it is never a small matte:. 
Now that building materials are 
needed in the war effort and. expert 
building labor is almost unavailable 
we must watch more than ever for 
this fire danger. 

Every fifteen minutes a farm 
building somewhere in the United 
States burns. In Texas every year 
about 250 people lose their lives in 
fires on farms and about one-third 
of these are children under 10 years 
of age. The toll of farm fires in 

- Texas reaches the 61/2  million dollar 
-mark each year. 

Here's why lumber and other 
materials are so scarce 

arid cannot be used for replacing 
homes: Uncle Sam needs 5,000 board 
feet of lumber for every soldier in 
the army. It takes about 20 trees 
to make that much lumber. 

Fire prevention specialists tell us 
that the leading causes of fires on 
farms are open kettle fires, faulty 
flues and chimneys, misuse of elec- 

' tricity, spontaneous 	combustion, 
matches and smoking, lightning, 
gasoline and kerosene, and combus-
tible roofs. Let's watch all these 
items as well as any others which 
may cause a fire on our farms. Get 
the habit now of looking for fires 
and find the danger spots before the 
fire finds you. We have a supply of 

Prevention bulletins in our of-
fice which will serve as a check 

- sheet to determine the danger of a 
fire on your farm. If you will take 
time to come by and get one of 
these and then use it to find your 
danger spots it may save your home. 

Remember that insuraf ice may 
save your money in a fire, but cau-
tion and care may save the home.

vegetables, if canned, 
should be processed in a steam 
pressure canner. Only with one of 
these is it possible to get tempera.-
tures of from 240 to 250 degrees F. 
--the heat necessary to sterilize the 
vegetables within a reasonable 
length of time. 

It is not safe to can non-acid ve-
getables in a water bath, or in an 
ox en, or in a steam canner without 
pressure because the temperatures 
in them never get above the boiling 
point of water. 

At that temperature it is impos-
sible to kill the dangerous botulin-
us bacteria that may be in the vege-
tables uniess containers are proces-
sed 6 to 10 hours, or even longer. 
1 allowed to live, these bacteria 
nay produce a toxin in the food 
which makes deadly the food in 
which it lives. The illness that re-
sults after eating such contaminat-
ed food is called botulism—and so 
fatal is it that some authorities say 

out of 10 afflicted die within a 
week. 

Since 1925 all cases on record 
show botulinus resulted from care-
less and improper methods of holm 
canning, such as "hot water bath" 
and "oven processing". 

It behooves every housewife, no 
matter where she lives—to adopt, 
the one safe, approved method of 

I canning non-acid vegetables and 
reeats—and that is under pressure. 

Chances of getting a new pressure 
canner are reasonably slim, owing 
to the scarcity of the necessary me-
tals. So it may mean that you will 
lave to borrow one from a neighbor 
:or canning non-acid vegetables. 

If you are unable to borrow a 
pressure canner then consider an 
other method of preservation Free-
z'ng and drying are both recom•• 
mended. 

Your oven with a heat control 
mekes an excellent home drier. 
When freeeer-locker storage is ob-
tainable, it is one of the best means 
of food preservation. 

Let's play safe! Don't put process 
snap beans, corn, squash, okra, lima 
beans, peas, meats, or any other 
non-acid food in the oven or in a 
water bath.

WHAT IS "PENNY" MILK?

Milk used is purchased from lo-
cal farmers and dairymen, who re-
ceive the price prevailing locally 
for-  unprocessed milk which is sold 
for fluid consumption. The USDA 
Agricultural Marketing Administra. 
tion pays the farmer's price for the 
milk to local schools, which in turn 
pay the dairymen. 

Schools participating in the pro-
gram make arrangements with dai• 
ries for supplying, processing, and  
delivering the milk, and provide for 
serving milk to the children. In ad-
dition, schools must arrange for 
payment to the processor of the dif-
ference betweer the price of unpro-
cessed mil( paid by AMA and the 
cost of processed milk delivered to 
the school. Co-sponsors, such as 
Parent-Teacher Asociations, may 
bear this expense. 

All children in schools taking part 
in the new school milk program will 
be eligible to receive a half-pint of 
milk each day. The school may 
charge up to one cent a half pint to 
defray the school's cost of the pro-
gram. That's why the project is 
often called "the penny milk prog-
ram".

Much 
progress has been made in controll- 

g stinking smut, one type of the. 
disease, by chemical treatment, but 
loose smut which differs from th 
other cannot be controlled by this 
method because the fungus is car-
ried inside the seed. 

Spores of loose smut are distlibu-
ted about.the time healthy wheat is' 
it bloom, and these lodging in the 
flowers germinate and grow into 
the young kernels. Infected kernels 
when mature cannot he distinguish-
es'. from healthy ones, but when 
these are planted the smut fungus 
threads grow up with the stalk and 
destroy the heads. 

The hot water treatment is an ef-
fective control, but requires a vat or 
similar container where gas o.7 
steam is available to control the 
temperature. One method is to pre-
soak the seed for four hours in cold 
water and then warm it by dipping 
in water of about 120 degrees F. Af-
terward it is soaked for 10 minutes 
in water at 129 degrees. It is irr.per-

A mixture of one pint of com-
mercial formaldehyde with from 10 
to 40 gallons of water at a tempera-
ture of 60 to 70 degrees also may be 
used. Using a sprinkling can, it 
should be spread uniformly over 50 
bushels of seed while it is being sho-
veled from one pile to another. Co 
ver with a sheet for at least four 
hours, or overnight. Sow at once or 
spread seed out to dry. One pint of 
formaldehyde mixed with one pint 
of water sprayed over 50 bushels is 
recommended only for oats. Cover 
for four to eight hours and sow im-
mediately or thoroughly aerate.

"This saboteur's narie is erosion 
and he's been costing us thousands 
of dollars but we're beating him to 
the draw this year," says George 
Slaughter, chairman Texas AAA 
re mini ttee. 

Long recognized as among the 
farmers' worst enemies, erosion is 
being beaten through terraces, sum-
tier legumes and cover crops, and 
conservation farming under the 
AAA program, he said and ex-
plained that later on "He'll get an-
other set-back when winter legum-
es are planted." 

Already, orders are being placed 
end winter legume seeds are being 
received in county AAA offices 
where they will he distributed to 
cooperating farmers who may ob-
tain the seeds and have costs de-
ducted from future AAA payments. 

Farmers who- plant winter le-
gumes will be converting their 
tarms into nitrogen factories, he 
said, adding that winter legumes, 
which take nitrogen froip the air to 
their roots and transfer it to the soil 
when plowed under in the spring, 
provide the most practical way to 
off-set the shortage of nitrogenous 
fertilizer.

Texas cotton farmers will receive 

a 7-pound per bale allowance for 
cotton wrapped in cotton patterns 
this year. The new program, under 
which cotton is substituted for tra-
dAional jute wrapping, is the cul-
mination of years of intensive ac 
tion by state and federal agencies 
U. get buyers and handlers of Cotton 
lo make allowance for the addi-
tional cotton in a bale wrapped with 
the fabric. 

Cotton patterns and ties on a 500-
lb. bale weigh about 14 lbs., while 
the jute wrapper and ties weighs 
from 21 to 22 lbs. 

Cotton bale covering not only 
gives a neat appearing and well 
protected bale, but permits packinc. 
of more lint per bale and gives pro-
ducers an opportunity to use a fab-
ric made from their own product. 

The 1942 program provides for 
production of 4,000,000 coton pat-
terns which will be sold by mills to 
producers at a fixed price of $1.10
