Supplies Provided For
Vets' Training Job

' it

Due to general misunderstanding
as to procedure in furnishing syp-
plies, tools, ete., to veterans training
“on the job” under the GI Bill of
Rights, the following information
bas been furnished by P. T. Lun-
quest, manager of the Veterans Ad-
ministration Center, at Muskogee:

“Two types of training are offer-
ed under this act, institutional (or
educational) and on-the-job training.

“If a vet is enrolled in a course of
study in an institution and attends
full-time classes, the school will fur-
nish books and supplies as required
and bill the VA.

“Where a veterans is training on
the job, all supplies; tocls, etc., must
be purchased by a VA employee.
*The veteran should not purchase
tools himself as no provisicns are
made for reimbursement, neither
should he or the establishment sup-
ply tools until such time as authority
in the form of a purchase order is
received. There is no fixed amount
allowed for any course of training
on the job. What will be furnishea
by the VA will deperd entirely on

Dr. Geo. W. Cox, State Health Offic-

“The three shots that will
against typhoid are given at inter-
vals of one week apart,” Dr. Cox
stated. “As it takes some time for
the protective treatment to be estab-
lished throughout the system, 1t is
wise not to delay in having it done.
My advise is, have it done now so
that immunization may be complete,
before summer arrives and vacation
irips are taken.”
