900,000 persons, including those
who had paid poll taxes and those
exompt from wsuch prerequisite,
were eligible to vote, but this num-
ber was much smaller than that
recorded In some years past and
all sigus Indicated nothing like
even that figure would participate
in the election.

Absentee voting, one barometer
usually Indicative of the interest,
was the lightest In years, some
clties reporting it virtually negligi-
ble. In the capital, for example,
about a score of such ballots had

“Museums, art gallérvies and In-
dustries should be visited to en-
large the child's horizon If possi-
ble,” saya Thomas E. Finegan, for-
mer state commissioner of educa-
tlon, Harrisburg, Pa. "The time
should come,"” he continues, “when
every classroom in every school has
a library of visual aids to use sc
ag_to enlarge the child's vislon and
clinch the point for the lesson.”

The muscum is nlso a place where
the lelsure hours of children are
utilized according to the child's
own tastes, for the upbullding of
cultural, protecting Ideas which are
clemuntal in the formation and re-
tention of worthy life habits,

The West Texas Memorial mu-
seum is no static thing. It has nl-
ready attained practicable ulds to
local schools. It s destined to be
come m dynamic institution, made
#0 by a variety of features which
can be worked out under the guld-
ance of skillful Instructors and
leaders.

The pwpose of the new eurricun
lum as planned by the state com
mittee on now education Is to make
the education of our youth more
practical and valuable to him.
