Farm Cash Income 
Rising In Texas 

AUSTIN—Total csah 'receipts of 
farmers in Texas during the first 8 
months of 1947 reached almost 1 
billion dollars to better year-ago fig-
ures by 300 million dollar% the Uni-
versity of Txeas Bureau of Busienss 
Research reports. 

Cumulative farm cash income fig-
ure for 1947, January through Aug-
ust, are 41 per cent above income 
for same period of 1946. In the na-
tion as a whole, the sane compari-
son reveals n gain of only 21 per 
cent An increase of 24 per cent in 
prices accounted for most of the 
United States change in income, ac-
cording to government reports. 

The $935,861.000 total for the eight 
months of 194? was a result of dollar 
gains in all crop-reporting districts 
except for the 30 per cent slump re-
gistered in the Trans-Pecos district 
Greatest percent gain for the period 
was in the Northern High Plains, 
where income scored a 130 per cent 
increase. Next was the Red Bed 
Plains 86 per •ent hike over the 
January through August period in 
1946. 

Although prices received by farm-
ers for their oroduels are well rtnecrl 
of last year's levels, the farmer is 
also paying out infalted prices for 
his purchases. 

The Bureau' sindex of farm acsh 
income slid below the July peak but 
remained over 21/2  times higher thsn 
prewar (1935-39) intake figure: The 
seasonally-adjusted index remained 
highest in tho. Northern T-7 	P!ajrr.; 
district, where income exceeded pre-
wa rfigures by more than 700 per 
cent. Indexes for the Coastal Prai-
ries, the ower Rio Grande Valley 
and the Southern Tcias Prairie were 
all above the 500 point. 

In dollar  figures, the Southern 
Texas Prairies walked off with top 
August honoss as farmers in that 
district took in $46,686.000. This was 
also the greatest percent gain reg-
istered from July to 'August, as in-
come was more than 4 times above

You may use a 
warm iron, but set it down, then 
lift it. Don't slide it back and forth, 
warns the clothing specialist. 

If the shine is still showing after 
that operation, there's another trial: 
you can try. Take a clean brush 
or a rubber sponge—the kind used 
for suede shoes—and try raising the 
nap of the wool with it. 

'Conspicious and stubborn hem-line 
creases often can be erased by wet-
ting the crease on the wrong side, 
says Miss Routh. Then turn the 
goods over on the right side and
