I now in the zone occupied- by Ameri-
can forces in Germany. It is self-ex-
planatory. 

World War I (1914-18) brought the 
decay of A ustraia-Ungaris. New 
states were founded, among them 
Czechosloavkia. From the 14 points 
of Wilson, the most important one 
wasn't carried out, which would have 
guaranteed the peace of the nations 
in Europe for years: the right of 
self-government of the nations. And 
so a large territory, settled wholly 
by Germans (3,5 millions) came 
against their will and against this 
point of Wilson to Czechoslovakia. 
And there began a martyrdom for 
us which lasted 20 years. Instantly 
they began to make us to Czechs 
methodically in our all-German ter-
itory. Against the rights of the min-

orities in the peace treaty, our ele-
mentary school classes were closed, 
in exchange Czech 'schools were op-
ened in entirely German districts, 
high schools were closed and the 
rights of the universities were reduc-
ed. In German districts, the number 
of persona out of work increased ter-
eibly, because either the German 
employers had no work or were for-
ced to employonly Czech people 
and to dismiss the Germans. The 
younger German people couldn't be 
employed as State officials. Never-
theless, the Germans were ready for 
a compromise with the Cezchs, but 
even the modest apply for a cultur-
al autonomy was refused in a stub-
born way of chauvinism. Because of 
this fateful mistake of the Czechs, 
the readiness of the Germans to join 
the Reich increased and occurred in 
1938. 

The few Czechs in the Sudetenland 
did now also belong to the Reich, 
but they didn't suffer anything.

LUBBOCK—The first complete 
survey ever undertaken of under-
ground water resources of the High 
Plains will be made under supervis-
ion of a newly established. field office 

Ruhmann and other city and cham- 
ber of commerce officials. 

The officials explained that while 
the two agencies have accumulated 
considerable information over a per-
iod of years about underground wa-
ter in the area, they have little more 
than scratched the surface of the 
job to be done.

53,000,000 X-RAYS 

1 The VA is now the custodian of 
more than 53,000,000 Army chest X-
ray films of World War II veterans, 
which it will use in its long-range 
anti-tuberculosis program. 

VA records show that about 23,000 
vets of World War II are drawing 
compensatitn for tuberculosis con-
tracted in the service. Included in 
the state figures are Txeas 817, Loui-
siana 390 and Mississippi 332. 

The Veterans Administration is 
appealing to veteran students nail 
job-trainees, as well as to schools 
and job training establishments in 
which veterans are enrolled under 
the GI Bill, for assistance in prevent-
ing subsistence allowance voerpay-
ments. 

The veterans and their training 
establishments are asked to notify 
VA immediately when trainee-vets 
abandon their training programs. 
When veterans know in advance the 
denite date on which they will com-
plete or discontinue their training. 
they should advise VA at that time 
instead of waiting until they actual-
ly stop training. Failure to notify 
VA of training discontinuances us-
ually results in overpayments of sub-
sistence allowances, which must be 
refunded. 

A recent survey disclosed an aver-
age lapse fo 23 days between the 
time the veteran stopped his train-
ing and the time VA was notified. As 
a result, the vet continued. to receive 
subsistence allowance payments V: 
which he was not entitled. 

Immediate or advance notice of 
training discontinuance will assist 
VA materially in reducing the 
amtunt of overpaymnts. In many ca-
ses, such notices. will elimniate over-
payments and necessity for refunds 
by veterans. Veterans who fail to 
make arrangements to repay over-
payments maybe -  preyented fr9rn 
re-entering schools or job-traniing 
courses under the GI Bill. 

Veterans are not being forced to 
turn back full amounts mimediately. 
They need only make arrangements 
ftr monthly repayments that cause 
them no financial hardship and thus 
become qualified to resume training.

Q. My brother •-• entered service 
under the Armed Forces Voluntary 
Recruitment Act of 1945 and now he 
wonders if his rights will be affect• 
ed by the law officially ending thr 
war on July 25, 1947, insofar as vet-
erans benefits are concerned? 

A. No, he will lose none of his 
rights even though his period of en-

Set At State Fair 

DALLAS--Texans have something 
new to brag about now, as their 
State Fair of Texas set a new all-
time attendance record. When the 
gates swung shut Sunday midnight 
on the 62nd anniversary show, count 
showed that 1,763,921 persons had 
been to the Fair  during its 16-day 
run. 

This is 123,935 more visitors than 
attended the 1946 Fair, which itself 
broke all previous records. 

The new record upholds Texas' 
•clairn8 to havnig the world's biggest 
state fair. Biggest single day was 
Sunday, Oct. 21, when 221,320 visit-
ors swarmed over the 187-acre 
grounds and through the mammoth 
exhibit halls. Attendance went past 
the 100,000 mark en eight out of the 
16 days of the Fair. 

Top attractions of the year, accor-
ding to most visitors, were the $1,1-
500,000 art show of world-fame(' 
masterpieces loaned by New York's 
Metropolitan Museum; the livestock 
show, the Quarter Horse Show--big-
gest ever held in the nation—and the 
Broadway production of "Annie Get 
Your Gun", starring Mary Martin. 
The Fair also had more free events 
than ever before.

400,000 Persons Visit 
Historical Museum

states. Record month of the year to 
date was August, with an attend-
dance record of 6,336. 

Texas led last month with 2,381 
:Oklahoma was represented by 81: 
New Mexico. 51; California, 32; 
Kansas. 12; Illinois and Missouri, 19; 
Iowa, 17; Indiana, 16; Colorado, 13; 
and New York and Georgia, 12. 

Each state of the union was rep-
resented at some time during the 
year. and seven ftreign countries 
are listed on the register. Alaska 
had 't; Canada 18; England, 8; Pana-
ma, 2: Hawaii, 5; France, 2. and Ita-
ly, 1. Total for the year is 37,773. 

Thousands of school children an-
nually visit the Museum. They are 
invited to visit by classes, and by 
previous arrangement can be r,:n• 
ducted through the Museum, thus 
having the benefit of a general lec-
ture as they view the exhibits. 

Study clubs and groups of various 
kinds, as well as Boy Scout organi-
atitns, spend many instructive hours  
sin the Museum. The Museum libra-
ry also offers an excellent opportun-
ity for research. 

When the second unit,. now under 
construction, is completed, mane ad-
ditional collections will be disolayeci 
for the first time. The stairway was 
completed last week, and plastering 
floors, an dinstallation of lights and 
heat are needed to finish the unit 
It is hoped that funds for this work 
will be available at the close of the 
current campaign, Dec. 1.
