COMMENDED FOR ACTION The Texico-Farwell Fire Depart-
ment put on a demonstration last 
Sunday afternoon which disproved 
a long-standing fallacy that water 
will not extinguish a gasoline and oil 
fire. 

Extensive preparations were made 
for the demonstration that was put 
on just east of the Texaco bulk plant 
in Farwell. Trenches were rounder 
up around a small plot and several 
barrels of discarded crank case oil 
poured in, followed by a barrel of 
kerosene and 20 gallons of gasoline. 
Then a match was applied. 

The flames and smoke boiled high 
into the air, and scores of bystand 
ers began a retreat from the intense 
heat. Water, under some 1000 pounds 
pressure from the booster tank of 
the new fire truck, was applied in 
fog form . . and the results were 
amazing to all spectators. The fire 
was out in less time than it would 
take to tell the story. 

Repeated demonstrations of the 
same kind were carried out on the 
identical pool of oil ... and invariab-
ly with the same results. 

The local crew is fortunate in hav-
ing members who received training 
in fire fighting at the Clovis Army 
Air Base during the war, and they 
have brought their knowledge to the 
other crewmen, with the result that 
Texico-Farwell has one of the best 
trained crews to be found. Practice 
drills and lecture courses are con-
ducted at the fire station every Wed-
nesday evening and the novices of 
the crew are receiving much valu-
able information and training. 

An average of 20 fireboys has been 
in attendance at recent meetings 
dal interest is high. "We learn some-
thing new every night" one of them 
commented.

Farm property in Parmer County 
is now worth more than $13.373,000 
and rural homes here and through-
out the state are in the best condi-
tion in history, according to a report 
just released by the Tile Council of 
America. 

More than 75 per cent of farm 
dwellings in Texas and the South are 
in excellent condition or need only 
such minor repairs as painting or 
general maintenance, the report re-
vealed. Only 61.1 per cent were in 
good repair in 1940. The report was 
based on Bureau of Census surveys. 

"The rise in farm incomes and pro-
perty values since 1940 has been ac-
companied by a great increase in the 
number of rural homes equipped 
with such modern conveniences as 
electric lightsi tiled baths and show-
ers and running water," said F. B 
Ortmen, chairman of thrift/in:Iv-sirs 
residential construction committee. 

Electircity, for instances, has gone 
into hundreds of thousands of the 
nation's sural dwellings since 1940 
Ortman noted. More than 59 per cent 
of all farm homes now have electric 
lights, in contrast to 31.3 per cent in 
1940. 

More than 32 per cent of rural 
dwellings in th United States today 
have running water, and 20.1 per 
cent have private baths. In 1940, 17.1 
per cent had running water and only 
10.6 per cent private baths.

AUSTIN—To minimize the danger  
of carbon monoxide poisoning dur-
ing winter weather, motorists and 
commercial drivers are urged by Dr 
Geo. W. Cox to check up now on the 
exhaust systems of their automo-
biles for defective connections and 
leaks. 

He said that "warming up" a car 
in a closed garage is the geratest 
cause of carbon monoxide deaths.  
Leaks from manifold connections. 
cracked manifolds, defective muff-
lers, leaks front loose muffler con-
nections and leaks from hot air heat-
er connections are potential sources 
for release of carbon monxide an( 
should be checked. 

`Pay particular attention to these 
items and remember that proper car-
buretor adjustment causes minimum 
production of carbon monoxide and 
that the highest _proportion of this 
gas is produced by an idling motor. 

The State Health Officer said that 
headaches wnich occur during long 
drives may be an indication that car-
bon monoxide is leaking into the car. 
Sleepiness, diz7iness, fatigue, and in 
extreme cases, paralysis are other 
symptoms of carbon monoxide leak-
ing into the car. Truck drivers with 
long drives are particularly vulner-
able, he said. 

Doctor Cox described this gas as 
being colorless, odorless and taste-
less. When in the air it gives no sign 
of its presence and is taken into the 
blood instead of oxygen. Suffering 
or collapse result from lack of oxy-
gen.

A. If VA decides that your ailment 
was incurred in or Aigghvated by 
your service in the armed forces you 
will be entitled to receive compensa-
tion, if it exists to a compensable de-
gree. 

Q. I am a vteran of World War 
and would like to know if there 1! 
any limit for filing a claim for com-
pensation for disability caused by 
my war service? 

A. There is no time limit set for 
filing claim for compensation under 
existing legislation. 

O. I was practically compelled tc 
sign a statement before my discharge 
that my disability existed prior tc 
enlistment. Will this prevent my re• 
ceiving compensation? 

A. Any statement of this nature, 
according to the GI Bill, which you 
made at discharge is considered null 
and void. Decision as  to service con-
nection of the disbaility will be 
made by VA based on the service 
medical record, excluding the state-
ment made at time of discharge. 

Q. I have been receiving readjust• 
merit allowance from VA and now 
would like to know if the money that 
has been paid to me will be deduct-
ed from any future bonus that may 
be authorized by Congress? 

A. No.

Mrs. Bernice Claytor, extension 
home management specialist for 
Texas A. and M. College, says that 
when fire is in or around electrical 
equipment, water or other fire ex-
tinguishers should never be used un-
til the electric current is cut off at 
the switch. 

For that reason, she suggests that 
every member of the family know 
how to "throw" or "pull" the main 
switch to deaden the wiring system 
in case of a fire emergency. 

After the electricity is turned off, 
the fire can be treated by the pro-
per extinguisher. But it is well to 
remember, Mrs. Claytor says, that 
wires inside motors and other elect-
rical equipment are covered with 
tarry material which burns much 
like an oily rag.

This phosphate will be available to 
any farmer in Farmer County, and 
we hope to get enough to go around. 
It will probably cost the farmer $35 
per ton, but PMA will issue purchase 
orders at the rate of $18.80 per ton, 
leaving the farmer's investment at 
$16.20 per ton.

COLLEGE STATIOON--Although 
"Eggless Thursdays" are no longer 
a part of the Voluntary Food Con-
servation Program, it doesn't mean 
that poultry producers should let up 
cin the grain conservation drive. 

Ted Martin, extension poultry hus-
bandman for Texas A .and M. Col-
lege, says that January usually is 
the beginning of the normal in-
creased production period for lay-
ing hens and for that reason, it is 
believed that "Eggless Thursdays" 
can be dropped from the food con? 
servation program. However, there 
are still too many unproductive hens 
in Texas flocks, and unproductive 
hens mean wasted grain. 

In a recent letter to all county 
extension agents, Martin pointed out 
that a 200-egg hen will produce a-
dozen eggs on five pounds of feed, 
while is requires 11 pounds of feed 
to produce a dozen eggs from a 80-
egg hen. "It's a waste of time and 
money, as well as grain", he said, 
"to continue feeding hens that don't 
pay off in eggs." 

The National Poultry, Coordina-
ting Committee recently reported 
that the flock culling program is be-
hind schedule in the United States 
with approximately 35 million inef-
ficient hens still on a diet of scarce 
grain. 

Martin says that although the hen 
population in Texas has dropped con-
siderably, due in part to the cul-
ling program, poultry producers are 
urged to continue ,culling their 
flocks in order to get the most ef-
ficient use of the grain that is fed.
