independent.”

Of the armistice concluded
Iast night with the Unlied Na-
tlons, Patrascanu declared: “We
don't have any right to be dis-
satisfied with the termsa™ He
is minister of justice and a lead-
er of the communist party in
Romanias,

“It s for the people to declde
whether King Mihal will remain
as king,” he told a press coafer-
ence.

The first election In his sur-
rendered ecountry will be held
for an assembly which will draft
a new constitution.

He declined te disclose terms
of the armistice, but sald Romania
would carry them out “without
reserve and with perfect harmony.”

Fight For Rail Network

LONDON, Seplt. 13 () —

Planes Hits Reich
With Explosives

LONDON, Sept. 13 UP—Pro-
cession .of alr attacks against Ger-
many today sent upwards of 10,
000 tons of fire and explosive
bombs crashing and séering the
natlon which Gen. Dwight D.
Elsenhower warned to prepare
for “high and low level air attacks
at any hour of the day or night."

Thousands of heavy, light
and medium bombers and
clouds of fighters flew through
sunny skies against the relch
from England, Italy and France.
Before dawn, massive fleels of
British heavy bombers had
saturated Frankfurt and Stuit-
garlt behind the Biegfried line,
while Mosquitos plunged fweo-
ton bombs Inlo Berlin.

Preliminary counts showed at

least 50 German fighters destroy-
ed in this sixth successive day of
heavy air offensive against the
Nazis. These fell victims to a
thousand Thunderbolts, Mustangs
and Lightnings which asccom-
panied an equal number of bomb-
ers siriking deep In cehitral,
southern and western Germany in
quest of oll resuorces, jet-plants
and other military targets.

The count of the Flying Forl-
ress and Liberator virtories was

More tham 1,500 were heavy
bombers and they struck while
Frangfurt, Stuligart and Berlin
still burned from massive RAF
nocturnal blows.

DENVER — There's a war on,

The Superbombers have sched-
uled 13 opponents, among them
the lowa Seahawks at Lincoln
Oct. 7, Fort Warren at Denver
Nov. 11, Washington University
at Spokane Nov. 18 and Fourth
Air Force of Mhrch field at Den-
ver Nov, 26,

The Superbombers represent
the carefully screened football
talent of some 40 air bases in 14
states, mostly west of the Missis-
sippl.

The pass-packed backfield Is
commanded by LL Glenn Dobbs,
All-America from Tulsa Unlver-
sity In 1942 and Service All-
America from Randolph Field
in 1943.

We visited the “sun room,"
where about 20 women sat. “Hello,
Bessie,” the physician greeted the
first. “And how are yvou feeling
this moming?™ “Somewhat bet-
ter, doctor,” the patient sald shy-
ly. He studied her closely and
we noticed that he not only knew
every detall of her particular case,
but . her background as well
Aloud he said that she really did
seem improved today.

As he made his rounds approxi-
mately one out of every three pa-

greeting; looked longingly into his
eyes and asked when they might
go home.

It is useless to look for pad-
ded cells—for there are none—
and it s almost impossible to
find a siralt-jacket. Most pa-
tienis are free to visit about the
wards as they please and only
those are confined (o their
rooms who might endanger oth-
ors.

WASHINGTON — The other
day a distinguished writer came
to the White House with a request
for material for an article on the
role of the President as Comman-
der-in-Chief. He proposed to do
a documentation of the Presi-
dent’s function which, if only be-
cause of the Inside information it
contained, would stir national in-
terest,

To the President's advisors,
this was a tempting prospect.
Such an article would almost in

ftself have served as refutation of
the Republican charge that the
role of Commander-in-Chief Is a
politieal inyention ecalculated to
help re-elect F. D. R, to a fourth
term,

Eventually, as with almost
every decision, the writer's re-
quest was put up to the President
himself. To make the article
stand up, the author had stressed
that he would have to have ex-
amples of issues which had been
settled by the Commander-in-
Chief — issues beyond the scope
of the generals and the admirals.

There ‘have been numerous
such Instances in the course of
this extraordinary global war, and
the President is convinced that
history will sustain his interpre-
tation of the vital Importance of
the Commander-in-Chief. But the
voters in November will not have
the benefit of the judgment of
history 50 or 60 years from now,

Here was a chance to let them
know,
Yet the President’s final decl-

slon was no. As he put it to his
press secretary, Stephen Early,
his reasoning went something like
this:

“No matter what Instance 1 cite,
1 should probably offend some-
one. I might offend certain of our
own-mbitary men, because there
has never been perfect unanimity
on any Iimportant decision; or
perhaps, even more serious, I

might offend certain of our Al-
lies. I can't do IL."
In this Incident, It seems to

me, Is partly the explanation of
the President’s Irritability at cer-
tain of his recent press confer-
ences. He feels himself a prisoner
of circumstance. It is more or
less impossible for him to reply
to the Republican attack ’

Writer Requests Material On
Role Of FDR As Commander

An even deeper psychological
motive may lle behind the stern,
often peevish attitude he has re-
cently shown. Decisions that he
took, or at any rate helped to
shape, are Jeading to world-wide
victory over enemles that many
pessimists only three or four
years ago pronounced invineible,
Now he must feel, if only sub-
consclously, that he should be
above the kind of political attack
which belittles the role of Com-
mander-in-Chief,

What the President apparently
forgets Is that, war or no war, he
is In the midst of a bitter political
campaign. He forgets that he has
made enemies whose hatred Is so
implacable they would be less in-
clined to forgive him for success
than for failure. For his successes
prove them to have been wrong.

Something else enters in here,
too, or so [t seems to me. The
President and the men closest to
him have been so completely ab-
sorbed in the war that they've
been inclined to let problems
here at home solve themselves.
You frequently hear around the
White House this sort of thing:
“Oh, that will take care of itself
when we win"

It was used to brush aside all
sorta of troublesime gquestions.
Unfortunately it hasn't worked
out that way. Complications on
the home front have Increased
rather than diminished as the
fempo of the war has been step-
ped up toward victory.

Inevitably, perhaps, the em-
phasis Is still on war. The Immin-
ent Roosevelt - Churchill confer-
ence will take up issues of para-
mount importance concerning the

tratement of Germany and the gerg

shift of the chief war effort to
the Pacific. Incidentally, military
men make no secret of how care-
fillly they avold any subject that
has even faint political overtones,
as many of these problems do.
