Gin, De-Linting Plant 
To Be Built at the H b 

Reduced cotton acreage for Par-
mer County this year apparently 
is not dimming the outlook from 
the standpoint of the ginner, who 
is showing an ever-increasing in-
terest in the area as a cotton-pro-
ducing section. 

This week an announcement was 
made that another gin would be 
added to the county, this one to 
be one-half mile west of the Hub 
community, and in addition, a de-
linting plant would be installed—
the first industry of its kind in 
the area. 

Seven local stockholders joined 
together to make the venture a 
reality, organizing and receiving 
their charter as a corporation 
only a short time ago. 

Included in the group are W. 

The directors of the Parmer 
County Farm Bureau met in Fri-
ona Tuesday, Feb. 8, at 8 in the 
evening. In the business meeting 
that followed, the members decided 
to start their membership drive 
with a kick-off supper, March 1. 
Goal for this year is 775 members 
in Parmer County. 

A letter from A. R. Grauer on 
cotton allotment 'investigation was 
read by A. J. Ellison, member, and 
was then discussed by the other 
members. Hadley Reeve was ap-
pointed secretary of the organiza-
tion, and a weed committee will 
be appointed by Archie McCutchan 
and Gilbert Kaltwasser and they 
will give a report on their findings 
at the next meeting. 

A discussion was held on butane 
and a committee consisting of J. T. 
Jones; Ralph Miller, L. F. Bruns 
and Bruce Parr was appointed 
to arrange a county-wide meeting 
on this subject and road tax pro-
cedure.• 

The kick-off supper to start the 
membership drive will be held at 
Friona School-cafeteria at 8:00 in 
the evening on March 1, as mem-
tioned above. The captains of the 
drive will meet Tuesday, Feb. 21, 
and these captains are Charlie 
Calaway, Archie McCutchan, J. T.

A fire which started in the 

room of a en"“; ..!:bccupant destroy-
ed 'one unit •VnE1 heavily damaged 
two others at the Illini Courts in 
Texico Tuesday afternoon. No one 
was injured, hit damage from 
fire, smoke and water was severe. 

Warmer weather, thrusting life 
into young wheat that either has 
been grazed off or frozen back 
during cold winter months, is now 
stirring both man and plant into 
action as another growing season 
approaches. 

Spring is traditionally thought 
of as planting time for the 'farm-
er, and so it is, but at the mo-
ment, there is one crop on the 
High Plains that is way ahead of 
"planting season." It is irrigated 
wheat. 

In Parmer County, an estima-. 
ted 20,000 acres of this winter 
grain are greening up now that 
most of the severe cold is past, 
and farmers anxious to take 
every means of insuring a top 
yield are fertilizing and water-
ing—or getting ready to. 
There's not much that can be 

done for the 80,000 acres of dry-
land wheat that is trying to "hang-
on" for more moisture. That's 
pretty well up to the mind of 
Mother Nature. 

But on wheat that's under ir-
rigation, it's a different story. 

Wheat is beginning to joint out, 
and soon heads will form as the 
plant enters another stage of 
growth. This, says County Agent 
Joe Jones, is a critical point in 
successful irrigated wheat pro-
duction, and one that requires 
careful timing by the farmer. 

is important to encourage 
the plant to form the largest head 
pos§ib)e, because from these heads 
will come the possibilities of a 
bigger yield," explains the agent. 

"To insure success, for those who 
plan to fertilize, it is advisable to 
have fertilizer and plenty of water 
available for the young wheat at 
the point when the heads begin 
to form.". 

That's just what many farmers 
are doing, too. Wells are running

Santa Fe Facilities 

, The Santa Fe Railroad gave away 
a sizeable investment in water 
facilities to the towns of Texico 
and Farwell last Friday morning, 
and The Tribune didn't carry a 
line on it. 

This was a little embarrassing 
for us and seemed to be a trifle 
disappointing to • several of our 
readers, who wondered, for in-
stance, why we didn't print any-
thing on the transfer when the 
Clovis paper did. 
We have to admit that we do

For reasons still a mystery to us 
and the railroad, a news release 
carrying in detail the story behind 
the transaction .never reached our 
desk. 

It was supposed to have been 
mailed Feb. 7 from the company 
in Amarillo, but up until now it 
still has never reached us. 

This is offered to the general 
public in the way of an explana-
tion, and not necessarily as a con-
demnation of the company for let-
ting us get "scooped" on a story

This sound judgment was inter-
rupted by a loud crash a few 
evenings later, and as we survey-
ed the remains of the car which 
we had decided to "tough it out" 
with for a while longer, the op-
portunity to succumb to the lure 
of a new automobile proved to be 
too great, and we used the wreck 
as a face-saving excuse for spend-
ing money we didn't need to 
spend, on a new car.

a '55 model, however, it puts us in 
the position of being able to say 
authoritatively what we have 
thought about these new styles ever 
since they were introduced. 

Swept-back windshields, for in-
stance. All new cars have'em, so 
what's the advantage, style-wise,. 
to have a car with a swept-back 
windshield today? 
The only thing that we have 

discovered this fad to be good for 
is to curve out of proportion ob-
jects which are viewed from the 
extreme left or extreme right side 
of the windshield. As we drive 
along, it is mildly amusing to ob-
serve a passing object swell in 
size, then suddenly twist into a 
grotesque shape as our line of 
vision moves through the cured,  
area. This diversion can be dan-
gerous, however. 

And if you hadn't noticed it 
before, we will now call your at-
tention to the fact that the highly 
popular "ventilator" glass in the 
forward part of the front doors 
is now about three inches wide.

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This Will Get Mind Off Yourself 
(Unless You're a Preacher) By NOLA DRAGER 
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We think the following from the Andrews paper 
is worth a reprint. 

SO YOU HAVE ULCERS 

We rather enjoy the following article by a 
Baptist preacher in a neighboring city .that ap-
peared in print recently and pass it along to 
our readers. We imagine the epistle represents 
the feelings of not only Baptist preachers but lead-
ers of all flocks: 

"I read an article sometime ago which stated 
that nearly every modern business man was sup-
posed to have at least one ulcer. Several reasons 
were listed as being chiefly responsible—one was 
the labor problem, another was the keen competi-
tion, high overhead and several other things. 

When I read this article I could not help from 
thinking how many ulcers the poor business man 
would have if he worked under duch trying circum-
stances as a Baptist preacher. 

Suppose, Mr. Business Man, you were over-
seer of 2,000 workers, (about the member hip of 
our church) suppose that only 50 percent ever 
showed up for work at any one time, and of the 
remaining 50 percent only about half of them with 
any degree of regularity. And suppose that if only 
one out of every five of your workers showed up 
after lunch (like our evening service) and every 
time one of them had a slight headache 'or company 
to visit them they "took off" that day. And every 
time it thundered or even a slight flash' of lightning 
appeared in the sky 75 percent of your workers 
pulled the cover over their heads and never appear-
ed for duty that day. Suppose your workers only 
worked "when they felt like it" and still you must 
be very sweet and never fire one of them. To 
get them to work . you beg them, plead with them, 
pat them on the head, pet them, tickle them on the 
chin, and use every means under the sun to try 
to get them to do the work. And suppose you were 
in competition with a notorious rascal (the devil) 
who had no scruples and was far more clever.  than

It is a known fact that you are 

repaid in proportion to your ef-
forts. Perhaps FB isn't represent-
ing your interests exactly as you 
wish but it is a democratic organi-
zation and is guided by majority 
vote. You indicate something is 
wrong with your local FB. Let us 
tell you exactly what it is! We are 
not strong enough. 

Texas ranks first in the number 
of farms (approximately 330,000) 
and farmers. Texas ranks third in 
total cash ($2.2 billion) receipts 
from farming. Is there any doubt 
that farming is the most impor-
tant industry in the state? 

Yet, there are 11 states which 
have more FB members. In 1953 
Texas had 53,195 members. Illinois, 
which has 135,000 fewer farmers 
than Texas and $175,000,000 less an-
nual farm income, had nearly four 
times as many FB members in 
1953. 

Nine states which outrank Texas 
in FB members actually have less 
annual farm income than Texas. 

Illinois and Iowa have only a 
combined total of approximately 
70,000 more farmers than Texas. 
Yet, these same two states have 
approximately 280,000 more mem-
bers than Texas. Even our south-
ern neighbors, Arkansas, Kentucky 
and Alabama, lead us in FB mem-
bers. Their combined income is 
about 1/2  billion less than Texas, 
yet in 1953 these three states had 
203,620 FB members; nearly four 
times Texas membership. 

Despite the fact that we are big 
producers of basic and non-basic 
crops we are being outvoted on 
some issues vital to us by states 
with bigger and more active FB 
memberships. 

We think it is a personal chal-
lenge to each farmer in Parmer 
county to aid in making the 1955 
FB membership drive a Bang-Up 
success. If lie is a active member, 
become more active. If he is not 
active, become active. 

We have a potential of nearly six 
times as many members in Texas. 
Let's get them and make our-
selves heard. 

Now, then what are the Farm 
Bureau policies relative to the sup-
port price of grain sorghums? 

We quote from our 1955 Texas 
FB policies as adopted at our last 
convention by the majority of the 
voting delegates of the entire state 
organization. These policies, inci-
dentally, were adopted verbatim by 
American Farm Bureau Federation 
at the national convention. 

WE QUOTE: "We recommend a 
price support level of 90% of parity 
for basic and non-basic commodi-
ties as long as supplies are in line 
with demand. We will diligently try 
to set up a crop allotment pro-
gram that will effectively bring 
supplies in line with demand. If 
supplies are not in line with de-
mand, we favor a price support 
level that will decrease 1% in sup-
port level for each 2% increase 
above normal supply." 

Fellow member, we suggest that 
you and all members of Farm 
Bureau think long and thoroughly 
before you even suggest the pos-
sibility of one commodity group 
fighting another commodity group. 
The reason we say this is that 
FB is well aware of the fact 
that we never were able to legis-
late a satisfactory Farm Program 
until after years of hard work when 
we were finally able to pull all,  
commodity groups (on a large 
scale) into one farm organization, 
thereby having power enough to 
effectively legislate a farm pro-
gram.  

For the past several weeks Par-
mer County Farm Bureau has been 
assembling information (one of 
the necessary tools of accomplish-
ment) relative to the grain sorghum

which have been grazed, this fer-
tilizing and watering should be 
done in February or as soon as 
livestock is removed in early 
March. 

Jones points out that irrigation 
should be avoided after the wheat 
has passed into the late boot stage, 
unless the crop shows signs of 
wilting. 

"The wheat plant is susceptible 
to injury from lack of oxygen 
which may occur after rains or ir-
rigation late in the growing sea-
son," he explains. 

In addition, late irrigation may 
produce conditions favorable for 
the spread of plant rusts. 

Up until now, fahners striving 
for top production under irrigated 
conditions have: 

1. Pre-irrigated their seedbeds. 
2. Seeded an adapted variety. 
3. Increased the seeding rate to 

60-90 pounds per acre. 
4. Fertilized at seeding time 

with nitrogen and phosphorus 
fertilizer. 

5. Irrigated the crop soon after 
stands had been established, and 
after fertilizer had been applied. 

Other tips for high yields: Water 
should be applied early and al-
lowed to penetrate deeply into the 
soil so that it will be available to 
the plant during the fruiting per-
iod. 

"With proper attention to im-
proved practices, it should be 
possible under irrigation to pro-
duce average yields of 40 to 60 
bushels per acre/' says Jones. 
Verified reports of 70 to 85 

bushels are on hand now. 
Greenbugs—annual threat to a 

wheat crop—are beginning to show 
up pretty generally over the county, 
according to Agent Jones, but "not 
in alarming numbers as yet." 

Many farmers are wondering if 
irrigating their wheat will help 
control the bugs, using as a 
theory the possibility of drowning 
them or "running them out of the 
fields." 

The answer to this, says Jones, 
is no. At least, experience would. 
seem to point to that conclusion. 
About the only thing that might 
be considered an asset in ir-
rigating wheat for the purpose of 
controlling insects is that the 
water will supply a little extra 
plant vigor which might enable 
it to better resist the onslaught 
of the greenbugs. However, be-
lieves Jones, this benefit is con-
sidered negligible. . 
The years of 195Q and 1951 were 

disastrous for wheat farmers, when 
greenbugs were considered even 
more responsible than dry weather

for stopping the wheat crop in its 
tracks. 

Although in some instances large 
numbers of the 'bugs have been 
sighted, Jones believes that con-
ditions are not comparable to those 
four years ago, and he expects 
that as weather warms and per-
mits ladybugs (the natural green-
bug control . insect) to multiply, 
they will take control of the situa 
tion. 

Insecticides have been known to 
be effective at certain times and 
under certain conditions, observes 
the county agent, but attempts to 
control. 'bugs by these methods 
in this area have largely met with 
little success. 

Jones urges farmers who are 
anxious to learn the latest methods 
in control measures to call on him 
at his office for literature and 
advice.

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organization know who he is and 
what his suggestions are. 

We know of no organization or 
institution to which we belong that 
is perfect, even in our far-from-
perfect judgment; but when we 
have complaints or suggestions to 
make regarding improvement, we 
go to someone within the organiza-
tion who can or could take action 
on our suggestions. We may as 
well go on and say that our ideas 
have not always received enthus-
iastic support where they have been 
heard, though sometimes they 
have. 

These experiences have helped 
us to understand, rather forcibly 
in some cases, that our ideas and 
those of some of our fellow mem-
bers are not exactly alike.

Bills of sale covering a steel 
tank 24 feet around and 60 feet 
high, with all connections, a pump 
house, pumping equipment, cas-
ing, and 146 feet of iron pipeline, 
were given the two civic repre-
sentatives.
