Quite a bit 
of ginning was being taken east 
and south simply because the rush 
in Parmer was too great.

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When Christmas season rolls 
around, Mrs. G. D. Anderson is 
reminded that it is date pudding 
time, and looks up her recipe file. 
"Ordinarily, I just cook," says Mrs. 
G. D. Anderson, "and don't worry 
with recipes." 

In fact, Mrs. Anderson had to 
think a minute when we asked 
her for her favorite recipe. She 
says she learned to make date pud-
ding from Mrs. Arthur Haley, who 
was at one time in charge of the 
Farwell lunch room: All the child-
ren just loved for date pudding 
day to come around, she says. 

To make date pudding, dissolve 
3 cups of brown sugar in 3 cups 
of cold water, in deep baking dish. 
Set aside. Then sift together, 1 cup 
sugar, 1 cup flour, 1 teaspoon bak-
ing powder and a pinch of salt. 

Add one cup sweet milk and one 
teaspoon vanilla to the dry in-
gredients. Then flour one cup, 
chopped dates, and one cup chop-
ped pecans. Add to dough mixture. 
Drop the dough into the brown 
sugar and water without mixing 
the two. Bake 30 minutes, about 
400 degrees. 

The brown sugar mixture then 
makes a sauce for the pudding in 
the baking process. 

* * 

Here it is, only the first week in 
December and the whole country is 
Christmas conscious. We went on a 
short shopping spree, about 45 
minutes, this week, and have one 
sure premonition. As Christmas 
week draws nearer, our pocketbook 
gets weaker. 

There are so many things adver-
tised, practical, impractical, but 
mostly original. One of the most 
unusual things we have. heard 
about is a coffee maker that plugs 
into the cigarette lighter of an au-
tomobile, and brews up two cups 
of java while you are driving 
doWn the road.

Home Economics 
Building Completed 
On School Campus 

Recently completed, the home 
economics building is the newest 
addition to the Bovina school sys-
tern. 

Spacious rooms, built-in cabi-
nets, and beautiful interior, deco-
rating are the eye-catching fea-
tures. There are six rooms, a large 
entrance hall, and two ladies' 
lounges. Natural woodwork, pan-
el doors, and asphalt tile floors 
are used throughout the building. 

The outside double doors in the 
front of the building are painted 
a bright yellow. These doors open 
into a large entrance hall painted 
a light shade of cocoa brown. A 
built-in display case, with glass 
sliding doors, covers one wall. 
Beige asphalt tile covers the floor. 
A drinking fountain stands in one 
corner. 

In the large room adjoining the 
entrance hall, the same color 
scheme is used. 

The sewing room is a pretty 
shade of pink on the walls, white 
ceiling, and beige tile on the 
floor. It is equipped with new 
sewing machines and has large 
closets with built-in drawers. The 
sewing tables have not been re-
ceived as yet. 

An adjoining room is done in 
light green. The outstanding fea-
ture of this room is a large slid-
ing door closet. 

Pastel blue walls, grey tile on 
the floors, and a large walk-in 
closet with built-in shelves com-
pletely around it, is the plan of 
another room. 

Elaborately equipped and attrac-
tively designed is the huge kitch-
en. The lower half of the wall is 
done in white tile bordered in a 
deep shade of blue. Lighter blue 
is used on the upper wall with 
white ceilings and grey tile on 
the floors. 

The kitchen is equipped with all 
new appliances including both gas 
and electric models.. They consist 
of four stoves, two refrigerators, 

. an electric dishwasher, deepfreeze, 
and three electric mixers. 

Four double sinks line the out-
side wall surrounded by built-in 
',cabinets painted white. A wide 
snack bar extends from the wall 
into the center of the room. The 

• tops of the cabinet and snack bar 
are finished with white marbleized 
tile. 

Bright canary yellow is the col-, 
or of the laundry room adjoining 
the kitchen. Grey tile covers the 
floor. The room is equipped with 
two new automatic washers and 
an `electric ironer. 

The building has a furnace room 
holding two large blower-type gas 
heaters. 

Two ladies' lounges, one off 
the entrance hall and one adjoin-
ing the laundry, are most beauti-
fully decorated. The front one has 
white tile on the lower half of the 
wall, bordered in black. The up-
per wall is finished in brilliant 
red. Built-in cabinets and drawers 
line one wall and are painted grey 
to match, the woodwork and the 
tile floor. 

The other lounge has grey tile 
bordered in red. .The upper half 
of the walls is also done in grey, 
along with the woodwork, cabinets 
and floor. 

The homemaking department 
was able to move into the new 
building on the school campus the 
first of last week. Although there 
is still much to be done to the 
building, they have the kitchen 
completed and the other rooms 
will be used this year as class-
rooms and will be furnished next 
year. 

The girls are now working on 
linens for the new building and 
are busy, washing windows, wax-
ing floors, and getting everything 
into first class shape. They will 
serve food during the invitation-
al basketball tournament and they 
are making preparations for this.
