Important Election For Parmer Residents 
Slated For Saturday, September 29th 

Robert McCorkle and a crew of 
workmen were here Monday run-
ning a survey on Garwood Street in 
Texico with the evident view of 
closing the unpaved gap at an early 
date. 

McCorkle said it was his opinion 
a maintenance crew of the New 
Mexico Highway Department would 
move in at an early date to close the 
1500 foot gap from Wheeler Ave. 
(the main street in Texico) along 
Garwood to intersect with the pave-
ment that comes to an abrupt end 
south of the Santa Fe tracks. 

"I was ordered to make the sur-
vey and that"s all I know about the 
job," Surveyor MCorkle said. But 
he did express the opinion that the 
gap. would likely be closed at an 
early date, "probably within the 
next 30 days," he added. 

The state road that extends seven 
miles south along the Texas-New 
Mexico state line built last year by 
the New Mexico Highway Depart-
ment. It came to a dead end in south 
Texico when right-of-way argu-
ments with the Santa Fe Railway 
Co. developed.

Means began his dairy herd near 
Bovina a year ago. He purchased the 
Ayrshires from Miles Olson of Wy-
noka, Okla., only a few weeks past. 
Asked why he decided to buy the 
Ayrshire, not a common breed, the 
owner said, 'They are good cows and_ 
I thought it was about time they 
were introduced to this section of 
the country." He pointed out one 
small cow who gives five gallons of 
milk per day, and added that such a 
record isn't unusual for the Ayrshire 
breed of cattle, originally of Scot-
land.
