Although early, the barley prov-
ed to be of excellent quality, and
weighed 49 pounds per bushel.
No. 1 barley is required to test
47 pounds, says Potts. The grain
tested 13 percent moisture con-
tent,

Curtis sold his first load at $2.15.
He estimates that his yield of 60
acres will average between 25 and
30 bushels per acre—a yield con-
sidered satisfactory with the condi-
tions under which the grain was

% | numbers,

Insects Show Up
On Young Cofton

Cotton insects are making their

appearance in young cotton fields-

of Parmer County, reports County
Agent Joe Jones this week.

He said the situation was “not
_alarming, but does bear watch-
ing” at this date.

So far, trouble has come pri-
marily from aphids or lice which
have retarded growth of young
plants by their parastic action.

“We have quite a few lice in lo-
calized spots over the county,” said
the agent.

The danger ih letting lice get
out of hand in young cotton is not
so much what the immediate ef-
fects will be, says Jones, but
what the effect will be later of
extending the time necessary for
the plant to reach maturity.

“Eventually, beneficial insects
such as lady bugs will multiply and
take over the lice,” reports Jones,
“but the trouble with waiting on
lady bugs is that the lice may slow

| down the young plants so that early

fruiting will be set back seven, ten,

™ | or more days toward frost.”

In cases where lice appear in
the agent recommends
spraying as a control measure. At
the same time, farmers will be as-
sured of knocking out fleahop-
pers and thrips if there happen to

|be any in the fields at such an

early date.

As for the cotton outlook as a
whole, the agent believes it to be
satisfactory, with most growers.

Communists Don’t Fear Guns:
But They’re Scared of Truth

The United States is pouring over $60 billion
«dollars per year into a military machine that is
designed for one purpose: to scare off communists.
But the facts will show that the Red Star boys
aren’t any more afraid of our atom bombs and
huge military outlays than if we carried broom-
sticks. '

We don’t mean to suggest that this isn’t the
‘thing to do, and we believe as do others that a big de-
afense budget is essential in this day of world perll.

However, others besides our gun-toting Uncle

~Sam are battling communism, and we think that

the success that they have been having merits note
by other Americans. Maybe we need to encourage

In fact, we’d put the shortage of quality residen-
tial rent property as one of the outstanding factors
limiting growth in the communities mentioned. We
are sure this condition prevails all over the Western
Plains where irrigation has multiplied the expected
growth rate many times over.

Now, we're not talking about made-over shacks
—there are too many of these in our towns to start
with, We are talking about modest, but nice frame
houses with things like hardwood floors, doors that
Mvill open, appliances that will’ work, and perhaps a
little lawn, a few shade trees, and some flowers here
or there. {

There is a crying need for this type of housing—
something decent, but not fancy. There are scores
of families who are permanent or at least long-
term possibilities for such facilities, if they could
only be had.

Everybody has gone hog-wild over investing in
land that can be developed by irrigation. Why doesn't
somebody see the light and put some extra cash
into a few decent rent houses? We feel sure it
would be a profitable investment.

The following is the story of Par- |

mer County delegates’ trip to 4-H

curity payments has been notified |
concerning the new rules as to how |
much earnings a person may have |
and still be eligible to receive these
payments. John R.
Manager of the Amarillo Social Se-
curity Office, says that most peo-
ple now realize that they can have |
earnings of as much as $1200 per |
year, starting in 1955, without l(Jssl

of any Social Security payments.
It appears that most people realize,
also, that there is no longer any-
restriction as to the amount of"
earnings a person may have after-
he is 72 years of age without the-
loss of his Social Security pay-
ments.

“It appears, however, that many"
people do not realize that starting
in 1955 the earnings restriction ap-
plies against all earnings from self-
employment or wages, regardless
of whether such earnings are cov-
ered by the Social Security Act,””
Sanderson says. Before 1955, he-
pointed out, only covered earnings-
were considered in applying the-

Sanderson, work deductions in the law. Starting

in 1955, all earnings count. Thus
the earnings of a school teacher,
although not covered by the Social
Security Act, are included in the
$1200 work limitation.

We would never acquire fame for
our ability to make coffee. Al-
though we have improved our
method of brewing this beverage,
somehow, it isn’t always as good as
the drink made by some gals down
the street. Since we have been sub-
jected to our own coffee for many
years, however, we have about ac-
quired a taste for it. We still like a
change and enjoy being invited out
for a taste of someone else’s coffee.

But we ran across something
this week that might help us, and
some of you might find it interest-
ing also. It is coffee-making hints
from the Coffee Brewing Institute.
We include their recommendations
below.

Drip Method

1. Pre-heat pot by rinsing with
hot water.

2. Measure drip-grind coffee
into filter section.

3. Measure fresh boiling water
into upper container. Cover.

4, When dripping is complete, re-
move upper section. It is important
to stir brew thoroughly before serv-
ing.

Vacuum Method

1. Measure fresh cold water into
lower bowl. Place on heat.

2. Place filter in upper bowl. Add
vacuum-grind coffee.

3. When water boils, reduce gas
heat or turn off electricity. Insert
upper bowl with slight twist.

4. Let most of water rise into
upper bowl. Stir water and coffee
thoroughly. In one or two minutes,
water boils. Remove from heat,

5. When brew returns to lower
bowl, remove upper bowl. Coffee is
ready to serve. '

Percolator Method

1. Measure fresh cold water into
percolator. Place on heat until
water boils. Remove from heat.

2. Measure regular-grind coffee
into basket.

3. Insert basket into percolator,
cover, return to heat. Percolate
slowly six or eight minutes after
water shows faint color.

4. Remove coffee basket,
serve.

Play Hide-'N-Seek
With Refrigerator

“Do you play hide-and-go-seek
with the food in your refrigerator,
or does everything have its place?”
This question is asked by the
Homemaker’s Institute at Servel,
Incorporated, as a reminder to
homemakers that the gas refrigera-
tor has been scientifically con-
structed to preserve all types of
food.

The modern 1955 gas refrigerator
provides three types of cold: dry
cold, normal cold and moist cold.
The humidity and temperature of
each is balanced for the ideal
preservation of foodstuff.

The dry cold is found in the Ice
Maker or frozen food compart-
ment at the top of the gas refrig-
erator. In this area, say the spe-
cialists, should go frozen desserts,
fresh meats and poultry, and all
frozen foods. They also recom-
mend that the freezer compart-
ment is large enough to allow
for economical volume buying at
special sales. Of course, the auto-
matic Ice-Maker eliminates the
need. for ice trays.

In the “normal” cold portion of
the refrigerator chamber, which is
the middle section, goes the largest
proportion of the family's food-
stuffs, including milk, butter, eggs,
coffee, cheeses, beverages, baby
foods, and canned goods which are
best served cold. This is the area of
the refrigerator which neither
freezes nor provides extra mois-
ture.

Makings for crisp salads and
dewy fresh fruits, however, thrive
in the ‘dew action” freshener—the
covered polystyrene containers in
the lowest section of the refrigera-
tor.

There are tricks, too, to wrapping
foods for refrigeration in order to
take advantage of the scientifically
balanced cold conditions. It’s wise
to cover almost everything, the
Servel home economist advises, ex-
cept for short-term storage.

Meat, which requires a small
amount of air circulation for best
preservation, should be covered
lightly with waxed paper. Poultry
should be covered completely to
prevent drying and discoloration.

Even when in a hurry, it's best
not to shove leftovers directly into
the refrigerator from their stove-
hot pans and pots. They should be
cooled to room temperature first.

If this is the time in your house-
hold for the purchase of a new
refrigerator, the Servel experts re-
mind you that gas refrigerators
have the revolutionary automatic
Ice- Maker, no moving parts in the
freezing mechanism to wear out
and a ten year warranty on the
freezing unit—which is twice as
long as that given on any other
refrigerator.

We don’t know the outcome of the
bill to levy the three cent ad
valorem tax for water develop-
ment program. We're afraid it be-
came law, but Senator Gilmer
Corbin of Lubbock and Andy
Rogers of Childress made concert-

ed efforts to defeat it.

The two senators mentioned
above also worked hand in hand
with Farm Bureau in fighting the
two cent increase in the gasoline
tax. They were successful in forc-
ing a change to one cent, which was
well worth the effort. One basic
reason for Farm Bureau people
insisting on some reasonable tax
on natural gas leaving Texas, in-
stead of the increase in gasoline
tax 1s this fact: Highway gasoline
tax amounts to about 83 per cent in
Texas, paid mostly by Texans.
The tax on natural gas, which

leaves the state in vast quantities,
is only 9 per cent. We believe that

Your Texas Farm Bureau has
served you successfully and well
during the legislative session juskt
ended. Nineteen bills supported by
Farm Bureau were approved by
the legislature.

One bill of particular interest to
farmers of this area is HB 485,
related to control of noxious weed
seed In planting seed. The prim-
ciple interest in this bill came from
those interested in eliminating
bind weed.

Parmer County’s weed commit-
tee, originated by your farm buream
directors at your request, has re-
ceived wide publicity for its work.
A. R. McCutchan, s Bruns and
others went to Morton last week,
upon invitation to relate workings
of the committee and its pro-
gram. It is highly probable that
this movement, started early, wilk
avoid great economic loss due to
spread of bind weed that would
have otherwise occured in Parmer
County.

Your directors will welcome any
suggestions you may have for
resolutions to be presented to Conn-
ty members in October. Remember
that Farm Bureau is the only farm
organization that maintains a staff
in Austin at legislative sesstoms.
Consequently, it is only farm organ-
ization that can have recognition
worthy of your support.

That is to say, .cities on the |

terest to the readers of The Trib-
une. Both were prepared in the
offices of the High Plains Under-
ground Water District in Lub-
bock, and were drawn from rec-
ords of the State Board of Water

Engineers and the U. S. Geo-

logical Survey.

Both have to do with the same
subject—the decline of the water
table in the High Plains .irriga-
tion district—but both deal with dif-
ferent periods of time.

It will be noted that the map
at the left covers a one-year period
ending with January of 1955. The
second map covers a period of
nearly ten years, also ending with
January of 1955.

Both maps have information on
them which is significant for all
persons interested in the continued
development and use of under-
ground water for agricultural pur-

poses.

Residents in and near Parmer
County will be quick to note that
our immediate area is not nearly
so drastically affected by pumping
as have been several areas to the

east and south.

The area of greatest decline is|
in a spot west of Floydada in Floyd |
County, where the decline has been |
more than 12 feet in one year, and |
more than 60 feet in the past)|
ten.

As can be observed in the first
map, Parmer County has had a
decline of less serious proportions,
and the southeastern one-half of
the county shows a drop of from
four to eight feet in the year end-
ing January, 1955,

A narrow marginal area bound-
ing the northwestern edge of the
heavier shaded area indicates a

The remainder of the county, ac-
cording to the map, suffered no
measurable decline in the 12-
month period.

However, in order to get an ac-
curate picture of the county’s
water situation, it should be noted
that because of the newness of ir-
rigation development in the north-
western area, little information has
been available in records taken by
the State Board of Water Engi-
neers.

Gordon Willis, geologist for the
High Plains Underground Water
District, who prepared the maps,
pointed out Monday that the north-
western part of the county is out
of the ‘“controlled’” area where
wells are periodically checked to
ascertain water table conditions.

He indicated that in the near
future this area of checking would
