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How you state a problem 
apparently makes a big dif-
ference whether you do or do 
not have a problem. Several 
instances of "defining" away 
a problem have become ap-
parent to us recently. 

We noted that Senator George 
McGovern referred to a mas-
sive new government spending 
program as a "public invest-
ment." Well, of course, "in-
vestment" usually refers to 
adding to the public wealth; so 
calling government spending 
"investment" is a brilliant 
stroke of semantic genius. 
Doesn't it thrill you to know 
that good old Uncle Sam will 
make a $500 billion "invest-
ment" this fiscal year? 

Next comes the National 
Education Association in an 
outstanding run for the fur-
lined thundermug, emblematic 
of high level stupidity. Their 
mind boggling entry concerns 
the latest decline in SAT 
(Standard Aptitude Test) 
scores reported recently. the 
NEA reasoned that since these 
tests no longer reflected what 
was being taught in the 
schools, the tests should be 
changed. Since these tests 
were designed to measure 
basic skills, such as reading 
and mathematics, one wonders 
what is being taught in 
schools. It looks like "to heck 
with basic skills" let's change 
the tests and not our teaching 
philosophy.

"Looks like a poor one, boys," says J.W. "Indian" Crim as he pointed to the direction of the 
smoke and made his annual forecast of the coming year's weather and crop outlook. Crim's 
reading of "little rain and poor crops" was indicated by the southwest wind which was 
wafting gently as the sun rose March 22. Crim has been making the weather predictions 
Indian style at dawn every March 22 since 1922 at the old Crim homestead near Clay's 
Corner. Some 20 relatives and friends were on hand for the traditional gathering Wednesday 
of this week.

Little Rain, Poor Crops 

American farmers involved 
in the American Agriculture 
movement continue to pour 
into Washington, D.C., in a 
tireless effort to alert Con-
gress to their plight and to try 
and influence the passage of a 
bill designed to give agricul-
ture in this country a much 
needed boost. 

This past week was no 
exception as an estimated 
10,000 farmers again trekked 
to the nation's capitol to tell 
their side of the story. Two of 
the mass of farmers were 
Jimmy Curtis and Richard 
Haseloff, representatives of 
the Farwell strike office which 
is currently housed at Inter-
state Fertilizer. They were 
accompanied by Archie Bell, a 
Clovis farmer. 

Besides attending rallies and 
participating in last Wednes-
day's parade down Pennsyl- 
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does not go along with 
violence or breaking the law. 
"One of the reasons I went to 
Washington was to show sup-
port for the American farm," 
Curtis said. 

While in Washington they 
toured the Smithsonian In-
stitute, encountering a bus 
load of New York school 
children who "were very 
interested in what we had to 
say," Curtis said. 

The local farmers agreed 
that they did not encounter 
anyone, from taxi drivers to 
tourists, who were against 
either the farmers or what 
they are trying to do. "We 
even talked to tourists from 
Canada," Curtis said. 

The Washington adventure 
was a first for Haseloff who 
said he went "because some-
one needed to go. It's time to 
do something if the movement 
is to accomplish anything," he 
said. 

For Curtis it was a second 
trip to the nation's capitol as 
he was stationed at Fort 
Bragg 12 years ago during the 
racial riots. 

"I went because I wanted to 
see what was going on," 
Curtis said. "I really think 
something will be done now; I 
just hope it will be the right 
thing." 

ing to Curtis, "there were a 
lot more than that." 

While in Washington Curtis 
and Haseloff met with Alex 
Mercure of the Farmers Home 
Administration. They also 
talked briefly with Congress-
man George Mahon and visit-
ed with several aides. 

"Everyone listened to us 
and they were concerned," 
Curtis said. "I think the trip 
was successful. We have to let 
Congress know what we want 
and what we don't want." 

Curtis went on to say it is 
still very important to write 
your congressmen concerning 
the farm issue. "That's what 
we were told in Washington," 
he said. "They want to hear 
from the people about all the 
issues from the Panama Canal 
to the farmers, etc. Tele-
grams and letters are most 
effective," he said. 

Curtis and Haseloff said that 
farmers are still in Washing-
ton and will remain there until 
some .actiop is taken on a 
farm bill. "I'm really for 
this," Curtis said. "I don't 
approve of stopping trains, but 
I do think as many farmers as 
possible need to go to Wash-
ington, not only to try and 
influence the right people but 
also to see in general what is 
going on." Curtis said he sup-
ports AAM up to a point but

He settled in the area in 
1922, working on a section of 
land his father had purchased 
one mile west and one mile 
north of Clay's Corner. Crim 
retired from farming in 1967 
and moved to Muleshoe. But 
each year since then he has 
trekked back to the old home-
stead to conduct the annual 
ceremony at dawn on March 
22. 

winds this year," he said. 
Crim added that "there will be 
changes after planting time." 

For Wednesday's ceremony 
Crim was clad in a dark blue 
jacket and matching cap 
rather than the Stetson hat he 
usually wears. The fire was 
built just a short distance 
from the old Crim homestead 
near Clay's Corner. Tradi-
tionally, the fire is made from 
old trees and branches stacked 
in 'the shape of a teepee. 

Crim has conducted the 
annual ceremony on the home-
stead place since 1922. He 
made the ceremony public in 
1952, drawing a lot of publicity 
in the intervening years. 

Family members keep 
scrapbooks of the annual 
event, complete with news-
paper clippings and personal 
photographs. 

Crim learned the weather 
predicting procedure from his 
father who worked on the rail-
road. Every year, on March 
22, his father noticed several 
fires attended by the Indians 
in the area. The Indians were 
secretive about the nature of 
the • fires, so Crim's father 
asked a sheepherder who told 

As the blood red sun peaked 
over the horizon Wednesday, 
Mar. 22 — the second morning 
after the first official day of 
spring — J.W. "Indian" Crim 
was standing by the fire to 
read the drifting smoke in the 
annual weather predicting 
ceremony. 

Approximately 20 family 
members and friends joined 
Crim for the traditional "read-
ing of the wind." 

Last ycar at this time Crim 
was ill and unable to attend 
the ceremony. In his absence 
Crim's sons Buck, Weldon and 
Max carried on the tradition. 

The blaze was lighted at 
6:50 a.m. Wednesday just as 
the sun began to rise and 
within seconds a roaring fire 
began to consume the pile of 
wood. Then "Indian" Crim 
went to work. 

According to the local pre-
dictor, the smooth southwest 
breeze which gently swirled 
the smoke indicated another 
dry year and poor crops for 
farmers. However, Crim said 
he could not foresee any hail 
or severe wind storms. "We 
will have a lot of straight.

"A 50 percent 
lay out will equal about 100 
percent parity," Curtis ex-
plained. 

According to Curtis, two 
other bills are also being 
considered — the Humphrey-
Hawkins Bill and the Hodge 
Bill — but he admitted that 
they did not know too much 
about them. "We tried to find 
copies of those bills but none 
were available," he said. 
"They appear to be long range 
bills," he added. 

While the local farmers 
were in Washington violence 
erupted when a few farmers 
apparently broke into the 
Department of Agriculture 
building and spent the night. 
"We did not participate in any 
of the violence," Curtis said. 
"All we heard were second 
hand reports of what hap-
pened." 

However, he said they felt 
that the Washington news 
media did not present a clear 
picture of what really happen-
ed last week. They made it 
seem worse than it was, he 
said. Curtis also stated that he 
felt that the media under-
played the number of farmers 
involved with last week's 
demonstration. Some reports 
indicated that only 2,000 farm-
ers were involved, hut accord-

Hamil has served 
under the Eisenhower, Nixon, 
Ford, and Carter administra-
tions, and is responsible for 
loans of over 26 billion dollars 
in 46 states. 

The Administrator was raised 
in a farming and ranching 
area in Eastern Colorado and 
recalled the time when public 
utilities refused to supply 
service to the rural area. "It 
is estimated that at least three 
consumers per mile were 
needed to break even, and in 
that area, there was one 
consumer to every 1.5 miles .. 
this was far from break-even, 
but the rural electric coopera-
tive served it anyhow. The 
REA has made loans of over 
twenty six billion dollars to 
rural electric cooperatives and 
less than forty-four thousand 
dollars has been classified as 
bad &Ms." 

Hamil commended the local 
cooperative for holding down 
electric costs, even when the 
percent of the electric dollar 
going to purchasing power has 
skyrocketed from 45% in 1974 
to 60% in 1977. The increase in 
electric bills must be credited 
to increased KWH usage. This 
average has increased from 
about 300 KWH per month in 
1963 to over 2100 KWH in 1977.

The resurrection of Christ is also 
the pledge of the believer's resurrec-
tion in glory. In I Peter 1:3 the Apos-
tle breaks out in a doxology: "Blessed 
be the God and Father of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, who according to His 
abundant mercy hath begotten us 
again unto a living hope, BY THE 
RESURRECTION' 	OF . .,1ESUS 
CHR4ST FROM THE DEAD," And 
our Lord Himself said what no other 
could possibly say: "I AM THE RES-
URRECTION AND THE LIFE; HE 
THAT BELIEVETH IN ME, 
THOUGH HE WERE DEAD, YET 
SHALL HE LIVE" (John 11:25). 

Finally, the resurrected Christ is 
a warning to the world of judgment 
to come: "BECAUSE GOD HATH 
APPOINTED A DAY, IN THE 
WHICH HE WILL JUDGE THE 
WORLD IN RIGHTEOUSNESS BY 
THAT MAN WHOM HE HATH OR• 
DAINED: WHEREOF HE HATH 
GIVEN ASSURANCE UNTO ALL 
MEN, IN THAT HE HATH RAISED 
HIM FROM THE DEAD" (Acts 
17:31). "NOW is the accepted time" 
(II Cor. 6:2), "BELIEVE ON THE 
LORD JESUS CHRIST AND THOU 
SHALT BE SAVED..." (Acts 
16:31).

The resurrection of Christ further 
assures us that God is fully satisfied 
with His payment for sin, for "WHEN 
HE HAD BY HIMSELF PURGED 
OUR SINS (HE) SAT DOWN ON THE 
RIGHT HAND OF THE MAJESTY 
ON HIGH" (Heb. 1:3). "FOR BY 
ONE OFFERING HE HATH PER-

REASONABLE NOTICE ON 
NEW OPEN MEETING LAW 

The Texico Board of Educa-
tion met in a regular session 
on March 14, 1978, and decided 
that reasonable notice to the 
public as required in Chapter 
91, Laws of New Mexico, 1974, 
would be as follows: 

U.S. farmers will depend on 
the Federal Crop Insurance 
Corporation (FCIC) to protect 
more than $2 billion of 1978 
crop investments, including a 
record number of Texas farm-
ers. 

Notice of a regular meeting 
will be a written notice 
published in the State Line 
Tribune and the Clovis News 
Journal at least seven days 
prior to the regular meeting or 
by annual notice since the 
Board meets the second Tues-
day of each month. A notice of 
a special meeting shall be 
given by posting a notice on 
the Texico High School bulle-
tin board at least one day 
prior to the meeting. A notice 
of an emergency meeting will 
be posted on the Texico High 
School bulletin board as soon 
after an emergency arises as 
is possible. 

Gaines, Stonewall and Yoa-
kum Counties in Texas.

The 
loan will provide for the 
construction of approximately 
17 miles of 69 KV transmission 
line, one 3750 KVA substation, 
and one 7500 KVA substation. 
Approximately 5.5 of this 17 
miles will run Eastward, 
beginning at a point located 
approximately 4 miles North 
of the intersection of F.M. 
Road 2943 and US Highway 60, 
in Deaf Smith County. From 
thence, it will run East about 
3 miles, thence North about .5 
miles, thence East about one 
mile, thence North about one 
mile, to the 3750 KVA sub-
station. Approximately 11.5 
miles of this line will begin at 
a point located about two 
miles South and 1.5 miles West 
of the intersection of F.M. 
Road 1058 and F.M. Road 1057, 
in Deaf Smith County. From 
thence, it will run in a South-
westerly direction along the 
Tierra Blanca Draw about 8.5 
miles. Thence North about 3 
miles to the 7500 KVA sub-
station. 

The loan also provides for 
increased capacity of two 
existing substations and for 
reinsulating of another exist-
ing substation in order to 
increase voltage output. These 
increases will not involve any 
additional structural work. 
Finally the loan provides for 
approximately 200 miles of 
underground and overhead 
distribution line and for ap-
proximately 150 miles of 
reconductoring and reinsulat-
ing on existing lines. These 
improvements will be in 
Castro, Parmer, Oldham and 
Deaf Smith Counties. 

These facilities will make it 
possible for the Cooperative to 
meet the increasing demands 
for electric power of the 
member-owners. If there are 
comments on the environ-
mental aspects of the proposed 
construction, it should be 
submitted to the Cooperative 
on or before April 15, 1978.
