Three new directors on the
board are Alfred Hicks of Laz-
buddie, Thomas Rhodes of
Bovina, and Mark Williams of
Farwell. Returned to the board
for another term each were
David Goddard and David
Grimsley, both of Friona.

Outgoing members of the
board are D.C. Herring, Law-
rence Jameson and Gilbert
Kaltwasser

Directors of the Appraisal
District are nominated and se-
lected by the governing bodies
of the voting taxing units in the
district, including county, city,
town, and gertain school dis-
tricts within the Appraisal Dis-
trict. Special entities such as
hospital districts, utility com-
panies etc. do not vote in the
director selection process, nor
does Lhe general public vote on
directors.

To be eligible to serve on the
district board, a person must be
a resident of the Appraisal
District and have established a
residency in the district for at
least two years immediately
preceding the date he or she
takes office

There are no established re-
quirements as far as knowledge
is concerned to be eligible for
election. However, knowledge
and expertise in such areas as
accounting, management, per-
sonnel administration, and real
estate knowledge are helplful
with the directors’ duties

According to the State Pro-
perty Tax Board, the effective-
ness and smooth operation of
the Appraisal District requires
planning and cooperation by the
Appraisal District directors,
chief appraiser, and appraisal
staff. The groundwork, how-
ever, begins with the policies
and goals established by the
board of directors. The quality
of the tax system at the local
level depends to a great extent
on the actions taken by the
members of the Appraisal Dis-
trict board of directors organi-
zation and operation of the

Appraisal District.

The name is derived from the
California State Constitutional
amendment number 13 that was
passed several years ago that
effectively put a limit on that
state's taxation and spending
and that of other local entities.
The Texas group hopes to
eventually pass similar legisla-
tion in this state.

In the meantime the organi-
zation suggests several things
that local taxpayers can do to
bring sense into the fiscal af-
fairs of local taxing units.

First, they recommend that
you pay more attention to those
you elect. If candidates don't
have the qualifications to be a

careful spender of their own
money before they are elected
they won't develop that trait
when they are turned lose with
public money.

If a governing
body adopts a tax rate that will
bring in more than an eight per-
cent increase in the tax revenue
of the past year the voters of
that unit can limit the amount of
the tax increase to eight percent
through a petition and election
procedure.

Carr urges all citizens con-
cerned with the ever-rising bur-
den of taxation to join the Texas
13 movement and put limits on
government spending and-taxa-
tion.
