From Farwell School nurse Lu Ann Fillpot:

Last March, “Smile Programs,” which features mobile dentists, came to
Farwell Schools, and we had a decent turnout (about 30 students).

This program travels about the country servicing schools. Its dentists are
state licensed who conduct a complete dental exam and provide preventative
care (teeth cleaning and sealants).

They accept Medicaid, CHIPS and most other dental insurances. These serv-
ices can be provided to families that need financial assistance and there are
subsidized fees for those who choose to PAY for preventative care.

It’s quite easy to sign children up for these services and Farwell Schools
handed out applications to students last week, with dismal return. Only 11 stu-
dents signed up.

This is a voluntary program, but, as the school nurse, | see so many students
with tooth aches related to horrendous tooth decay.

Many parents have Medicaid and/or CHIPS but are not taking their children to
see a dentist. Whether it is because it’s hard to get off work, or they have no
transportation, I’'m not sure.

But the “Smile Programs” can be a solution to a problem.

I have rescheduled “Smile Programs” to come to Farwell Schools on Dec. 17.
Parents need to be proactive in their child’s health, which includes their dental
health.

We are blessed to have our own dentist right here in Farwell and | encourage
parents to use Dr. J.R. lvins or any dentist of their choice. If they could like to
use “Smile Programs” they need to fill out an application (if they haven’t done
so already) and that’s it.

The dentists will arrive at Farwell Elementary on Dec. 17 and set up their
mobile dentist office in the library. Your child will already be at school and will
be escorted to the library where they will watch a video on proper oral hygiene
and proceed to have their teeth cleaned, etc.

Smile Programs does not fill cavities or pull teeth, but provide a report of
services performed and problems found for parents to take to a local dentist.

I have many applications in my office, if parents are interested. They may call
me at 481-9131, ext.

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Texico introduces Common Core curriculum

Texico Schools, as part of a New Mexico initiative,
have a brand new curriculum this school year.

New Mexico, 45 other states and the District of
Columbia have adopted the Common Core curricu-
lum for grades K-12 in both English and math.

Its purpose is to present critical concepts needed
for success in college and careers and study them in
depth. It emphasizes comprehension and the practi-
cal application of knowledge.

Basically, the new curriculum teaches fewer con-
cepts, but more in depth. Students will understand
the concepts well, be able to apply that knowledge
and use higher-level thinking skills.

Dee Rae Timberlake, a teacher at Texico Junior
High, is the communication liaison between
Common Core and Texico Schools. She is part of a
25-person committee in New Mexico that shares
weekly communications about Common Core. Her
job is to gather pertinent information and bring it
back to Texico so that the school can understand the
changes coming in the future.

Mrs. Timberlake describes the difference in
Common Core to the older styles of curriculum.
“Basically, instead of digging over the surface of 20
miles of curriculum, Common Core takes a shovel
and digs 20 miles deep in concept areas. This cur-
riculum will offer our kids the best opportunities for
success in college and careers.”

She believes Common Core will raise the bar for
students. “Concepts presented in 3rd grade last year
will appear in 2nd grade now and possibly even in
1st grade.”

The curriculum is designed to challenge students
and incorporate more technology than before. By
design, the K-3 grades began with Common Core
curriculum this year while grades 4-11 will transition
next year. Already, changes in technology have
been implemented in the elementary.

Elementary Principal Todd Estes explains, “The
elementary students now go to computer lab every
day for 30 minutes. Also, classes have 'pods’ of
computers in their classrooms for student use. We
want to make sure that the students have the tech-
nology training necessary to meet their needs in
future college and career paths.”

Estes says the standardized testing will also
change with Common Core. Tests administered to
students will be computerized and students need to
receive the proper training.

This year will be a “Bridge” assessment that uses
part of the old Standards Based Assessment test
procedures and part of the new PARCC system.
PARCC stands for Partnership for Assessment of
Readiness for College and Careers and is the new
assessment vehicle for Common Core.

The tests will be taken on-line and will examine
many kinds of student work, not just multiple choice
answers. Over the next few years, all testing will
transition to PARCC assessments.

Estes feels the curriculum will be more rigorous.

“There will be higher expectations for students.
For example, they will not just read a passage of text
— they will now be expected to use more critical
thinking skills to give the text meaning. They will
restate the idea, determine their feelings about the
text, be able to cite the text, etc. The Common Core
provides meaning to concepts that affect our stu-
dents’ success in the future.”

Common Core is designed for English and math
but integrates all subjects. The reading and writing
concepts are incorporated into social studies and
science lessons as part of the student's day.

“The teachers are cooperating to integrate all
their lesson plans to meet the Common Core since
all the concepts are tied together,” says Estes. They
also have many outside resources due to the same
curriculum being adopted in most other states.
“Everyone is on the same page and it is easier to
share information now.”

Common Core was designed to provide a quality
education for students regardless of their location.
For example, if a student leaves his current school
district and enrolls in another during a school year,
the curriculum will match in both places. He will not
be lost at the new school, but can pick right back up
with the same curriculum. With this structure,
organizers hope students will receive a better educa-
tion in the long run.

Estes also says teachers have worked to prepare
for the new curriculum. “They attended trainings
and professional development seminars over the
summer and will continue to learn about Common
Core.”

He believes Common Core will change the style of
teaching for some because not so many areas have
to be covered during the school year. “Common
Core narrows down the concepts but teaches them
really in depth. How the teachers get there is still
their own style — it still boils down to good teach-

—_—( )

ing.”

Mrs. Timberlake agrees, “We have strong educa-
tors here at Texico, so Common Core is not a huge
shock to us. We are ‘right on target’ for transitioning
to the new curriculum. There will be new technolo-
gy, but no concrete guidelines just yet. Right now,
we are getting ready for the changes, especially the
PARCC assessments, and preparing our teachers
and students.”

The Rams started at their 35. Alan Valles broke up
a pass. A QB pressure by Madrid forced an intercep-

On offense, Portales completed a short pass but
Myers forced a fumble by the receiver, then recov-
ered the ball for Texico.

He also said it could be looked at as not being fair
to businesses on Main Street who have higher costs
involved with their operations.

No action was taken.

- Discussed paying fire department and EMS
workers who live outside of town. Workers who live
in town receive free water as a thank-you from the
city for their work. Jason Crawford, who lives out-
side of town, asked about workers who are outside
of Farwell and don't receive a water bill each month.

Mace said they might look at offering $50 worth of
gas each month or sending them $50 a month as a
thank you.

Volunteers receive no
pay other than the satis-
faction they feel when
they have saved lives,
eased pain, or comforted
families in emergency
situations.

The two-way radios
they carry are on their
hips every day, all day, in
their work, in their time
with their children, and
even in the worship in
their churches. The

In today's world, we
find ourselves dealing
with inconsiderate driv-
ers on highways and
street, and in parking

“walkie-talkies” stand on
their chargers on the
bedside table through
each night, and in every
situation, day or night,
the distinctive tone-burst
and details of an emer-
gency call will propel
each volunteer to their
car or pick-up, hurrying
to help their neighbors in
need.

Each volunteer is
required to complete
training regimens that
are nothing less than
Herculean, with hours
and hours devoted to
classrooms, labs, and
field experience.

Once certification is
obtained, training contin-
ues in follow-on courses,
in weekly meetings with
the other EMS volun-
teers, or in ever more

demanding exams
administered by the
state.

Meeting the volunteers
on both sides of the rail-
road tracks and watching
their responses to emer-
gency calls the last few
months have been real
learning experiences.

The amount and com-
plexity of their training is
incredible in accident or
disease situations. In
the brief minutes of the
most fearful situations,
siren screaming and
lights flashing, the driver,

just like the two trained
EMS volunteers tending
to the patient in the back,
have only one purpose
and focus -- to get the
patient to the hospital
alive.

We pass by these vol-
unteers every day, not
noticing the radios they
carry and not thinking
about the responsibili-
ties they volunteer to
shoulder and the danger
they might encounter.
They probably don’t
think much about it
themselves.

But something
changes when that emer-
gency tone-burst and
announcement comes
over the radio.

In that instant, in my
book, all of them stop
being just “other neigh-
bors.” For however long
the emergency may last,
they all become heroes.

Rec Center
rules changed

The Bovina City Council on Sept. 17 approved
changes for XIT Recreation Center policies after they
were recommended by rec center board liaison Stan
Mille.

- From now on, if you cancel your reservation
longer than 30 days out, you get all your deposit
back. If you cancel within 30 days, you lose the
deposit.

- Unsupervised membership. Previously, the Rec
Center was open for kids 13 years old and up. This
is now changed to 11 years old and up.

- The center will close at 5 p.m. on Fridays when
the Mustangs are playing a home football game. The
Rec Center will only be open for members on those
days after closing.

- The release form. From now on, youths have to
only sign it once a year along with the legal guardian
signing it, too.

- If anyone brings drugs or alcohol to an event,
they will be banned for life from using the facility.
Previously, rules stated only that the event will be
terminated.

Any city employee can ban residents, and activi-
ties inside the Rec Center are videotaped, so city
officials can ban people from the center after review-
ing tapes.

-- If a person is unruly, they can be banned for 30
days from the rec center for the first offense; 60 days
for the 2nd offense; and completely for the 3rd
offense. In each case, if any damage is done to the
center, the person person will be held responsible
for repairs or replacement of any items damaged.

-- Lifetime passes are given families who donate
$500 to the center and businesses that donate
$2,000. This program will end Jan. 1, 2013. Future
donors will still be recognized on the wall, but they
will need to pay to reserve the building.

-- Youths under 11 can use the center only if they
are supervised by a relative 18 or older.

In other news, the council:

- Met with a representative of the Panhandle
Regional Planning Commission to discuss applying
for funding through the Texas Department of
Agriculture Infrastructure and Real Estate Program.

Bovina is asking for a little over half a million dol-
lars to increase the sewer and water facilities to pos-
sibly include the Cargill Sweet Bran plant with the
city facilities.

- Adopted new procedures for citizen complaints
and citizen participation in the Bovina Community
Development Block Grant Program.

The new procedures are in line with the state rules
and had to be passed for the grant.

- Tabled changes to the water rates in town. The
water rates may have to be changed if the Sweet
Bran plant is hooked into city water and sewer facil-
ities, but that has not been finalized.

In other business, the board:

-- Named the Underwood law firm, of Amarillo, as
its bond counsel inf the board goes ahead to seek a
bond issue to build a new gym.

-- Heard there is a possibility of mediation on the
disagreement between the school and the insurance
company over how much money the school should
get for the reroofing job.

City Council
okays budget

The Bovina City Council on Sept. 11 approved a
budget for 2012-2013.

The budget amount of $387,300 was approximate-
ly the same amount as last year's budget with no
notable changes in departmental funding.

There are several capital improvement projects
budgeted into next year's business including an
upgrade kit for the lift station, work on valve taps
and repairs for existing equipment.

Also, the city experienced a small increase in
property values for the past year. However, this
increase did little to affect the tax rate that was
approved at 0.5984 cents per $100 assessed valua-
tion -- the same rate as the previous year.

In other business, the Council:

-- Accepted a bid by WT Services to continue serv-
ices for Bovina. Although Windstream had also sub-
mitted a bid to the city, the Council gave a favorable
vote for WT due to satisfaction with previous service
and history of service.

-- Signed the official paperwork to retain group
health coverage for the City of Bovina through the
Texas Municipal League Intergovernmental Risk
Pool. There were no increases or other changes to
the coverage for this year.

-- Approved an agreement with the American Red
Cross for disaster coverage within the Bovina area.

It was decided that the Red Cross would move
into a pre-selected building, possibly St. Ann's
Catholic Church or the school building, in case of
disaster. These buildings would be used as a central
operating location to help victims.

Also, the Red Cross announced that a volunteer
certification class will be held in Bovina on Oct. 13 at
the XIT Recreation Center.

In order for area residents to volunteer during an
emergency situation, they must be certified by the
American Red Cross, so they encourage anyone
interested to sign up for this class.

-- Approved the budget for the city's Economic
Development Corporation for 2012-2013. Jeff
Steelman, president of the EDC, presented a budget
of just over $22,000.

The EDC has about $2,500 of planned training
expenses for the next year and $30,000 total in the
bank.

Steelman said the group would like to send com-
mittee members for more training and is looking to
add more committee members for next year.

At this meeting, Stan Miller was appointed to the
EDC committee to replace Randy Stone, who moved
outside the required 10 mile radius of Bovina.

-- Tabled a discussion on the water rate for
Bovina. Interim City Manager Scott Caldwell sug-
gested that the discussion be tabled until the rates
could be reviewed further and be presented as an
ordinance at a later meeting.

The Council felt that the wording on a water rate
proposal must be correctly presented since some
grant funding is affected, at least in part, by water
rate amounts for small cities.
