Send Christmas Gifts Early. 

Christmas pachages for men 
serving on naval vessels abroad 
must reach New York not later 
than November 18, Secretary 
Daniels announced on the 20th, 
in making public regulations 
governing the sending of such 
packages for men serving in the 
naval service both at home and 
in the war zone. 

The regulations provide that 
packages sent by parcel post 
must comply with the postal reg-
ulations and must be inclosed in 
substantial boxes with hinged or 
screw top covers so as to facilli-
ate opening and inspecting. 

All boxes sent by express arc 
limited to twenty pounds, should 
not be more than two cubic feet 
in volume, be of wood, well 
strapped and have' hinged or 
screw tops. 

No perishable food product 
other than those in cans or glass 
jars should be packed. 

All packages must be marked 
with the nrme and address of 
the sender, with a notation 
"Christmas box" and must be 
forwarded in care of the supply 
officer, fleet base, twenty-ninth 
street and third avenue, South 
Brooklyn, New York.

Reports today to the public 
health service showed the dis-
ease is epidemic in many West-
ern and Pacific Coast States as 
well as in almost all regions east 
of the 'Mississippi River. 	Its 
spread also continued in army 
camps, the number of new cases 
reported being greater than on 
the day before. 	13,605 new 
cases at training camps and 820 
deaths reported yesterday.

This includes peach, apricot, 
prune, plum, olive, cherry pits, 
date seeds, Brazil nuts, walnut, 
hickory, butternut and cocoanut 
shells. 

Such material collected in New 
Mexico should be turned over 
to the Red Cross Chapters and 
they will send this to collection 
centers for shipment. 	All ma- 
terial from New Mexico will be 
shipped to the Gas Division of 
the Chemical War Service, San 
Francisco, California, according 
to advice received by the Federal 
Food Administrator this morning.

European Method Of "Gas 
Cards" Is Suggested. 

The note of warning sent out 
last week by the War Depart- 
ment relative to the increasing 
needs of the army for motor 
fuels would seem to destroy any 
hope of an early abandonment 
of the "gasless" Sunday, says the 
New York Herald. The request 
of Dr. Garfield, Fuel Adminis-
trator, to stop Sunday motoring 
has resulted in an enormous 
weekly saving of fuel for war 
uses, but the "gasless" Sunday, 
nevertheless, is .not a complete 
success. 	Monday motoring is 
much heavier than ever before, 
and the man who is compelled 
to reach a distant point on Surt-
day may not travel on that day, 
but he gees on Saturday and 
returns on Monday. 

There is probably but one real 
way to conserve gasoline. The 
"gas card" as employed in 
Europe, even for ambulances and 
motor truck use, has Worked .out 
well. 	People will only conserve 
fuel all the time when they are 
put on a limited supply. 	It  
would not be difficult to ascer-
tain each car owner's require-
ments and then shave his own 
estimate of his fuel needs enough 
to make up a great aggregate 
saving' permanently and at the 
same time leave to the user an 
opportunity to conserve for his 
most essential needs.

Spirit Of American Army 
Described By Dallas Boy. 

In a lettei to his mother, Mrs. 
M. E. Cunningham, 800 East 
Ninth street, Lieutenant William 
Cunningham, who has been in 
France since April, tells of a 
touching incident which thrilled 
the soldiers in battle and which 
today is being repeated on many 
a battlefield. It reveals the 
spirit of the American soldier as 
nothing else could, says Lieuten-
ant Cunningham. It was as 
follows: 

 

"An American company lay in 
their positions for days, subject- 
ed to every fire, impatiently 
waiting permission from head-
quarters to charge the Gerinan 
lines and machine guns that lay 	aas,  
before them. 	They even peti- 
tioned their Captain to let them / 
charge without orders. Although 
he was as impatient as they, he 
knew that modern wart 	Ts 
waged along preconcey4d lines , 
and that all ef.f.e•:.rs must co-or-
dinate their wills and strength 
under the higher command. At 
last one day, while the Ameri-
cans were under heavy machine 
gun fire, a dusty, sweating dis-
patch runner came to the Cap-
tain, who was at some di-stance 
from the company's position with 
one of the Lieutenants, bearing 
the long awaited authority to 
turn the Yankees loose. 	The 
Captain started hurrying to take 
the news to his boys, but had 
only gone a short distance when 
he staggered and pitched for-
ward—a German machine gun—, 
it was a mortal wound—one of 
the kind that kills instantly. The 
Captain, by a superhuman effort, 
raised himself on his elbow and 
shouted in a cool voice to the 
Lieutenant: 'Lieutenant, the com-
mand is forward, see the boys 
through.' 	Then he pitched for- 
ward again and died, but died 
with his face toward Germany. 
And when those boys heard what 
had happened, they went out of 
their trenches like wild men; 
some of them crying like child-
ren, all of them hearing the dy-
ing words of their Captain, 
words that seemed to sing in the 
air over their heads: "The com-
mand is forward.' And the 
whole civilized world was thrill-' 
ed that night with the charge 
they made."
