Well permit regulations are|
going to be more rigidly. enforced
than they have been in the past,!
according to Raymond Euler,
chairman of the Parmer County |
Water Committee,

Wells that are drilled without
prior issuance of a pérmit will
be closed down and a permit for|
the use of such wells will
not be available. It is, therefore, a
responsibility of drillers and con-
tractors ,to require a permit be-
fore digging a slush pit for him,
in the interest of economy. A
slush pit will in no instance alter
established regulations for well
spacing and location.

"This strict adherence to regu-
lations is necessary for the pro-
tecion of irrigation farmers”,
says Euler. Bordering states and
interests within Texas still are
seeking means of giving the
state title to underground water.
One of their strongest arguments
is based on alleged slip-shod
occasionally employed
within the water district in is-
suing permits.

Their contention is that irriga-
tion farmers will not yield to
local boards, but must be put
under state compulsion, directly,
before they will consistently
comply.

“We believe farmers in this dis-
trict want to keep controls in the

hands of local citizens enough that
they will lend complete coopera-!

tion,” said Euler, “and we are
now prepared to prove it.” |

PMA Office Now Accepting
Emergency Feed Applications

and PMA chairman; G. D. Ander-
son, banker; Jack Woltman, ranch-
er; and Joe Jones, county agent.

As a suggestion to persons who
intend to apply for the feed, Camp
adivses they come prepared to
state how much feed will be requir-
ed for a 30-day period; how many
cattle or sheep and goats on hand;
and how much feed on hand at
that time.

This information will speed pro-
cessing of the applications, the
PMA man said.

Camp said he did not know
when the feed would begin arriving
here, but said it would be offered
at the following quotations:

Cottonseed meal and pellets, $35
ton; oats, 50 cents bushel; corn,
$1 bushel. These prices are ap-
proximately one-half of the cur-
rent market scale. An emergency
fund of $8,000,000 will be used to
make up the difference between
what the feed cost the government
and what it is sold for.

Here is the classification a farm-
er or rancher must fall into be-
fore he becomes eligible for the
emergency feed: To have founda-
tion herd of beef cattle, dairy cattle,
| sheep or goats, and be buying feed
at present time to keep the herd.

“We are very anious for anyone
who thinks that he might be eligi-
ble to come in and talk with us,”
said agent Jones. “And come in
right away, because the sooner
.we get an order for feed, the soon-
er we will have feed.

A large part of an estimated
80,000 acres of cotton in Parmer
County this year is being raised
under irrigation, and because of
the extremely dry and hot wea- |
ther which has prevailed for sev-
aral weeks, farmers who have
wells are ‘“pouring it on’” their
cotton fields. '

County Agent Joe Jones, who
has been keeping close tab on
the progress of this year’s crop,
exhibited some anxiety this

week over the methods being
used to water the cotton.

“Farmers should ‘lay off’ wa-
tering down the row,” said
Jones, “in order to give the cot-
ton a chance to get large enough
so it can be furrowed and water-
ed down the middles.”

Jones declared that the cotton
all over the county is in pretty
good shape, and virtually all fields
under irrigation can wait until the
plants are a little more fully de-
veloped.

“Where the irrigation farmer
has done a good job of pre-water-
ing,” he said, “the roots will go
deeper for the moisture that is
not available at surface level if
watering is held off for a while.

“Then, when :the plants start
fruiting, start putting the water to
the field.”

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A New Problem on fhie Plains

A person would think that as time
goes forward, and each succeeding genera-
tion better educated, better fed, and
more appreciative of the finer points of

ving, that most of the world’s problems
vould slowly iron themselves out, But it
just isn’t so.

There's a new problem to be dealt
with by Plains people that’s just around
the corner, and when they least expect it,
they're going to have to cope with it. That
problem is the one of racial intolerance.

For years and years, Parmer coun-

"ty and most of the rural areas of the High
Plains have been populated by people of
the Caucasian race, or “whites.” Con-
. versely, in recent years, a good deal more
rapidly than people imagine, representa-
tives of the Negroid race, (colored), have
been migrating to this area, where the de-
mand for labor in the face of tremendous
ricultural expansion has been high.

Already, truckload after truckload
of people from this race have been trans-
planted to our farms, where most of them
take up residence in a tumbledown, over-
crowded houses. A few manage to live
fairly decently, but most are leading a
hand-to-mouth existence.

Negroes are accustomed to this, be-
cause it has been their fare for centuries.
“*There the problem comes in, however, is

e matter of what to do when the two
1cses comingle in public places.

The hotbox of racial antagonism is
Joing to appear in our system of public
schools and in a very short time too, you
may be sure of that. The Texas statutes
provide that Negroes are entitled to the
same educational opportunities as whites,
and sooner or later, the matter will be with
us to solve.

' What will happen? Will new schools
be built? Will there be two buses on every
route: one for colored, one for whites?
How will this matter be settled? That will
be a problem for Parmer Countains to de-
cide, along with a great many people of
ither; areas who too ake untouched as yet
)y this decision.

To The Tribune, the matter is as

clear-cut as night and day. What we call a
“nigger” is a human being just the same
as anyone else. He, and every other man
was created by the same Hand. The Negro |
is an American, just the same as the proud-|
est white who can trace his family back|
to a signer of the Declaration of Independ-
ence. |

Every person who is honest with him- |
selt knows these basic truths. Until the|
anti-Christian barrier of racial intolerance |
is forever battercd down, the world will
never be at rest.

A Lovk Inio The Future

For a look into the future, let us

compare some figures obtained for
some of the past years in regard
to quantity of ground water avail-
able and the quantity of water
used. Some of the following fig-
ure§ are taken from various re-
ports of the Texas State Board of
Water Engineers and some are on-
ly estimates.

3,000,000 acre feet, which
divided into the 141,000,-
000 acre feet available
shows the supply will last
47 years. '

This figure does not imply that
we will have as much water as we
need for 47 years and then all the
wells will go dry. Note the increase
in the annual quantity of ground
water used in the area; the figure
of 47 years assumes a constant an-
nual withdrawal. Many pumps
have been lowered' in wells dur-
ing the past few years; numerous
wells have even been abandoned
and new wells drilled to obtain
adequate irrigation water. Some
areas are no longer able to irrigate
as the quantity of water available
is not sufficient. Conversely, new
irrigation wells are being develop-
ed in some areas for the first
time.

The depletion of our available
water will be a gradual decline of
water levels; at different rates in
different parts of the area. Many
well will probably be producing
irrigation water a considerable
number of years after the major-

Annual

ity of the wells have gone dry.
During the past few years—ev-

—p————

en tho more water has been used
—it undoubtedly has been used
more wisely. The use of irrigation
tubes, concrete lined ditches, un-
derground irrigation systems,
more accurate knowledge as to
date of irrigation and the quantity
of water to apply all have shown
that we are no longer thinking of
“mining” our ground water but
that we are seeking an optimum
yield of our wells.

What should we do concerning
our ground water? If we knew of
an infallible solution to the prob-
lem, I am sure that the majority
of us would be acting accordingly.
It is a problem that involves a
study of groundwater hydrology,
geology, engineering, economics,
and philosophy. Perhaps the ques-
tion cannot be answered correctly
at this time. Nevertheless, I
would like to point out several
possibilities that deserve serious
consideration. .

Some of The Possibilities

1) We could exploit our re-
sources as was done years ago.
When the resource became ex-
hausted we could then worry
about how or where to live. This
does not present a too delightful
prospect for the generation of to-
morrow. On the purely business
side, however, if our investment
in a ranch, cotton farm, or vege-
table farm would have an econ-
omic. profitable return in 20 or 30
years (including interest on the in-
vestment and salable valuation of
the property at the end of that
time), some might argue for con-
tinued use of the ground water
with no restrictions. This presents
one of the biggest problems of
economics and philosophy.

2) It has been suggested by a
few that we restrain our use of
ground water to equal that quan-
tity added annually to the storage.
This is comparable to a bank ac-
count—where it is difficult, to
say the least, to take out more
than we put in. I believe we are
cognizant of the fallacy of this
suggestion. It would mean that we
could either only take out some-
thing in the order of 30,000 acre

}fcet a year, or induce recharge in
the area amounting to almost one-
half of the annual precipitation.

3) Several individuals have sug-
gested that we can, or will in the
future, obtain our ground water
supply from beds below the Ogal-
lala—from the so-called “redbeds.”
| In fact, this had been attempted
|in several areas without much suc-
cess. According to geologic prin-
ciples, it is generally not feasible
to expect water in sufficient quan-
tity or quality in the ‘““redbeds.”
These beds contain numerous
shale and clay layers that are com=
paratively impervious to water
and little water is able to seep
down into the strata below the
Ogallala. In this area the ground
water does not reach the “redbeds®
or the Ogallala from below—as
has been inferged by some.

Approach With Caution

It is possible that there may
exist some small local areas where
there may be a possibility of ob-
taining water from the ‘“redbeds.”
Before drilling a well with such
I expectations, several thousand dol-
lars might be saved by an investi-
gation of the area by a trained
professional geologist, hydrologist,
or engineer specializing in ground
water.

4) Areas in Illinois, Wisconsin,
central and southern Arizona, and
in portions of California have
been ‘mining’ ground water for
a number of years. Some wells in
California pump from depths
greater than 500 feet to irrigate
valuable crops. In the Central Val—‘
ley of California the approach to
to the problem has begun, and al-
though it will be expensive and
take some time to complete, it will
provide an example of using a
ground water reservoir to its max-
imum practical extent.

We have learned a great deal
about when, how, how much, and
why to irrigate. Many devices
have been put to economic use in
the field of irrigation. As contin-
ued research suggests methods for
us to follow we shall somewhat al-
ter our methods to conform with

a more optimum use of ground

Recharge Possibilities
There are {wo suggestions I
would like to mention that involve
a geologic engineering approach to
the problem. In several areas—not-
ably California—there has been
considerable study of artificial re-
charge of the ground water reser-
voir. This offers a serious line of
investigation that may prove eco-
nomically applicable to the plains
area. It is doubtful if a large pro-
ject for the benefit of the area as
a whole could be undertaken;
however, in small areas where
playa basins are present it is
worth investigating. On a single
'farm, or in an area consisting of
several adjoining farms, one, two,
or three, recharge wells might
well prove valuable. In each area
factors dependent upon ths
amount of surface water collected
in the playa, depth to the acquifier,
the characteristics of the acquifier,
and the type of recharge well
would need to be studied for an ef-
ficient program of artificial re-
charge by wells. Several such
wells have been started in the area
and many more are sure to follow.
The other suggestion is in re-
gard to the location of the well
site. A prospective well site should
be selected with care—not only
in regard to the ‘“high point” (as
all would .rather have his well on
the “high”), but also in regard to
geologic conditions existing in the
area. Wells with the longer life may
be those located where the bottom
of the Ogallala is at the lowest
elevations, and those that pene-
trate the entire thickness of the
Ogallala. Wells should not be lo-
cated near areas where rocks of
Cretaceous are exposed (as in the
southern part of the district).
Most Promising Well Sites
In general, the more promising
well sites are those to the east,
south, or southeast of basins, con-
yons, or sandy areas. As the di-
rection of flow of the ground wa-
ter is generally southeast, this ar-
rangement would place a more
favorable recharge area “up-
stream” from the well. The size
and spacing of wells should be in-
vestigated thoroughly for each lo-
cal area to produce the most eco-
nomical results.
Our inventory of the ground-
water hydrology of the southern
High Plains has passed the pre-
liminary stage and most of the
users of ground waier are no
longer engaged in ‘““mining.”’ The
more data that is gathered and the
more research and investigation
that is accomplished, the more
we will know about our ground
water problems in the most eco-
nomical manner. )

Supplies and mach-
inery are so terribly high it runs
the price of our jobwork up be-
fore we know it

Yes, we could do work cheaper,
but it would look cheaper, too. Our
theory is that it is better to do a
good grade of work and ask a reas-
onable profit over what it costs us
to do it, than to turn out a sorry
piece of work and do it for a bar-
gain.

In the main, printing prices
here are no higher than they are
elsewhere, although it is pos-

Our Terrible Thirst

If your town doesn’t have to worry about its water supply,
you’re lucky. A lot of towns do.

Trouble is, some communities never dreamed that they
might double and triple in size, that new industries would .
come to town, that citizens would use more water than ever
before: We’ve reached the point where we use about 1100
gallons per person a day in the United States.

Yet why should water be short when 25 times our needs
falls from the skies every year?

Unhappily, it doesn’t always fall when and where we
need it most. Many reservoirs were built with no idea that
towns would grow so fast. And 759%; of our communities
rely on water from lakes and streams. Today many of these
are polluted and require treatment before use.

When faced with a shortage, cities suddenly discover to
their sorrow that new water sources take time to complete.

For years General Electric has contributed toward de-
velopment of better and more efficient water-works equip-
ment.
