New tax values will go into
effect this year, County Judge
Loyde Brewer says. The men
will be paid $1.50 an hour plus

Best land in the county will
be valued at $10 per acre. This
value will drop as low as $4.

Sheriff Chas. Lovelace has

It appears that the 1959 crop
year will set another record
in the Parmer County area in
use of commercial fertilizers.

Farmers have discoveéred
that each year their land is un-
der irrigation the high with-
drawals of soil nutrients with
such heavy cropping practices
increases the need for sup-
plementing natural plant foods.

Fertilizing takes its place
along with plowing so far as
getting ready for a crop is
concerned. Most often, it is
begun just after the crop from
the previous year has been
taken off and the stubble shred-
ded or plowed in. Then, fer-
tilizer is often applied before
planting time to make sure the
food is available or the plants
when they come up,

Nitrogen is the most com-
monly used fertilizer, because
it is the one that crops use the
most of in growing. Nitrogen
alone has been the fertilizer
standby of many a farmer on the
High Plains in years past.

However, other needs are
being felt now, including the now
almost-universal practice of
combining phosphorus with nit-
rogen when fertilizing cotton,
In the case of applying ferti- ‘
lizer in advance of planting,
the county agent, Joe Jones,
has this suggestion;

““If you are planning to use
nitrogen and phosphorus on your
cotton land, use markers when
putting the fertilizer on so that
when you come along later and
do your listing the lister ridges

On the subject of breaking,
County Agent Joe Jones com-
ments, “It is certainly bene-
ficial in some years. It is one
of the best ways there is to
loosen up the ground down to
nine or 10 inches,"’

will be over the bands of fer-
tilizer."

Different practices are re-
[quired for different crops.
|Some farmers use nothing but
nitrogen on their grain
sorghum, but nearly all use
nitrogen combined with phos-
phorus for cotton, regardless
of whether they farm ‘‘tight”
or ‘'sandy’’ types of land.

Fertilizing for graim sor-
ghums is now in the planning
stage and most farmers will
get started on this work in ad-
vance of planting time. The
county agent believes that farm-
ers should well consider coming
back with an additional side
dressing of nitrogen fertilizer
in about 35 days.

‘‘Sidedressing and ~ top-
dressing is getting to be more
popular every Yyear,” says
Jones. For one thing, itdoesn't
keep the farmer’s investment in
fertilizer tied up as long as
some other methods, and for
another it insures a supply of
plant food when the crop needs
it. It is not subject to the
common hazard of leaching out
of the plant root zone by pre-
irrigation.

Line 9"
pie plate with pastry; roll out
top crust. Combine sugar,
flour, salt and 2/3 cup cheese.
Sprinkle half of mixture in lined
pie plate; heap apples on top,
Sprinkle with lemon juice.Cov-
er with rest of sugar mixture,
remaining cheese and cream;
adjust top crust, Bake 45 min-
utes, or until apples are tender.

To retain the original color of
vou wash-and-wear garments,
observe the following tips:
1—Whenever possible, use cold
o1 cool water for wushing and
Finsing.
2—For heavily soiled, children’s
and sports clothing, use hot
or warm water, but keep the
washing time short—not more
than H minutes.
3—If vor wash these garments
in vour washewr, do not pack
it too full.
