
Charter Received -- 

Alcohol Cooperative Becomes A Reality 
In August of this year a 

meeting was held with the 
purpose of trying to form a 
local area cooperative for the 
production of alcohol to be 
used in the manufacture of 
gasohol. 

At that time 34 local grain 
producing farmers and several 
interested businessmen attend-
ed that meeting at which time 
the plan for such a unit was 
explained along with steps to 
becoming a cooperative. 

Interest ran high and work 
began immediately to secure 

those wishing to become 
members of this co-op. Pledges 
of about 1,000,000 more bushels 
of grain are needed toward the 
plant's comsumption. 

A meeting will be held on 
Tuesday, Oct. 23, at 8 p.m. 
CDT in the Muleshoe Civic 
Center for all persons interest-
ed in this co-op. 

All farmers who have pre-
viously signed up are very 
urgently requested to attend 
this meeting. Contracts and 
grower agreements will be 
available for inspection and 

the necessary ingredients for 
forming a cooperative. 

This week, Guy Austin of 
Farwell, chairman of the 
temporary board to explore the 
possibility of such a facility, 
reports that after five weeks of 
"putting the legal house in 
order, the cooperative has 
been checked and cleared by 
the Texas Securities Commis-
sion and a full charter has 
been received." 

The program is now a full 
cooperative and is chartered 
as Texas GPI High Plains 

Cooperative. By-laws have been 
passed and board members 
have joined and signed up. 

The organization's purpose is 
to assist farmeri in producing 
and marketing their products, 
and is also an opportunity for 
farmers to produce fuel as well 
as food. 

According to Austin, only the 
initial members would partici-
pate in the profits of this 
"closed" co-op, and each 
original member would be 
entitled to one vote on the 
board irrespective of how 

these need to be explained at 
that time, Austin says. 

All interested farmers who 
have not yet signed up to join 
the cooperation are also urged 
to come to this meeting. This 
will be a good opportunity for 
you to find out more and to 
join the co-op, says Austin, 
who stresses the fact that this 
will be a locally-owned Nation-
al Farmers Co-op; therefore 
making it possible to market 
members' products nationally 
in order to get the best possible 
price for their products.

Any farmer participating in 
this program would receive 
loan or market price for grain 
at harvest time with additional 
progress payments twice a 
year. 

No special storage facilities 
would have to be arranged as 
all grain would be hauled to 
local elevators or put in 
on-farm storage.

Rescue Green Tomatoes Before First Frost

Green tomatoes, picked be-
fore the first frost, can be used 
many ways that add more 
flavor to them and will prevent 
losing them to winter frost, 
says a foods and nutrition 
specialist with the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice, Texas A&M University 
System. 

"Green tomatoes aren't as 
top quality as the vine-ripened 
red flavorful ones, but they can 
be a delicious accompaniment 
to any meal. Try this method --
especially good with Mexican 
food -- slice, dip in buttermilk 
and flour, salt them and deep 
fat fry. The flour, salt and 
pepper and the fat add flavor 
to the green tomatoes," she 
said. 

"They are also delicious as 
ingredients in relishes or chow 
chow, mincemeat, marmalade. 
spiced green tomatoes and 
green tomato pickles. 

"But remember to harvest 
them before the first frost, 
because after they've been 
touched by frost, they aren't 
suitable for eating." the spe-
cialist said.

Wash green tomatoes, trim, 
and cut into small pieces or 
slices. To four pounds of the 
prepared tomatoes, allow two 
pounds of sugar, one-half 
teaspoon of salt and five 
lemons. Remove the peel of the 
lemons, cut it into thin slices, 
and boil for five minutes in one 
cup of water. Discard the 
water and repeat the parboil-
ing if the bitter flavor in the 
rind is not desired. Slice the 
lemon pulp and remove the 
seeds. 

Combine the tomatoes, su-
gar, salt, sliced lemon and 
drained peel. Heat slowly and 
stir until the sugar is dis-
solved. Continue stirring and 
boil for one hour, or until the 
mixture is somewhat thick and 
the fruit clear. Pour at once 
into hot sterlized jars and seal. 
Process in boiling water bath 
for ten minutes.

41 3 cups green tomatoes, after

2 medium-sized onions

1 2  teaspoonful of mace

SWEET PICKLE RELISH 
4 quarts green tomatoes 
4 quarts onions 
24 sweet red and green peppers 
2 bunches celery 
2 ounces mixed pickling spices 
5 pounds sugar 
2 quarts vinegar 

Cut and seed the tomatoes. 
Halve the onions and peppers. 
Let the tomatoes, peppers and 
onions stand overnight in salt 
water. The next day, grind 
these vegetables with the 
celery. Squeeze out as much 
juice as possible. Tie the 
pickling spices loosely in a 
cloth bag. Bring the sugar, 
vinegar and spices to a boil; 
then add the other ground. 
drained vegetables. Cook until 
the onions are tender and 
mixture is clear. Remove the 
spice bag. Pour into hot 
sterilized jars and seal. Pro-
cess in boiling water bath for 
ten minutes.

are some things you can do to 
prevent further complications 
until emergency medical help 
arrives. 

EXTINGUISH FLAMES 
First, make sure that the 

flames on the person are out. 
The advice of "stop. drop. 

and roll" is a good rule to 
follow. The natural reaction of 
a person on fire is to run, but 
that provides more oxygen for 
the flames. 

The person should stop, drop 
to the ground and roll. A 
blanket or other covering 
thrown around him will also 
smother the flames. 

REMOVE SMOLDERING 
CLOTHING 

Remove any smoldering clo-
thing. The longer it remains in 
contact with the skin, the more 
severe the burn will become. 

However, do not remove the 
clothing over the head --
pulling a burning or smolder-
ing tee-shirt over the head 
could cause the hair and face 
to become burned. 

Pull the clothing directly 
away from the skin.

No salves or ointments at 
this time are recommended. 

Actually. the burned area is 
sterile and it is necessary to 
keep it from infection from the 
surrounding environment. 

Don't put soaked sheets on 
the victim. This can increase 
the chance of hypothermia or 
loss of body heat which is very 
critical at this time. 

DON'T GIVE FLUIDS 
Don't give a severe burn 

victim anything by mouth, 
although they may ask for it. 

The reason for this is a 
condition called acute gastric 
dilation which may happen 
after a trauma. 

In this condition, the 
stomach fills with air and 
fluids. Giving the victim any 
fluids by moutn will only add 
to the problem. 

REASSURE VICTIM 
Reassure the person that 

help is on its way and comfort 
him as much as possible.

Retention rate for the scho-

a  successful," he said. 
IP Recipients of the scholar-

ships are chosen from the top 
students in area high schools 
who are members of National 
Honor Society or equivalent 
organizations. The scholar-
ships are offered to entering 
freshman students.

semester. 

Of the 213 in the fall 
semester of 1978 and the 190 
students in the program for the 
spring semester of 1979, the 
representatives grade point 
average was 2.89 on a 4.0 
scale.

Winter's office conducted a 
telephone survey and found 
that 16 percent now work, 25 
percent have married, 36 
percent have transferred to 
other colleges and universities 
such as pharmacy school to 
receive training they required 

the 322 new students, accord-
ing to calculations by Delton 
Moore, director of institutional 
research at WTSU. Moore used 
a "conservative figure" of 
$1,750 per student to compute 
the benefits. 

If the students remain at 
WTSU for four years, they will 
bring more than $3 million to 
the university. 

The number of students to 
receive the scholarships for 
this year is a 70 percent 
increase over last year's 
number. 

Fall semester of 1978, the 
first semester of the program, 
attracted 213 President's 
Honor Scholars. By spring 
semester of 1979, 190 of those 
students had returned for a 
retention rate of 89 percent. 

Of those 190 students, 154 
have returned for the fall 
semester of 1979 for a retention 
rate of 81 percent. 

What happened to 59 of the 

For the 1979-80 academic 
year, invitations were extend-
ed to students in Texas High 
Schools and high schools in 
New Mexico, Oklahoma. south-
ern Kansas and southeastern 
Colorado, Winter said. The 322 
students represent 123 high 
schools. 

"Salutatorians and valedic-
torians are always recog-
nized." said Winter, "but the 
other top students are not. The 
program brings in good stu-
dents with good ACT and SAT 
scores and they challenge the 
professors to do a better job." 

Money for the scholarships 
has come from the President's 
Development Fund. Persons 
contributing $100 or more, 
Winter said, have scholarships 
offered in their names. 

The "healthy academic pro-
gram" has encouraged profes-
sors to donate to the fund, 
Winter said. 

Cost of the program for the 
fall semester of this year has 
been $32,200 or $100 scholar-
ships for each of 322 recipients. 

The program has generated 
$833,000 for the university from 
the 154 students returning and

Food 
Cost 
Forecast 
"Good buys" in food will 

await Texas shoppers this fall. 
says Marilyn Haggard, a foods 
and nutrition specialist. 

Several "price drops" and 
supply increases are respon-
sible, she explains. 

Miss Haggard is with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension 
Service, The Texas A&M 
University System. 

PORK -- shows promise 
throughout the fall since prices 
fell six percent in June and 
supplies are 16-18 percent over 
August 1978 levels. 

BEEF -- likely will remain 
stable due to a slower 
economy, although earlier 
forecasts promised higher pri-
ces. 

CHICKEN -- saw a 16-per-
cent drop in prices last June, 
and prices should stay very 
favorable due to a 10-11 
percent supply increase over 
August 1978. 

TURKEY -- prices should 
also be roses for the fall. 

EGGS -- prices will depend 
on meat prices. 

Lower meat prices should 
result in a lesser demand for 
eggs -- so steady or lower egg 
prices are in the forecast. 

FISH -- prices vary greatly 
from species to species, so 
compare cost per serving for 
the best buys. 

MILK -- and milk products 
will require careful shopping 
for "specials." since prices 
generally rise in the fall due to 
the seasonal decline in produc-
tion. 

FRESH FRUITS AND 
VEGETABLES -- are generally 
at their best quality and lowest 
prices in late summer and 
early fall.  

Look for plentiful supplies of 
peaches. grapes and pears. 

Fresh limes are a better buy 
than lemons -- the Florida 
lemon crop is 26 percent below 
last year. 

Also, expect fall "specials" 
on citrus juices. 

Raisin prices should drop in 
November as growers recover 
from a dismal 1978 crop. Miss 
Haggard says. Forecasters 

,predict a 15 percent increase 
above last year's raisin crop.
