Condo-Style Living - 

Hospital District Meeting 

Has Good Turnout, Interest 
At the area-wide meeting 

Tuesday night, sponsored by the 
Farwell Hospital District in the 
Community Center, Ron Fech-
ner, administrator of the Far-
well Convalescent Center, made 
a presentation to 38 area resi-
dents on the concept of condo-
minium-style living. 

Reese Graves from the 
Evangelical Lutheran Good 
Samaritan Society was ill and 
unable to be at the meeting as 
announced. Members of the 
Hospital District Board were in 
attendance to help explain the 
proposed program. 

The meeting was for the pur-
pose of explaining the living 
program, and ascertaining the 
amount of interest from local 
folks in such a program. 

The proposed program would 
contain duplexes or apartments 
in a condominium setting with 
approximately 500-700 square 
feet for one bedroom or up to 
approximately 900 square feet 
for two bedrooms, with a self-
sufficient kitchen. The units 
would not be connected to the 
nursing facility, but would offer 
independence and security, 
with personal and supportive 
services. Meals would be avail-
able in the central dining room 
if desired. 

Fechner said that the pro-
gram is not a total "life care" 
program, and that each per-
son's or couple's financial in-
vestment was limited to the 
initial home investment and a 
stipulated monthly mainte-
nance fee. Other assets of those 
living at the home location 
would be strictly each person's 
private property and not a part 
of the living program. 

Each person or couple would 
pay only the amount that was 
necessary to build the type of 
residence, within prescribed 
guidelines, that they desired. 
An estimate of $45 per square 
foot was given for construction 
in this area. 

Each person would determine

They would be free to partici-
pate in planned recreation, 
travel on their own, manage 
their other assets, and live 
independent lives. 

Each person or couple would 
be dealt with on an individual 
basis, and a plan drawn to their 
desires would be entered into so 
that they would know their 
basic monthly expenses, and 
govern themselves according to 
their individual abilities. 

Persons desiring more and 
detailed information are urged 
to contact the Farwell Hospital 
District at P.O. Box 177, Far-
well, or see Ron Fechner at the 
Convalescent Center. 

beforehand the amount of sup-
port services they deemed 
necessary, and a monthly fee of 
a few hundred dollars would de-
fray this expense. Fechner said 
that all contracts included at 
least one meal a day prepared 
at the Convalescent Center. 
This was to ensure proper nutri-
tion to the elderly, a recognized 
vital necessity to good health. 

Fechner listed the advan-
tages of such an arrangement, 
which include monitoring 
health care, involvement in 
activities, emergency health 
service, diet and other counsel-
ing needs, and freedom from all 
home maintenance. 

All yard work and home re-
pairs would be done, house-
cleaning and other personal 
services could be contracted 
for, as well as access to trans-
portation, beauty care, and 
other necessities. 

Fechner also stressed that the 
building would be owned by the 
Good Samaritan Society and 
built on land owned by the Far-
well Hospital District. This 
would mean that there would be 
no property taxes for the occu-
pants to pay. 

Jim Berry, local accountant, 
also explained that there would 
be several tax advantages de-
pending on the original agree-
ment. In most cases, there 
would be an annual income tax 
credit, the original amount 
would be removed from a tax-
able estate, and other credits 
would be available depending, 
again, on the original contract 
between the parties and the 
Society. 

A hypothetical case given was 
that a couple could pay $30,000 
for a duplex apartment and 
agree to pay $150 per month 
maintenance fee. They could 
live there for the rest of their 
lives, receiving one free meal a 
day. They would pay no state or 
local property taxes or fire 
insurance premiums, have their 
property maintained at all

said. "Most of the farms re-
ceived a fair share, too," he 
added. "The Barry Williams 
farm southwest of town re-
ceived tour inches. Our gauge 
showed that we received 2.70 
inches in town." 

Martin Chandler, executive 
director of Parmer County  

ASCS office agreed. "Last 
week's rain was really nice," he 
said. "We had several pre-
watered crops around the area-
that were drying up, but thanks 
to the moisture, they are in 
perfect shape. I haven't been 
able to get an official report on 
the exact amount of rainfall 
around the county," he said, 
"but I do know that most of the 
area received from two to four 
inches." 

"We weren't that lucky," said 
Lonnie McFarland of Sherley-
Anderson elevator in Lariat. 
"We were just on the edge of the 
whole thing, and only received 
about .8 of an inch. It seemed 
like the farther west you were, 
the more rainfall you re-
ceived." 

The Harold Carpenters in Ok-
lahoma Lane received only .86  

inch, but they reported that the 

Wendol Christian farm had 1.50 
inches. 

On the Leon Langford farm 
north of town, 2.50 inches were 
reported, and south of town on 
the Bert Williams farm, 2.60 
inches of moisture were re-
ceived. 

Farmers were not the only 
ones happy with the much need-
ed moisture, as it was appre-
ciated by most everyone. A 
local neighbor who enjoys gar-
dening commented, "The rains 
came just in time, and it 
couldn't have fallen more per-
fectly." 

"This is just what it took to 
bring my flowers to bloom," 
and "My lawn is just soaking 
this up," were just some of the 
comments by local residents.
