Many car owners do not re-
alize it, but most American
made vehicles since 1962 are so
equipped, Many of these anchor=
ages look like holes in the floor
that are conveniently hidden by
the floor mat or rug. Ah so,
but this is not just a hole,
but a threaded hole for the
placement of a seat belt anchor,

This will qualify the owner
for the pleasure of purchasing

and Puff Eight,” Also, ah ha,
having seat belts may not be
enough, Vehicles may also be
rejected if belts are unsafe, or
unserviceable from wear or
damage, or if the buckle is
loose or inoperative,

Studies indicate that much of
the motoring public has never
really accepted seat belts, How-
ever, traffic officials and pro-
fessional safety engineers feel
that the value of seat belts has
been demonstrated beyond all
doubt, Also this year the inspec-
tion program has been expanded
to include your car’s wheels
and rims for bentflanges, Rims
having defects and cracks that
impare safe mounting of your
tires will also be rejected,
Wheels with loose or missing
lug bolts will not pass muster,

This means that many car
owners will have to spend more
money to get their cars in con-
dition to pass the new and more
rigid inspections, We believe
this to be a step in the right
direction of protecting the pub-
lic from people who for onerea-
son or the other will not main-
tain a safe vehicle, But, as
with most things, there is a cost
factor and the current charge
for a vehicle inspection, with
no additional work done, will be
$1.75, There are approximately
5,500 inspections stations in
Texas but darn few around Far-
well, We suggest you start get-
ting your automobile in shape
for your inspection early,

Vietnam Burns

Lyndon Fiddles While

President Lyndon Baines Johnson is fiddling, while American
soldiers are dying in Vietnam, Continually defining our objec-
tives as ‘‘limited,” the President has refused time and time again
to order a knockout blow against North Vietnam, He has instead
pursued a policy of ‘‘gradual escalation” as he calls it, ignoring
the advice of the Joint Chiefs of Staff, and allowing over 13,000
deaths among American forces in Vietnam,

As early as March, 1965, the Joint Chiefs of Staff had recom-
mended a ‘‘sharp, sudden strike” against 94 targets in North
Vietnam, but were overruled by the Johnson administration,
According to General John P, McDonnell, Air Force Chief of
Staff, the original concept of the Joint Chiefs of Staff was ‘‘to
go in there with a very severe application of manpower, destroy-
ing 94 targets in a total of 16 days.”” This then would have re-
sulted in a paralysis of the enemy’s capability to move equip-
ment and to supply the Viet Cong inthe South, Instead, the Pre-
sident chose to completely disregard the advice of the best mili-
tary minds in the nation, and listen instead to his civilian advi-

SOrS,

As a result, the end of the war is still not in sight,

At a time when the North Vietnamese were just starting to
build SAM missile sites, it was recommended that the United
States deliver a knockout blow against the installations, The
President fiddled once again, and as a result, air attacks against
the North are now much more difficult, resulting in the loss of
hundreds of aircraft, many to SAM missiles,

These are only two examples of indecisive fumbling which
have contributed to the rising American death toll in Viemam,
Time and time again, the President has refused to listen tc ex-
perts on military matters, listening instead to the man who
thought the Edsel would sell, and others like him, who have ad-
vised against winning this war, Despite glowing optimism from
officlal sources, we are no closer to ending this war than we
