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ACLU researching 
Gustin case

The American Civil Liberties Union (ACLU) has become 
involved in the Gustin case. 

On Jan. 27, Donnie and Mary Gustin, of Farwell, on behalf 
of their son, Charlie, filed a lawsuit in federal court in Amar-
illo against the Farwell School Board. 

Charlie. a Farwell High senior, has refused to go along 
with the school district's new drug testing policy for stu-
dents participating in extra-curricular activities. His father 
said, basically, the suit asks the board to reinstate his son in 
extra-curricular activities. Charlie has lost a role in the one-
act play, his place on the computer science team and UIL 
math. 

Carrie Sperling, an attorney with the ACLU office in Aus-
tin, told the Tribune that the state group's legal panel took 
up the matter Jan. 31 and decided to investigate more into it 
and research it further. Then they will decide whether to take 
over the case on behalf of the Gustins. 

The attorney said the state chapter can move ahead on 
this without national office approval. She said this is the 
first lawsuit she is aware of involving drug testing for stu-
dents in extra-curricular activities. The U.S. Supreme Court 
has ruled in favor of drug testing for athletes. 

The Farwell School Board will have its regular February 
meeting on Monday instead of the normal Tuesday, because 
of the possibility of a Farw,?11 basketball team being in the 
state playoffs (see story elsewhere in today's paper). The 
Gustins had said they wanted the board to hold a special 
meeting earlier on their situation but this wasn't done. 

The board meeting will be at 7 p.m. in the superinten-
dent's office. School Supt. Richard Boothby said the board 
will meet in executive session (due to pending litigation) 
with Jeff Rogers, of the Houston legal firm of Seldman and 
Rogers. This law firm was assigned to Farwell by the school 
district's casualty company. 

The Gustin case is not on the open agenda. School offi-
cials said no hearing was requested. Donnie Gustin told the 
Tribune he had other plans for Monday.

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Open Letter to the Community as Parents: 
First of all I would like to say this lawsuit was not filed to 

stir up the community, cause enemies, or gain any kind of 
monetary settlement, but only to support our son's decisions. 
I would like to think if this was your kid in this situation, you 
would do the same thing. 

We have raised Charlie to be an independent thinker and 
stand up for what he believes in. A sign of a true leader is one 
who is willing to stand up for what's right, even if he stands 

• alone. We are very proud of Charlie. He has sacrificed more 
over this issue than anyone else I can think of. 

As parents we do not condone the use of drugs in any way 
and we do support the school's rights to search kids, lockers, 
and vehicles while on school grounds to provide a drug-free 
school, but believe this new policy goes way out of bounds in 
regard to student rights. 

If you think this is about the right to do drugs you have 
been misinformed and have not studied the new drug testing 
policy enough to know this is about the U.S. Constitution and 
basic civil rights provided for all of us. Before you pass judg-
ment, sit down and read this new drug testing policy and then 
you read the 4th and 14th Amendment, then maybe you will 
understand why none of our fathers subjected us to this type 
of policy.

• untary Drug-Free Kids Organization, where one could pass a 
drug screen test to become a member and be subject to ran-
dom testing. Once you are a member let's congratulate these 
kids by giving them positive recognition by, giving them cer-
tificates or trophies. Let's have a monthly activity for these 
kids. Let's go swimming, skating, bowling, have a cookout, go 
camping, have a dance, and a Senior Trip. 

We could be having fun with these kids instead of violating 
their personal rights. When these kids go off to college they 
are going to have to make up their own minds about drugs. 

• This type of policy would teach kids to have fun without drugs 
in their lives. 

We have a policy in place that does nothing for self-esteem 
and treats our kids like they are in prison.

We are all aware of Charlie's M.I.P. that was printed in this 
paper when it happened in July '96, in which Charlie was is-
sued a ticket. The ticket was Minor in Possession of Alcohol, a 
legal product unless you are a minor. Charlie took full re-
sponsibility for his actions and we hope he has used it as a 
learning experience. I would like to think everyone is entitled 
to a mistake every now and then, including yourselves. 

He was punished by his parents. He went before the judge 
is and fined, which he worked off to pay. The judge told him next 

time the fine would be substantially higher. I told him he 
would have to sit in jail because I don't have that kind of 
money. We have not had any problems since. That's how the 
system works. That's how parenting works.

Here's some background on the Parmer County Court-
house: 

Parmer County was created on Aug. 26, 1876, after the 
Texas Committee on State Affairs had recommended that a 
capital reservation tract be established for the purpose of 
providing a state capital at Austin. 

Most know the century old story that the Capitol in Austin 
was built in exchange for 3 million acres that became the XIT 
Ranch. 

Parmer County was named for Martin Parmer, who was born 
and raised in Virginia. He came to Texas in 1825 and located at 
Mount Prairie in Cherokee County. In 1836, he represented 
San Augustine at the Constitutional Convention. He was one 
of the signers of the Texas Constitution. 

The first courthouse of Parmer County was located at 
Parmerton. The Parmerton Townsite Company owned a frame 
28x30 foot building that the county used for several years. The 
frame building was built by Henry Sloan and C.M. Clark for 
$1,380. An adobe vault was also authorized to cost no more 
than $360, This adobe vault was built from adobe bricks that 
were made of soil dug from nearby draws and playa lakes. 

In 1907, a petition was presented to the Parmer County 
Commissioners Court calling for a county seat election. The 
election was held on Dec. 10, 1907, and Farwell received 99 
votes out of 126 cast, and Farwell was declared the county 
seat. 

The county records were removed from the temporary 
courthouse in Parmerton to the building known as the 
"Hamlin Brick" in Farwell. The "Hamlin Brick" was used as a 
temporary courthouse until it was razed by fire on May 19, 
1913. After the fire, remaining records and furniture were 
moved to a building on 3rd Street. This building served as the

temporary courthouse until moving into the present building 
in 1917. 

The courthouse and a new county jail were erected in 1916 
by W.M. Rice Construction, of Amarillo. The architect for the 
project was C. Risner, of Amarillo. 

The courthouse monies came from a bond election of 
$50,000 held on Aug. 9, 1913. The cost of the new 3-story 
courthouse, without its furnishings, was $43,243. The cost of 
the new jail was not to exceed $3,000. 

County officials moved into the new building in 1917. The 
3rd floor contained offices and a balcony for observing court 
proceedings in the county courtroom. 

The original jail constructed at the time the courthouse was 
built was a single-story building. A second story was added to 
the jail in 1927 after the trial of mass murderer George J. Has-
sell. Hassell was found guilty of murder and was sentenced to 
die in the electric chair on Feb. 12, 1928. The Commissioners 
Court felt that a second story to the jail would help prevent 
prisoners from escaping. 

The courthouse was remodeled in 1930 and 1940. In 1974, an 
annex was built to serve as a new jail and to house the sher-
iff's department. An elevator was constructed in 1990 in the 
courthouse, and the 3rd floor remodeling was completed in 
1991. Renovation on the 2nd floor began in 1992.
