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Audit reveals missing money, paper says

The Amarillo newspaper reported in its Thursday
editions that an audit of the now-defunct Parmer County
Teachers CreditUnion hasrevealed missing cash and prompted
the FBI to investigate, officials said.

The Amarillo paper said the treasurer Cynthia Smith
has been suspended with pay from her job as a computer
science instructor at Friona High School, Supt. Hal Ratcliff
said.

The paper said her suspension is related to allegations
involving the missing money and the measure took effect a
week ago and is indefinite, said Ratcliff.

The article said Parmer County Sheriff Rex Williams
said an Amarillo auditor noticed about three months ago that
$300,000 to $350,000 was missing. No local authorities are
investigating and it's up to the FBI

According to the Amarillo paper, Randy Dickson,
president of the teachers’ credit union, said the missing
money caused the organization to close about two weeks
ago. He said no members of the credit union lost money. "The
bonding company took care of it," he said.

The article also said a spokeswoman at Friona Texas
Federal Credit Union said the company absorbed about 220
new members after the teachers’ credit union closed.

Williams said no arrests have been made and that the
FBI hasn't come here yet but that FBI officials told him the
case would be presented to a grand jury.

tion of Mayor Nathan Tharp.

Tharp said the only other
candidate for the post, va-
cated by the resignation of
Art Salguero, was Max Carter.

In other business, the
council:

-- Discussed whether to go
ahead with its participation as
a member of High Plains
Waste Management Associa-
tion.

At the next meeting, the
council will discuss whether
to officially sign up with the
group, which includes a
group of small communities
(Tucumcari is the Ilargest)
planning a landfill between
San Jon and Logan.

The state is loaning the
group $1.5 million. The pro-
jected cost is $60 a ton for the
first year and $49 afterward.

If Texico doesn’t sign up,
and wants to use the landfill
later, it will be treated as a
customer -- at a much higher
cost.

Councilman Rick Queener
was worried about the high
costs of transporting trash to
the landfill (80 miles) and fa-
vors going with Clovis on a
landfill. He noted that Clovis’
population is very large com-
pared to the small communi-
ties in the High Plains Asso-
ciation. He wants to maintain
the status quo.

The problem has been that
the future of the Clovis landfill
has been in doubt. So Tharp
asked Queener to contact

Clovis officials and invited
them to the next council
meeting to discuss their
plans.

Former Mayor Doyal LaRue
attended the meeting to ask
what the cost per month for
an individual property owner
would be if Texico goes with
High Plains. Tharp said there
is no answer yet because
some questions remain such
as where to put the collection
point, whether Texico contin-

ues using Waste Manage-
ment, etc.

-- Approved a variance for a
trailer home at Kindred and
Anderson. Nine letters were
sent out, two returned and
none in opposition.

-- Heard city attorney Mar-
ion Ty Rutter reported on two

Last Friday night’s game against Capitan proved to be just
what the Texico Wolverines. The 28-14 victory snapped a two-
game losing streak and evened Texico’s record at 3-3 going
into tonight’s game at Hagerman.

Behind 28-0, Capitan finally got on the board in the final six
minutes, with TD runs of 12 and 6 yards. The final score came
with 33 seconds left in the game.
