» Make sure the grill burner controls are turned off and keep the cylinder

Ricky Ward, 39, of Texico, has finished his pleas in
drug cases, reports the Curry County District Court
Clerk’s office:

No. 1: In March of 2001, he was charged with posses-
sion of methamphetamine, possession of drug para-
phernalia and possession of marijuana. In March of
2002, he pled guilty to possession of methamphetamine
and received a 3-year deferred sentence.

No. 2: In December 2001, he was charged with traf-
ficking methamphetamine. In March 2002, he pled guilty
to attempted manufacturing of methamphetamine and
received a 3-year deferred sentence.

No. 3: In December 2002, he was charged with traf-
ficking by manufacturing, child abuse, possession of a
felony narcotic and tampering with evidence. On July
14, 2003, he received a 9-year sentence in prison -- with
5 years suspended and 5 years probation.

At the same time, his prior two cases had his proba-
tion revoked and a 3-year concurrent sentence was im-

posed on both.

In addition, charges of trafficking a controlled sub-

stance by manufacturing, possession of a controlled
substance, and possession of paraphernalia, offenses
which allegedly occurred on April 8, 2003, were dis-

missed.

The result of all this: Ward has been sent to prison
for four years (including time served).

SEPTEMBER 13, 2003

PROPOSITION 1
(HJR 68, Section 1)

HIR 68, Section | would authorize the
Veterans' Land Board to use excess
receipts in the Veterans' Land and
Veterans' Housing Assistance funds for
payment of revenue bonds, and use excess
assets in those funds to provide veterans
homes

The amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment authorizing the Veterans'
Land Board to use assets in certain vet-
erans’ land and veterans' housing assis-
tance funds to provide veterans homes
for the aged or infirm and to make prin-
cipal, interest, and bond enhancement
payments on revenue bonds.”

PROPOSITION 2
(HJR 51)

HJR 51 would expand from six months to
two years the period in which the former
owner of a mineral interest that was sold
for unpaid property taxes may buy back the
mineral interest.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional
amendment to establish a two-year peri-
od for the redemption of a mineral inter-
est sold for unpaid ad valorem taxes at a
tax sale.”

PROPOSITION 3
(HJR 55)

HJR 55 would authorize the legislature to
exempt from taxation land owned by a reli-
gous organizabon that is leased for use as
a school or that will be used to expand or
construct a place of religious worship that
yields no revenue

The proposition will appear on the ballot as
follows: “The constitutional amendment
to suthorize the legislature to exempt
from ad valorem taxation property
owned by a religious organization that s
leased for use as & school or that b
owned with the intent of expanding or
constructing a religious facility.”

PROPOSITION 4
(SJR 30)

SJR 30 would authorize the legislature 1o
allow conservation and reclamation dis-
tricts 10 use taxes to develop and finance
certain parks and recreation facilities
Also, the amendment would authorize the
legislature to allow local elections for the
ssuance of bonds to improve and mauntan
parks and recreational facilities in the
Tarmant Regional Water Distnct or a con-
servation and reclamation distnict located
in whole or in part in Bastrop, Bexar
Brazoria, Fort Bend, Galveston, Hams,
Montgomery, Tarmant, Travis, Waller or
Wilkamson County

The proposition will appear on the ballot as
follows: “The constitutional amend-
ment relating to the provision of parks
and recreational facilities by certain con-
servation and reclamation districts.”

PROPOSITION 5
(SIR 25)

SJR 25 would authorize the legislature to
exempt from all property taxes certain tan-
gible personal property, which could
include a travel trailer not substantially
affixed to real estate and not used as a resi-
dential dwelling.

The proposed amendment will appear on
the ballot as follows: “The constitutional

amendment to authorize the legislature
to exempt from ad valorem taxation
travel trailers not held or used for the
production of income.”

(HJR 23)

of cotton planted, but not

“If it's warm, the cot-
ton should do well, and an
early freeze won't be
good.”

The cotton damage in
all of the high plains was
anywhere from 4 to 90
percent.
