Mechanical harvesting (strip-

ping) cannot be started until frost 
kills the plants and defoliates 
them. 

also report disappointing head 
development due either to shortage 
of irrigation water or inadequate 
fertilization measures. 

In general, elevator operators ex- 

cotton—as is usually the case with 
the earlier crop—is running high. 

Some producers are reporting up 
to one-half bale on their first going-
over, and prospects for a s much as 
2-bale yields seem good for a few 
farmers. These are the exceptions, 
however, and the average yield of 
a bale to the acre still will be good, 
growers predict. 

The grain sorghum crop con-
sisting primarily of yellow milo, 
has left behind its curious blight 
which as recently as last week 
had farmers worrying about what 
was wrong with their crops. 
Although there seems to be little 

doubt that some farmers have been 
hurt considerably by this condi-
tion (the cause is unknown but 
most feel it to be connected with 
damp weather), the damage is 
not general when the county as a 
whole is taken into consideration. 

Excellent yield prospects are 
seen by many growers, but some 

pect the grain harvest to be going 
strong in a very short time if 
weather continues favorable, but 
gin managers do not anticipate 
great activity from the cotton crop 

Drizzly, cold weather finally 
left the High Plains area the 
past week, and warm fall days 
quickly rose the pulse of a great 
grain and cotton harvest that 
was waiting with bated breath. 

The first three days of this week 
saw the grain sorghum harvest 
rise in crescendo, and if the sunny 
days hold, it will soon be at its 
peak. Elevator operators the county 
over report that much of the grain 
in their areas will be cut as quickly 
as possible now that fair weather 
has returned. 

Still without a severe frost, the 
46-000-acre Parmer County cotton 
crop continues its slow march to-
ward maturity. Some ginning is 
going on already as hand pulling 
crews move into the fields for the 
bolls that are open near the bottom 
of the plants. 

Most cotton growers are report-
ing first pullings that indicate ex-
cellent yields, and quality of the

Light Frost Hits 
Spots Past Thursday 

In "Straw Vote" Poll 
Approximately 75 members of the 

Bureau who gathered at the Bovina 
school last week for an "open 
forum" type meeting, gave their 
opinions on 15 prepared questions 
and also offered some additional 
suggestions from the floor. 

This mec:ing. ,../as intended to 
give the resolutions committee of 
the organization a chance to sound 
out grass-roots opinions. From the 
ideas gleaned at last week's meet-
ing will come the resolutions which 
will be voted on by the members 
present at the annual convention 
next Tuesday. 

Here are the results of the meet-
ing: 

Members do not favor compul-
sory social security for farmers. 

They do not want the gas tax 
refund reduced to one cent, with 

that amount going into the public 
school fund. 

They believe that states should 
retain the responsibility of gas 
taxes for building roads. 

They think farmers are entitled 
to a 2-cent federal tax rebate on 
gas. 

They favor a water user's tax 
for water development programs. 

They favor a continuation of the 
"right to work :aw" in Texas. 

7110,,  believe laws governing the 
manufacture of feed should be 
made to protect the buyers. 

They are in favor of changing 
the state licensing law to permit 
use of pickups as passenger cars. 

They want a premium for better 
quality grain sorghums—primarily 
those that are uninfested with 
noxious weed seeds. 

They want to see the work of the 
weed committee grow. 

The vote on whether the member-
ship favors the "land fertility 
bank" plan advocated by the state 
and national FB was almost un-
animously in the affirmative. 

Members were asked what their 
preferances would be if that plan-
cannot be adopted. They were giv-
en questions on support price 
levels, acreage controls, and 
whether to make grain sorghums a 
basic commodity. However, voting 
was light on these issues with many 
abstaining, and President Gilbert 
Kaltwasser noted that this will 
still need to be thrashed out at the 
convention. 

Ideas suggested from the floor: 
Continuation of the, "trend" 

factor in making cotton allotments. 
Enforcement of speed limits on 

highways. 
Encouragement of foteign trade, 

with emphasis being made on sale 
of commodities to all countries. 

Revision of the parity formula 
for grain sorghums. 

CALENDAR OF EVENTS 

The writer, his wife, his mother, 
and his two sons are back from 
a 2626-mile trip to the Midwest—a 
trip which, though rigorous, wrs 
thoroughly enjoyed by all. 

For the writer, it was a won-
derful opportunity to see the part 
of the country which is consider-
ed to be the "breadbasket" of 
the nation. As we are interested 
in things agricultural, this, nat-
urally, appealed to us greatly. 
While gone, we saw parts of the 

Midwest that looked like pictures 
out of a travelog, but we also 
saw some country which we don't 
think amounts to much. That, we 
suppose, will be the case wherever 
one goes. 

Our trip took us in a northeast-
ern direction up through the 
states of Oklahoma, Kansas, 
Missouri, Iowa, and into Wiscon-
sin. Our destination was Madison, 
Wis. On the return trip, we went 
west far enough to miss Missouri 
and see Nebraska. 

Frankly, we were a little dis-
appointed with Kansas, the nation's 
leading wheat state. They have the 
wheat, all right, and plenty of it, 
but their state isn't nearly as at-
tractive as some would have had 
us believe. 

One thing which amused us 
was that although we traveled 
Kansas from end to end on two 
different routes, we didn't see 
a single sunflower. And Kansas 
is, you know, the sunflower state. 
It was quite a change to get back 
to Farwell and see the sunflowers 
blooming in our front yard! 
We will never complain about 

West Texas sandstorms since going 
through Kansas. Nature must have 
just meant for that country to 
blow, because that's what it's do-
ing, right here in the middle of 
October. 

Even though rains have been 
abundant (we saw many fields 
standing in water) and a lot of 
wheat is already up, the dust 
blew something terrible while we 
were passing through Tuesday. 
The area around Salina and Hut-
chinson seemed to be the worst. 
Our first corn field was sighted 

just outside of Emporia, Kans., 
(the town William Allen White 
made famous), and from there on, 
we were never out of the tall corn. 

The corn belt is everything 
they say it is—and then some. 
Although the land is closely set-
tled and there are a great many 
small farms with small acreages, 
the extent of the corn belt is fabu-
lous when all the acreages of 
these thousands of small farms 
are added together. 
Most of the corn is still stand-

ing, and is yet to be picked. We 
saw quite a bit of harvesting during 
our trip, but things didn't appear 
to be going "full blast." 

The corn doesn't make as 
pretty a sight as we had antici-
pated. The leaves and stalk are 
discolored and shriveled, and ma-
tured corn doesn't make nearly 
as beautiful an appearance as 
matured grain sorghum, for in-
stance. 
The thing which impressed us 

the most about this part of the 
country is its similarity from one 
state to another. Pick out a big, 
white, two-story farmhouse you'll 
see in northern Kansas—the be-
ginning of the corn belt—and add 
to it a tall silo, a huge barn with 
hayloft,. and several corn cribs, 
and you'll have a pattern for near-
ly every farm you pass for the next 
thousand miles. 

The‘ land in that part of the 
country is rich and heavy, and 
we saw a lot of it that is at least 
as black as the blackest Texas 
country we have ever seen. 
All of that country is rolling, 

aid pleasant to the eye, although 
NM feel that many of the farmers 
mould just as soon it would be 
fitter. It is a pleasure to motor 
thaugh such beauty, but if you 
evr try it, we suggest you take 
mce time than we had, because 
yoijust can't hurry much on those 
wining roads. 

Ye noticed that although the 
con belt produces a monstrous 
anount of grain, there are hard-
ly any elevators in that part of 
the country which will compare 
wifi the ones we have here on 
the Plains. 
Tie biggest part of the corn crop 

is lept on the farm where it is 
grown, and from appearances, we 
would say that the biggest part of 
it is fed right there, too. 

We dory!' recall having seen a 
single farm in the corn belt that 
didn't have a bunch of hogs and 
chickens. Most of them have 
dairy Cattle, too. 
As nearly all farms have some 

dairy cattle, nearly all of .  them 
have quite a bit of land in pasture. 
We suppose the hardest thing for 
us to comprehend while gone was 
the amazing amount of hay those 
folks up there can raise without a 
single drop of irrigation water. 

Their alfalfa and other hay 
crops are easily the equal of our 
finest irrigated fields, and It is 
obvious that their country is far 
better suited for this type farm-
ing than ours would be. 
Iowa has more farms and more 

cornfields than any part of the 
country we have ever seen. It

Irrigation Rate Cut 
By Electric Co-Op 

March will be added as a 11 cent 
per kilowatt hour month for users 
of electricity for irrigation, an-
nounced the directors of the Deaf 
Smith County Electric Cooperative, 
this week. 

Previously, the time for this low 
rate had been from October 20 
to February 20, but now another 
month will be added, making five 
months at 1 cent, and seven months 
at 11/2  cents per KWH. 

The board felt that "Even though 
the cost of production has gone up 
considerably, the cooperative's 
position is good enough that this 
reduction can be made and they 
feel that since this is a coopera-
tive, reductions will be made when-
ever possible."

Safety Group Issues 
Driver Training Rules 

Rules regarding drivers' training 
were recently released by the 
New Mexico Traffic Safety Com-
mission to include: 

1. Students 14 years of age or 
older may enroll in Driver Educa-
tion. 

2. They may- not legally operate 
a motor vehicle without the instruc-
tor until they have reached their 
15th birthday. 

3. All 14 and 15 year old students 
enrolled in Driver Education Course 
must secure a restricted permit 
from the instructor. A charge of 
50c is made payable to the Bureau 
of Revenue for the restricted per-
mit. 

4. According to the law, a stu-
dent under the age of 15 may not 
legally operate a motor- vehicle ex-
cept when the instructor is on the 
front seat with the student driver. 

5. After successfully completing 
a course in Driver Education and 
reaching his 15th birthday, the stu-
dent can apply to the local license 
distributor for a provisional license. 

The restricted permit is defined 
to mean that the student may op-
erate a vehicle only when the in-
structor is on the front seat with 
him and—or after the student has 
successfully completed a course in 
Driver Education, and has passed 
his 15th birthday, and is accom-
.panied by some person 21 years of 
age or older, and had at least one 
year of driving experience and is 
seated upon the front seat while 
the holder of the restricted permit 
is driving. 

A provisional license will be is-
sued to all students who have pass-
ed their 15th birthday and have 
successfully completed a course in 
Driver Education. 

Persons not enrolled in Driver 
education must wait until they are 
within 120 days of their 16th birth-
day before applying for the In-
structional Permit, and 16 years 
of age before applying for the pro-
visional license. 

New Mexico Group Insurance 
Companies are furnishing billfold 
size cards for students who have 
successfully completed a course in 
Driver Education. These cards will 
enable such students to apply for 
and obtain a 10% reduction in in-
surance liability premiums.

The Bovina Mustangs were up-
set in their opening District 3-B 
football game Friday night by the 
Amherst Bulldogs at Amherst. The 
underdog Bulldogs scored in the 
first and last quarters to master 
the local team by a 13-7 count. 

Bovina's Larry Ezell kicked off 
to the winners to begin the game 
and they marched to their first 
quarter touchdown without ever 
losing the ball.

INTRODUCTION 

Much effort has gone into the preparation of thislitimely article, but we of the Farwell 
Chamber of Commerce, who have prepared it, feel sure that it has not been time and 
expense which will be wasted. The story. of the tremendous strides of development which 
this community is making should be told, and we are convinced that this is the best 
method of doing it. 

In gathering material for this article, we drew upon sources which are considered con-
se'rvathe, and furthermore. We have included a large number of pictures to point out and 
Illustrate just what we mean when we say that the big, productive Farwell area is 
BOOMING!

Farwell, Texas, is o community of 1100 persons situated on the Texas-

New Mexico border in Parmer County. Texico, New Mexico, is our 

western neighbor and our towns are divided only by the state line. Far-

well is situated at the focal point of transcontinental transportation 

routes, both truck and roil, and is served by three notional highways 

and two main lines of the Santa Fe Railway. 

As the county seat of Parmer County, Farwell serves a vast and grow-

ing territory in both Texas and New Mexico. There are many good 

reasons which con be given to explain the rapid growth of Farwell, 

which for the past three or four years hos been enjoying a phenominal 

business and residential expansion. 

In the background of every rising statistic to which we can proudly 

point is our agricultural prosperity, and linked directly to this are our 

vast underground water supplies. Recent surveys tend to indicate that 

there ore larger amounts of water-bearing sands under the area in 

which Farwell is situated than have previously been developed in now 

famous pumping areas to the south and east. 

Because of this advantage, land values hove soared beyond the wildest 

expectations of pioneers who moved here many years ago, and today 

an improved quarter section of land with an irrigation well will bring 

$300 per acre or more. Undeveloped land, which sells for less, looks 

very attractive to investors from older irrigated areas, and buyers by 

the scores are moving in to purchase and develop Forwell area land. 

Grain sorghums, cotton, and wheat ore the major crops of the fertile 

acres around Farwell, and os irrigation wells continue to be drilled, 

larger and larger amounts of these commodities are produced locally. 

An estimated 800 irrigation wells are in the Farwell trade area, and 

virtually all of these wells are capable of pumping over 1,000,000 

gallons of water per day throughout the growing season. The advan-

tage of having natural gas lines in the area is also attractive to those 

who wish to economize costs of pumping.

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The total storage capacity of elevators in both Texico and Farwell is 

in excess of 3,000,000 bushels, with over 2,000,000 of that amount be-

ing in Farwell. And 500,000 more are going up now. Two gins serve the 

cotton producing farmers of the area, and one of these gins was in-

stalled, as brand new equipment in 1954. 

Because of the large amount of traffic which is routed through Far-

well, service station payrolls make a major contribution to the com-

munity, and there are 10 of these businesses, all modernly equipped 

and all doing good business. 

Visitors to the community are impressed by the large number of fine 

homes in Farwell, and home owners take great pride in making the city 

one of the most attractive on the Plains. Forty-seven blocks of paving, 

including curbing and guttering, have enhanced property values and 

made it easier to present an attractive landscape. 

A low residential irrigation rate encourages many fine lbwns, trees, 

and other greenery to set off the many beautiful and well cared for 

homes in Farwell. 

The Farwell School System is one of which all its residents are justly 

proud. Having completed a new high school building only two years 

ago, school patrons have just built a new gymnasium and band hall, 

also. Best news of all to patrons is the fact that natural growth has re-

sulted in such a large increase in taxable property that it was not even 

necessary to raise taxes to pay for t he school improvements. 

Speaking of taxes—and that's a mighty important item when con-

sidering a permanent location—Farwell residents are enjoying rates 

that other cities envy in this day of rising taxes. The valuation of the 

city for tax purposes is only $1,500,000—far below what many cities 

of comparable size find it necessary to assess. On top of that, the rate 

is only 60 cents per $100 valuation, which means that the city collects 

only about $10,000 per year in taxes. With that amount, however, a mo-

dern sewer system is being paid off, and the bonded indebtedness of the 

city is now $24,000—the lowest in the county. 

Citizens seem to feel that when improvements can be paid for out of 

their pockets, it is better to get them by this method rather than put 

the community heavily in debt for years to come. As an example, the 

paving before mentioned, which cost the city about $120,000, was 

paid for by property owners without it being necessary for the city to 

float bonds to cover the improvements. 

This philosophy, plus efficient administration of the city's business, has 

kept for Farwell a remarkable record of low taxes—even while enjoy-

ing growing pains. Such has not been the case in many other com-

parable cities. Small improvements, such as street marking, are paid 

for in cash, too. The Chamber of Commerce has donated money and 

individuals have donated time to make it possible for the town to be 

completely marked, and nearly all homes carry residential numbers. 

Tremendous quantities of water lie waiting to be tapped to turn the soil of the Farwell 
area into productive fields even in time of drouth. Four dry years have proven that 
irrigation makes the Farwell area "drouth-proof." 

Boasting 1,500,000 bushels of storage, Worley Grain completed its vast elevator hold-
ings only the past year. Warehousemen have been quick to take advantage of tre-
mendous feed production and ideal transportation in the Farwell area. , 

Newest addition to the Farwell grain storage facilities is the Sherley-Anderson-Pit! 
man Grain Company in eastern Farwell with a capacity of 750,000 bushels. It is just 
now being finished.
