A lopic of some discussion a-
round the local coffee spots is
about the prospects for the
continuation of high prices for
grains and low prices for beef.
Apparently, in many parts of
the world, the talk is about the
high prices of grains and little
is said about beef or other red
meats. This is because the
great majority of the world's
population cannot now, and
never has been, able to afford
meat as a source of dietary
protein. Grains such as wheat,
corn, rice and soybeans have
comprised the world's diet
over the long span of history.

According to many world ex-
perts in population and food
supply areas, we are only a
hair’s breadth away from a fa-
mine of world wide propor-
tions. This is hardly conceiva-
ble to us in the middle of one of
the world's major producing
areas of food, but apparently,
it will soon be stark reality for
untold millions of other folks.

In one way, we have seen the
forerunner of food scarcity in
our local food stores. We are
referring to the big surge in
the price of beans of all kinds.
As an over the counter item,
meat has gone quite high for a
yvear or so and many folks
have opted to replace meat in
their menu with beans for their

protein value. This is the way
high prices and scarcities
work.

The affluent family will fin-
ally have to find a cheaper
way of eating. What they
choose as a substitute will

" have been a staple item to a

less affluent family. As that
item rises in price, that family
will look for a substitute, and
their substitute will be the
menu items that the poor
family has been eating all
along. Up goes the poor
family's food bill and they
have no where to turn except
lo eat less. Eating less for
many people will mean simple
starvation,

This cannot escape having a
drastic effect on us living in
the “Golden Spread" in spite
of our apparent abundance of
local food stuffs. In order to
make the most efficient use of
cereal grains, it could be that
eventually the feeding of such
grains would be banned for
livestock use. This would cer-
tainly have a drastic effect on
our economy. It might be that
in addition to the promotion of
beef, our interests in this
country should also help pro-
mote worldwide zero popula-
tion growth

We have heard about certain
fellows who were forced away
from their table because of too
many young'uns, too many
voung'uns in India, China,
South America, etc., could
force us away from the table,
also.

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$80,000 Loss—- |
Weekend Fires Leave

Heavy County Losses

Windwhipped flames, blow-
ing dust and a dry area com-
pined last Saturday to leave
burned ashes in several loca-
tions in Parmer County and a
loss estimated above $80,000 at
one county feed lot.

Saturday afternoon, an office
worker at Bovina Feeders, Inc.
east of Farwell on FM 145
started calling fire depart-
ments in the county following a
sudden fire which started from
hay loading equipment at one
of the huge hay stacks on the
property.

By the time the first fire de-
partment arrived from Mule-
shoe, at least five large stacks
of hay were burning out of
control as high winds whipped
the blazing hay into nearby

_stacks. The Muleshoe Fire De-

partment asked for assistance;
however, at the time the fire

" was reported, both the Farwell

Volunteer Fire Department
and the Bovina Volunteer Fire
Department were enroute to a
house fire on the Arlen Hartzog
farm, approximately five miles
northeast of Farwell.

The Friona Fire Department
started to the fire at Bovina
Feeders, however, had to
reroute some of their fire
fighting equipment when two
fires were reported near Sum-

From Hereford—-
County Refuses Fire
Fighting Proposition

Despite earlier stories that
the Hereford City Fire Depart-
ment had proposed a contract
to surrounding counties to ‘‘re-
lease the Hereford Fire De-
partment' from liability in the
event of traveling to adjacent
counties to help fight fires,"
the contract, as presented,
failed to reflect such a liability
release, according to Parmer
County Commissioners.

After studying the proposed
contract during their regular
monthly meeting last Monday,
the Commissioners unanimous-
ly vetoed the proposed contract
due to the wording of one
paragraph which stated: “In
consideration of the furnishing
of such fire protection services
above set forth, County agrees
to pay to City such sum of
money as may be from time to
time agreed upon between the
parties hereto, which sum will
be related to the actual cost
and expense of furnishing such
fire protection to property in
said County.”

Previously, Commissioners
said they had been told that
the proposed contract would
involve no exchange of money,
or financial aid of any type,

Proposed Interstate

Highway

Jim Eubanks of the Amarillo
Chamber of Commerce and
Barney R. Wiegand, chairman
of the highway committee of
the Amarillo Chamber of Com-
merce, met with Parmer
County Commissioners Court
Monday to discuss a proposed
Interstate Highway study for
ths area.

Wiegand told Commission-
ers, ““‘We are here to ask for
your support and help. We are
asking everyone concerned
with the project to help show a
need for such a highway."”

Eubanks said the Amarillo
Chamber of Commerce and
Highway Committee are ask-
ing all local governments to
support the plants for the new
Interstate Highway, which, if
approved, will begin in the
vicinity of Amarillo and cross
Parmer County and Curry
County, New Mexico, enroute
to Las Cruces where it would
inter-connect with Interstate
10.

A study has been approved
by Congress to check into the
feasibility of such an Interstate
and need for the super-high-
way, according to Chamber of
Commerce representatives

The C of C executives said
that due to expanded cattle op-
erations and also expanded
trucking industry, such a
highway would facilitate high-
way travel and prove to be a

““boon’’" to area towns and
cities along the Interstate
route

They added that Sen. Joe
Montoya (N.M.) had authored
the bill to have 10 additional
studies made concerning pro-
posed Interstate routes, and

the route from Amarillo to Las
Cruces was one of the proposed
routes. No money would be

expended by local govern-
ments, according to Eubanks
and Wiegand, as 10 percent of
the funding would be done by
the state and 90 percent would
be federal money

“Industry locates on Inter-
states,” said Eubanks, *‘and
trucks use Interstates. We are
asking that you show your sup
port of the proposed study and
need for the highway."

They asked for a letter of
approval from the Commis-
sioners to be included with a

Discussed

portfolio being prepared by the
Texas Highway Department
for the Bureau of Roads, a
federal organizaton.

Commissioners agreed to
study the proposal and make a
final decision before the port-
folio is mailed in approxi-
mately three weeks. The men
from Amarillo informed the
Commissioners that they al-
ready had letters of approval
from city governments, includ-
ing Hereford and Friona. They
added that Bovina had been
contacted for a letter of appro-
val and indicated that they
planned to approach the City of
Farwell for such a letter.

Several questions posed by
members of the Commission-
ers were answered by Wiegand
and Eubanks, including that it
would be eight to nine years
from the time of the study to
completion of an Interstate and
that 300 feet of right of way
would be required to construct
the highway. They also said
that the tentative proposed
route follows closely along
Highway 60 to Clovis and that
the present Highway 60 could
possibly become a frontage
road for local traffic once the
Interstate is completed, if
approved by the Bureau of
Roads.

Try A Mini- Garden

“Don’t despair just because
there isn’t enough yard space
for a vegetable garden. In-
stead, try a ‘mini-garden,’ or
growing vegetables in contain-
ers,” suggests Sam Cotner of
the Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service.

“Almost any vegetable that
grows in a typical back yard
garden will do as well in a
container placed on a window
sill, patio, balcony or door-
step,” says Cotner, a vegetable
specialist. ‘*‘And when garden-
ing in containers, you don't
have to worry about soil borne
diseases, nematodes and poor
soil conditions like yard gar-
deners do.”

Vegetables suitable for mini-
gardening include tomatoes,
peppers, eggplant, green oni-
ons, lettuce, squash, radishes,
parsley and herbs. Vining
plants like pole beans and cu-
cumbers also do well when
given adequate space for their
vining habit.

““The container size will vary
with the crop selected and the
space available,’’ says the
Texas A&M University System
specialist. ““Tomatoes, peppers
and eggplant do best in a five-
gallon size container while
six-inch pots are satisfactory
for green onions, parsley and
herbs.

Bushel baskets, drums, gal-
lon cans, tubs, plastic trash
containers, wocden boxes and
similar containers are all suit-
able for a mini-garden.

A synthetic soil, which can
be bought at a garden center
or prepared at home, gives
best results. It includes a mix
of sawdust, wood chips, shav-
ings, perlite, vermiculite, peat
moss or almost any other type
of growing media.

“Regardless of the soil mix-
ture used, it must be free of
diseases' and weed seeds,
capable of holding moisture
and nutrients, and yet, well-
drained,"” cautions the special-
ist.

Cotner also recommends that
vegetables be transplanted into
the containers rather than
direct seeded. Transplant with
care so that the young plants’
root systems receive no injury.

To provide plants with ade-
quate nutrients, water once a
day with a nutrient solution.
Prepare a base solution by dis-
solving two cups of a complete
fertilizer such as 10-10-5 or
10-10-10 in one gallon of tap
water. Then, mix two table-
spoons of the base solution
with a gallon of water and use
this to water plants about once
a day.

To avoid a build-up of non-
soluble materials in the soil,

Cotner advises watering with
tap water instead of the
nutrient solution at least once
a week.

The specialist has one addi-
tional suggestion: ‘“‘Since a
mini-garden is mobile, locate
the containers where they will
receive adequate sunlight. All
vegetables do better in full
sun.”

Soften 1 pkg. dry yeast in Y4
cup lukewarm water and let
stand for five minutes. Add to
the milk mixture with 2 eggs,
lightly beaten. Flavor with 15
tsp. graded lemon rind, % tsp.

Add 4 cups sifted flour, part
at a time, working to an elastic
dough with a strong spoon.

Scrape into a clean, greased

Push down and
turn out on lightly floured
board, roll to about Y inch
thick.

Cut out with doughnut cutter,
and place on a clean floured
cloth. Cover and let rise until
double in bulk.

- Easter Book Of Memories

An “Easter Book of Mem-
ories’”” made by a child can
provide an enjoyable record of
Easter season experiences, one
authority said this week.

Ilene Carrington, family life
education specialist, Texas Ag-
ricultural Extension Service,
noted that such a project can
help a child recall Easter as a

family time.

““As such, this holiday usual-
ly involves special dinner
treats, fashions and activities
- including Easter egg hunts in
or around the home.

“A child recalls these events
by making pages that explain
his viewoint.”

This activity is educational -
since it involves several learn-
ing processes — as well as fun
for a child, the specialist
pointed out.

For example, it requires use
of fine muscles and eye-hand
coordination. In addition, the
child must make decisions

“Children learn to love and
appreciate books through a
variety of pleasant experi-
ences. Books also contribute
much to a child’s reading
readiness, while enriching his
vocabulary.”

Necessary material for an
Easter book include a colorful
supply of magazines or cata-
logs, paper, crayons, scissors
and paste, she said.

“As he draws or pastes pic-
tures representing various ac-
tivities, parents can talk with
him about his project.

“If he dictates words to go
with pictures, write them down
and read them back to him
later.

‘“‘However, some children
prefer to tell a story their own
way."

Either way, when the book is
complete, fasten pages togeth-
er with yarn or string - or, put
it in a colorful folder, the
specialist suggested.

Although parents can help a
child in his endeavor, they
shouldn’t try to change what
he's saying. A child “sees™ the
holiday differently than an ad-
ult -- and the book is his ewn
creation, the specialist said.

“‘Parents also can encourage
cognitive development by talk-
ing with the child. For exam-
ple, they might discuss his il-
lustrations - what they repre- -
sent and why he used them in
his book."

Children often have trouble
remembering the sequence of
an event, Miss Carrington ex-
plained. So, she advised letting

the child talk about what he

remembers as coming first,
next and last. Then help him
place them in order.

“Through helping a child,
parents also benefit. Just
thinking about what they've
seen and heard helps them
view Easter a little differently
in the future,” the specialist
concluded.

Parmer County do not know me
personally, consequently, I wish to
take this means to inform the
people of Parmer County of some of
my ideas and beliefs, as it will be
impossible for me to contact
everyone in person prior to the May
4th Primary.
