Several of the editors from all
over the nation whom we talked
with in Louisville last week told
us that we are fortunate to have
an agent so interested in seeing
the local newspaper do a
thorough job of farm coverage.

Our trip to Kentucky and back
rolled up about 2700 miles. We
aren’t sure of the actual distance
for the reason that our speedometer
wore out on the way back. It was,

however, about 1350 miles to Louis-|

ville, and we presume about the
same distance back.

In the area through which we
traveled, there are no signs of
the much-publicized drouth. All
parts of the country seem to be
having general rains this spring.

Even the Panhandle of Texas
and \the ranges of southeastern
Oklahoma have put on a good
cover \of grass, and things look
greener than we believe we have
ever seen them.

We are sold on the idea of turn-
pikes, even though they cost the
smotorist who wants to drive on
them. After a sample of the Turn-
er pike between Oklahoma City
and Tulsa, we are fans of the toll-
road system.

It wasn’t so much the quality of
the pavement itself—because we

have seen smoother four-lane pro-

jects lots of times—as it was the
safety which is a built-in feature
of a turnpike.

No cars are permitted to enter
the pike except through the toll
gates at either end, which means
that the hazard of swooping down
from a hill and up behind a farm
pickup entering from a side road
has been eliminated. The maxi-
mum speed on this pike was 70
miles per hour, although it seem-
ed to us that most people paid
no attention to the ceiling. More
important, the minimum is 40,
and the slow pokes which are
hazards on modern highways are
non-existent,

* Our farmers will be interested in
knowing that the southeastern part
of the United States is a rain-bless-
ed area. During the six days we
spent traveling through the country,
it either had rained, was raining,
or was just fixing to rain. We never
once clearly saw the sun.

The 40 to 50 inches of rain
«takes its toll on the land, how-
ever. The rolling hills fall easy
prey to severe erosion when
cleared and put into cultivation.

Gullies were evident in three
out of four fields we passed
through. Apparently, however,

much of the old cotton land is be-
ing put back into grass, and we
think it's a good thing.

The alfalfa and pasture that
country can produce with just
normal rainfall is amazing. The
prettiest farms are those which
" have beef or dairy cattle on these
lush pastures.

Most of the land we saw looks
extremely unproductive. The soil
ranged in color from a sickly yel-
low to a pale pink. It surely didn't
look very healthy. We suppose that

" this condition is a result of both
- heavy and long-time cropping, plus
. the leaching action which so much
rain would produce.

+ Surprisingly enough, the corn
and other field crops aren’t much
farther along than ours here on
the Plains. A lot of the land still
is in the bedding stage and hasn’t
been planted. Their cotton is
mostly in the three-four leaf
stages.

. 4For our Plains farmers, who so
- often wish they could trade a few
- eastern weather, a trip through the
humid areas of southern Missouri,
Kentucky, and Tennessee would
cure some of this longing.

The Plains, with their flat,
fertile fields so svited to mechani-
cal operations, are a far cry from

~agriculture.

press the appearance of the weed
upon the minds of the workers.
County Agent Joe Jones discussed
recommended amounts of sodium
chlorate and method of applying

it to infested areas. Five pounds

per square rod was the minimum
recommended volume, and the
SCD has atquired three five-foot |
spreaders to be rented to farmers |
for application of chemicdls. It
had not been determined where
the spreaders would be kept avail-
able from at the time of the meet-
ing.

Parmer County farmers, who this
year more than ever before are in-
terested in obtaining the maximum
yield from their reduced cotton al-
lotments, are being urged to in-
vestigate the advantages of early
season insect control,

The gross yield from cotton was

@*of our duststorms for some of that,

increased over $50 per acre in tests
|at the Lubbock Experiment Station |
last year. However, this figure is
ubject to wide variation, depending
on insect conditions. Some years
it might go higher—some years
lower. i

At any rate, many farmers are
beginning to look on early season |
contrel programs as “‘insurance’’ |
that their young plants will set |
fruit properly, thus giving all the
cotton a chance to mature before
frost.

Early season control work dif-
fers in many respects from con-
ventional poisoning procedures.
First, the farmer who embarks on
an early season control program
in the proper manner does away
with examining his field to deter-
mine when to spray.

Instead, he plots his work ac-
cording to the calendar, and sprays
at 7-day intervals with the recom-
mended insecticides and rates.

Two or three applications of toxa-
phene. dieldrin and heptachlor will
control thrips and fleahoppers ef-
fectively on the High Plains, when
initial treatment is applied soon
after cotton has reached the fruit-
ing stage.

“During the past two weeks a
few thrips have begun to show up
in our fields,” warns County Agent
He emphasized . that

control program is now, and that
it should be continued until about
30 days before the expected ap-
pearance of bollworms.

That would mean that there are
only about three or four wezks
left to institute the early season
control work, he says.

/*‘One thing that is important to
remember in this type of c-::ntrol.“|
points out the agent, “is that it |
isn't possible to double the dosage
and apply at twice the length of
regular intervals for the right kind
of kill.

“The sprays used in early sea-

son control applications are ‘water- | !

ed down’ to the extent that they
will not kill out all the beneficial
insects, but will provide effective
control of thrips and fleahvppers.”
