Early Freeze Damages
Late Feed and Cotton

Late feed and cotton crops through-
out this section were nipped by the
earliest freeze on record here Sun-
day night when the temperatures
dropped to readings varying from 29
to 32 degrees above zero.

No frost was in evidence early
Monday morning, but ice had formed
ed on unprotected places during the
night to set new records for low Fall
readings.

Farmers: contacted early in the
week said that late cotton and feed
crops had been damaged by the ear-
1y freeze. Advanced crops suffered no
material damage it is said.

Farmers with advanced fields of
feed and cotton said the freeze would
prove beneficial in that it would
cause the cotton to open soon and
would assist in maturing feed crops.

Cotton fields with small unmatur-
ed bolls were hit the hardest. Such
bolls will not develop to maturity, it
is feared. Late feed crops were also
damaged. But farmers seem to agree
that the damage will not be exten-
sive.

Parmer Voice Heard
At District Meeting
On Well Regulation

Of 13 counties represented at the
Hi-Plains Underground Water Con-
servation District meeting in Here-
ford last Thursday, only Parme
County spoke out against regulatioh !
on drilling and spacing for the coun-
ty at this time. -

Bruce Parr, a Parmer County
committeeman, submitted the wish-
es of the county he represented,
and explained that irrigation farm-
ers here feel that irrigation is too
new to meed wegulation in this
county. :

Despite Parmer’s dissenting
voice, committeemen voted to re-
‘quire permits for drilling water
wclls and to leave well spacing in
the hands of county committees,
This action was a follow-up to rec-
ommrendatioas made at  recon:
county meetings in disizict.

In line with action taken at this
meeting, officials of the district ex-
pect to have the well-drilling permit
to the district board, which may call
in professional engineering assistance
to work out a system of well spacing
suited to the particular area.

Tom McFarland of Lubbock, man-
ager of the Hi-Plains Water Conser-
yation Distrceict, presided at the meet-
ing,

Speakers on the morning program
included W. L. Broadhurst of Austin,
Tom Craig of Amarillo, and Norris
P. Swanson, irrigation specialist with
the Soil Conservation Service.

Broadhurst and Craig agreed in rec-
ommending the district employ pro-
fessional engineering help in work-
ing out well spacing rules. |

General trend of all discussion was
to urge enforcement of water con-
servation rules on a county and dis-
trict level in order to prevent con-
trol from slipping to state and fed-
eral agencies.

vation Program through an on-the-
farm visit by his local PMA commun-
itteeman, says Joe Camp, secretary
of the county PMA committee.

He points out that the urgent nee:
to take care of every acrel ol farm
land so that our farms will gontijiue
to meet the needs of more and ihore
people makes it essential to move
ahead in soil and water conserva-
tion. This means conservation on
more acres that have not been pro-
tected and improved in the past and
it means more effective use of con-
servation measures on all farms.

The Agricultural Conservation Pro-
gram has proved an effective means
of getting farmers to adopt soil and
water conservation practices on their
farms, the chairman points out. And
once practices have become establish-
ed, it has encouraged shifts to other
needed practices. The aim is to -use
the limited assistance available to
encourage and help farmers with
those practices which otherwise
would not be carried out to the ex-
tent and within the time necessary
to assure the Nation's increasing food
needs.

The 1953 Agricultural Conserva-
tion Program, he éxplains, is cent-
ered on the most needed conserva-
tion on the individual farm and ACP
assistance will be used only for the
most needed practices. The farm-to-
farm visits by community committee-
men will start Oct. 13, 1952,

When the voters are handed their
ballots in preparation for casting it
in the 1952 general election on Nov.

4 they will be handed one of the
biggest voting; sheets ever present-
ed to Texas, voters.

The list of ecandidates run all the
way from president to the office of
justice of the peace a total of thirty-
three in number. Not enly that, but
the voter will have ris or hes choice
of voting for candidates under sev-
en sepiaratc tickets, and a wiite-in
column in for good measure, making
a total of eight columns appearing on
the ballats.

And that's not all; voters will also
decide the fate of two propaosed con-
stitutional amendments, which ap-
pear on the bottem of the ballots. .

Parties represented on the ticket
this year are: Democratic, Repub-
lican, Prohibition, Progressive,
Christian Nationalist, Constitution-
al and Independent. Only the Dem-
ccratic party column carries a full
list of candidates,

For the first time, the names of
the presidential and vice presidential
candidates appear on the ballots in-
stead of the presidential electors as
has been the custom through the
years, In the Democratic column,
Adlai Stevenson heads up the list,
with Dwight D. Eisenhower heading
up the Republican column.

With the exception of the office of
state commissioner of agriculture, all
state candidates ‘are listed in both
the Democratic and Republican col-
umns. John C. White refused to al-
low his name to be eross-filed on the
ballot, .

In addition to the Democrat and
J Republican columns, only four part-

1#% have listed candidates, and these
are for the offices of president and
vice president, -

This year's ballots are so large that
printers were forced to use small type
in order to get the complete lists on
the sheets, which may make it diffi-
cult for persons with failing eyesight
to read,

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Mr. and Mrs. John Doose of Tex-
ico have lived in this area since 1906,
having homesteaded south of Texico.
They have watched Texico change
from a “wild” boom town to the small
steady community that citizens now
know.

Mrs. Doose was born in Henrietta,
Texas down in Clay County. Her
father was a farmer and the local
woman grew up and helped with the
chores on the farm. “That is still
what I'd like to do” she says, adding
that “this town business doesn’t suit
me."”

Asked where she and her husband
first met, Mrs, Doose says that he
came to her dad's house to help
thrash wheat, oats and other crops.
That was about 1897. Not long after
that the young couple began seeing
one another, and were married on
January 19, 1901, in her home,

Even though he was living in Hen-
rietta at the time he met his wife,
Mr. Doose had not been there too
many years. He was born in Keil,
German. In 1887, the local man, in
company with his parents, and five
brothers and sisters, left the “old
eountry” and traveled to America.
He was 12 years of age at the time
and remembers the trip well. “The
sea was rough, but we kids were real-
ly excited about the trip,” he says.
They were on the sea 13 days.

Asked what prompted the Doose
family to leave their native land, the
locat man says he'hiad two: sister and
Americaz “Germany was a state of
a brother who was already in
poverty,” he adds.

The Dboses settled in Lion County,
Kansas where they remained three
years before moving to Clay County,
Texas in 1890.

As for his first reaction to America,
Doose states that he knew from the
first that this was a great country. It
was abput two years before the local
marl 0w inastered the English lang-
uage. One of the first things he not-
iced was that Americans always had
a mode of transportation—horses,
wagons, buggies or sleds in the wint-
er. In Germany, everyone traveled
on foot.

1irs. Doose remembers the  story
her mother-in-law told abdut one of
the strange occurances. The Doose
family had never seen anyone ‘“dip
snuff” in the old country. Their land-
lady in America would dip snuff, be
sitting in a chair in the center of the
room, and “spit it out the window.”
The first time the German woman
saw her landlady do this, she thought
the woman was deathly ill.

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After Mr. and Mrs. Doose were
married, they remained in Henrietta
until they moved to Texico, to their
homestead. They had read of the|
New Mexico homestead land and!
moved in November. “Everybody was
coming out here,” they state. Mr.
Doose had traveled to Texico in Sep-
tember, filed his claim, and built a
one-room home. Mrs. Doose and the
two small children traveled on the
train.

Tom Bellemy assisted Mr. Doose in
building the 12x20 shack that was the |
first home in New Mexico for the
Dooses. Asked what she thought of
Texico at first, Mrs. Doose quips “it
was quite a jolt.” She adds that she
had never seen such a wild town, in
which 13 saloons were thriving, cow-
boys rode up and down the streets on
horseback, and between 3000 and
4000 people lived in shacks or tents
and camped around the town on var-
ious sites.

The Dooses had been here only a
short time,- when the people began
moving off. “And I've never seen $o
many fires,” Mrs. Doose continues.
A cart with a barrel of water and
volunteer fireman tried to keep down
the blazes.

When the Donse family was settled
in their new home, they constructed
a dugout, with 2 screen door to keep
rattlesnakes out. “I was scared of the
black dust storms and always took
the children to the dugout during a
severe ®naw’ she says. She continues
that the dust storms came too often,
che wanted so much to leave during
their first months here. She also re-
calls the severe hail storm which
Mrs. J. H. Ross told about in a re-
cent column.

The Doose family was troubled
with rattlesnakes the first few years
on their farm. He kileld two in the
barn, with 13 or 14 rattles, not too
long after arrival. They cleaned away
all articles from around the house, so
they could see the reptiles and the
children were taught to play close tu
the house.

The children saw a huge rattler in
the road one day while playing and
ran and called their mother. She
started toward the road, saw a bug-
gy coming -and halted the wvehicle.
The man went to the Doose house
and got the gun to shoot the snake,
which had 17 or 18 rattles. “It was
the biggest snake I had ever seen,”
says the pioneer woman. Men car-
ried guns in the fields and pastures,
and killed out the snakes fairly soon.
The Dooses didn’t see many more on

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their farm. They also had some

trouble with coyotes, that would kill
the turkeys.

One of the most humorous exper-
iences recalled by the Dooses is the
first automobile either of them had
ever seen, Their neighbor, who lived
across the road, had the vehicle. Not
having any gasoline in this section of
the country, he hitched the car to a
bull and a mule and towed it up
and down the road. Adults were cur-
ious and children were frightened.
When he offered to take Mrs. Doose

for a ride, they had gone only a short |
distance and the mule balked. So she’

had to do some walking.

It was several years before the loc-
al people bought an automobile. *I
was afraid of it at first,” says Mrs.
Doose, but she eventually learned to
drive.

The Dooses built the home where
they now reside in 1919 and have

| lived in town since then. They had
| schoolteachers as roomers for many
| years. Mrs. Doose worked for J. M.
| Radford for a while, checking in and
[ billing groceries to towns all over
| Curry and Rodsevelt counties. That
was when a railroad ran to Portales.
When the railroad was changed to
Clovis the warehouse was moved.

The Dooses then handled gas and
oil in Texico. People would back a
' wagon up to the loading platform,
and barrels would be filled for them
to take to the country. Mr. Doose
also was engaged in house moving
| and trueking.

Doose comments favorably. As for
sandstorms now, she just shuts the
door and ‘“lets it blow.”

The Texico couple has two surviv-
‘ ing children, Mrs. Edith Crawford of
. Albuquerque and Jack Doose of|
i Odessa. One 9-day-old baby passed
[_a\va_\' before they moved to Texico.
| Their eldest son, Roy, died of blood
| poisoning when he was 18; and a

Fitth Grade Pupils
Plant Quinoa

Students in the fifth grade have
already learned that ideas gained
from many sources and by experi-
mentation are more reliable than
those from one source. Their exper-
ience with quinoa proves this. Last
year, when studying the altiplans of
Ecuador, the class read the quinoa is
a grain raised by the sheepmen and
others in these Andean highlands.

Since quinoa seemed to promise a
new grain for the high plains, the
teacher contacted the Department of
Agriculture, asking for samples of
the seed. The answering letter stat-
ed that quoinoa was really Chenopod-
ium Quinoa. The dictionary clarified
Chenopodium as meaning duck-foot-
ed, a species of plants to which turn-
ips and mangle-wurtzed belong. The

. department had no seed, but referred

to Mr. John Burney, of Nevada, who
might have some.

Mr. Burney sent two packets of
seed, one grown in Chile and the
other in Ecuador, and stated that the
plants grew to a height of six feet in
this country, but without making
seed.

Now the class will test for them-
selves that quinoa will do here. They
have planted each variety of seed
sent by Mr. Burney.

The class has a handsome set of
shelves for holding pots of growing
plants. They also have a big table on
which they can work together. Shar-
on, Janice, and Donald helped Mrs.
Booth refinish these Friday and_Sat-
urday morning. All the class had
sandpapered the table top so that it
would look better when refinished.

Standing as the chief barrier to
world communism, the United States
must retain absolute independence of
action in internatiomal affairs, she
declared.

This nation stands at a crossroad
in history, Mrs. Patton told the New
Mexico State Conference of the patri-
otic organization. The time has come.
to choose between socialistic ‘“trends
and the full system of American {free
enterprise.

Emphasizing the unequivocal of
the DAR to any form of world gov-
ernment Mrs. Patton said the nation-
al society also vigorously supports:

“A strong natienal defense ade-
quate to protect our country.” “Con-
duct of public affairs strictly in keep-
ing with the Constitution of the Unit-
ed States and the American way of
life.” “An end to government patern-
alism, a respect for states rights?”

In a plea for citizens to register
and vote in the November election,
Mrs. Patton said that “the best way
to bring about reforms in govern-
ment is through interest in govern-
ment and the pressure of public opin-
ion.

“It is time that each one of us
should stand up and be counted. One
of our most effective weapons 1is
through the ballot box. It is our duty
as American citizens to exercise ‘our
franchise and go to the polls and
vote for the men and women whom
we believe to be best qualified for ‘the
special position “whether in our com- |
munities, state or nation.”

Explaining the DAR opposition to
world government, Mrs. Patton said
the Society upholds the primary pur-
poses of the United Nations: “To
maintain international peace and se-
curity.” We insist that the United
States retain its individual sovreign-
ty as free and independent nations,”
she added:

“We oppose any attempt to bring
about the Uplted Nations or any oth-
er medium a world government or a
partial world government.

“We have used many of our re-
sources, we have increased our na-
tional debt to staggering proportions |
and now we are asked to take the
last road away from American inde-
pendence of action by linking our
fortunes with weaker mnations in
schemes of world government.”

Mrs. Patton praised the members of
the orgamzation for. their ‘pioneer
spirit” and for their interest in the
broad program of DAR work in pro-
moting good citizenship, in helping
the underprivileged, in aiding boys
and girls to secure an education and
a right start in life and in fighting

Jones Say Treating-Seed
 Is Very Cheap Insurance

COLLEGE STATION, — Treating

planting seed is not something new,.

says Joe Jones, county agent. More

than 2000 years ago farmers wele
told to soak planting seed in wine.
In 1640 a shipwreck off the coast of
Englant led to one of the big ad-
vances in small grain seed treatment.
The damaged grain was unfit for
making flour but was used for plant-
ing purposes. Farmers who planted
the sea water saturated seed found
their crops to be fairly free of smut.
This led to the use of brine for treat-
ing wheat seed.

Today there are chemicals made
specifically for the treatment of small
grain seed and according to Don
Morton, plant pathologist of the Tex-
as A & M College System, when
these materials are properly used,
losses from most small grain smuts
can be practically eliminated. Stink-
ing smut is always a threat to the
wheat crop and it along with the
loose and covered smuts of oats and
covered smut of barley can be con-
trolled by proper seed treatment. Still
another insurance feature of treat-
ing planting seed is the reduction in
seed decay and seedling blight.

During the past few years, a dis-
ease called dry-land foot rot of wheat
has become economically important.

Seed treatment is not the entire
answer for controlling this disease

but is an aid. Since the disease 1ung-

us may live in the soil for several
years, crop rotation and late plant-
ing are practices recomimended by
Norton as further aids to controlling
foot rot and certain seedling blights.

The cost of seed treating materials
is small when considered on a bushel
or acre basis. Norton says several
good compounds are readily avail-
able for doing the seed treating job.
He urges farmers to follow closely

treating job because the materials
are mostly poisonous.
